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People, hear the LORD.
All that My prophets have taught

(since the beginning of time!)

is that this, your religion, is but

one religion and I am the author of it;

so serve Me.

Mankind has divided this one religion

into different pieces:  and declared unto all,

“A piece for every people!”

It is truly wondrous; how they have cut

Me asunder.  Oh, My beloved prophets!

Do your work well; and teach My children

that all will return to Me . . . 

in the end.

The Will of God . . . revealed

John 10:15  As the Father knoweth me, even so know I the Father:  and I lay down my life for the sheep.

John 10:16  And other sheep I have, which are not of this fold:  them also I must bring, and they shall hear my voice:  and there shall be one fold, and one shepherd.
These words are the beginning of mankind’s understanding the Will of God upon this earth.  Did Christ just say that He would cross His fingers and “hope” that the Christian faith would eventually take in every human being that ever lived?  Or did Christ just say that He had WORK to do elsewhere in this world, after His death?  One of these events has, indeed, happened and one of these events has not.  You can either accept this truth or deny it, but do believe (and understand) that the Will of God is perfect (and unchangeable) and the Truth of God is absolute!  This book is about both.

My friend, the conclusion of mankind’s understanding the Will of God is but a hundred, or so, pages away from where you now stand at this moment in time.  

“Many sheep and one shepherd” means “all of mankind and one God!”  You have just learned the wisdom of the Qur’an (as spoken by Christ, in the Bible).  Now, learn the truth of the Qur’an; and prepare yourself for an extraordinary journey, regardless of your beliefs.

Preface
This book must be prefaced with a few statements (and explanations) by this author.  Please consider everything that is presented in this Preface so that you may know the goal of this book and the intentions of this author.

This book will be difficult for many readers, in one way or another.

Not because any of the material in this book is difficult; but because of our lifelong vanities.  Vanities:  which have been passed down through centuries of western faith.  Vanities:  which have been falsely created by Hollywood’s pursuit of money.  Vanities:  which have been reinforced by the media (because they truly did not investigate).  Vanities:  which have been used to play upon our fears by politicians seeking power and corruption.  Are you getting the gist of this conversation?  This book is about the simple Truth of God as found elsewhere in this world.  God’s Truth is amazingly simple and easy to learn:  all you have to do is to care.

This book will have a few bad words regarding the Jewish faith and Christianity.

Christians are not perfect and Christian beliefs are not perfect.  Throughout the ages, many incorrect beliefs have found their way into Christianity.  Just because a particular custom is over one-thousand years old does not make that custom right.  All it took, so very long ago, was for one person to think; “Wouldn’t it be nice to stand (and kneel) before a cross when we worship God?  It would remind us of His sacrifice made for us.”  Well, this one person absolutely discarded God’s Second Commandment which reads:  “Thou shalt not make unto thee any graven image, or any likeness of any thing:  thou shalt not bow down thyself to them, nor serve them.”  We are talking about Ten simple Commandments here, my friend.  But one person thought they could improve upon God’s Plan for this world.  Is Christianity perfect?

The Jewish faith is no better, or worse, than Christianity.  All you need to do is to ask any Jewish person, anywhere in western civilization, when the last time they spent seven days camped out in their back-yard during the Feast of Tabernacles.  You will likely hear words similar to:  “Well, we aren’t strict Jews:  we don’t follow that practice.”  Here, you have found yet another person who thought they could improve upon God’s Plan for this world:  and in this case, a person who believes they are too good to humble themselves in the eyes of God.  Is the Jewish faith perfect?

As you slowly cast aside your vanities and pride while reading this book, remember one thing:

God . . . is . . . perfect.  (A simple Truth of this world.)

This book will have a few bad words regarding the Muslim faith

Muslims are not perfect and the Muslim faith is not perfect.  If the Muslim faith ever was perfect, it ceased being so shortly after the prophet Muhammad’s death.  It was at this time that the Muslim faith divided into factions:  something that is strictly forbidden in the Qur’an.  The Muslim faith is no better, or worse, than any other faith.  This author will not peck at the Muslim faith, but will bring-to-light a few glaring lapses in their practices (as taught in the Qur’an).  This author is by no means perfect and could never stand up to anyone pecking at his minor flaws.  Life is not about minor flaws:  life is about making decisions and learning from mistakes.

This book has not been written to encourage any person to join the Muslim faith

There is but one God in Heaven.  His Truth is plain and simple.  His Truth “includes” the entire world and all people; no matter where they live; no matter when they lived.  This includes Noah; who never read the Ten Commandments, never set foot in a church, never knew Christ as his Savior, and never made the evening prayer as Muslims do.  Noah succeeded in life because of the way he lived his life.  Noah kept no religion!  God chose Noah only because of how Noah lived his life.  You will learn more about Noah in the Qur’an than you did in the Bible.  This is because God used Noah (many times) as this very example of succeeding in life.  Now, why would God use a non-Muslim to teach Muslims in the Qur’an?  You will find out soon, my friend.  You will discover that God uses Isaac, Jacob, Joseph, Moses, Elijah, and many more Hebrew prophets to teach Muslims that everything Christ stated was the Truth of God.  You will find some amazing truths of this world in the Qur’an that will leave you speechless: IF, IF, IF, you can set aside your vanities (including religious vanities).

So, go to church or do not go to church:  this author could care less.  Live your life according to the Torah, the Gospel, or the Qur’an:  this author could care less.  Believe in God or do not believe in God:  this author could care less.  Everything in this world consists of rights and wrongs:  you already know this to be true.  For you to not understand God (or to not seek God) is one thing:  God will not reject you for this.  God is very patient and knows that we all grow-up differently and at different times of our lives.  But never REJECT God (or the Word of God) because this shows that you have made a conscious decision that you consider yourself to be above everything that you do not understand.  God knows that we are not always able to understand:  He states this all through the Bible and the Qur’an.  But if you ever reject God, He will absolutely reject you:  because of the decision you made.

Have you ever wondered why Christ said we must all come to God as children?  (Muslims, remember that the Qur’an tells you that the words of Christ were absolutely true.)  Children do not know anything about God.  Children know as much about God as you, here today, know about Heaven.  But children have hope, children reject NOTHING, children wonder about the truth when they find it, and finally, children never let their mistakes get in their way.

Think about that as this author presents the Truth of God to you (as a grown-up) here in this book.  This author will make liberal use of the Preface, Foreword, and Introductions before this book begins in order to “ease” people into God’s Truth as placed in the Qur’an.  Not because God’s Truth is difficult or complicated, but because nearly all people have preconceived notions regarding the Qur’an.  This author did (for his entire life).  Well, this author was wrong.  And so are all people who never read the Qur’an.  The Muslim faith is of people:  the Qur’an is of God.

Foreword

The best way for any person to understand the Qur’an is to first learn the timeline of God and then see what God has been trying to accomplish here with mankind:  for there is only one God in Heaven and He has only one set of children (mankind) upon this earth.  Much of what you are about to read was explained, in detail (using only the Bible), in this author’s first four books of Wisdom.  About six-thousand years ago, God breathed “life” into a creature called mankind.  For our first two-thousand years (one third of our existence here), God did little to teach mankind anything regarding His details.  Oh, God was not totally absent in this world, as shown during the times of Babel, Noah, and others of ancient days.  Rather, it would seem as though God was giving us time to live our lives according to the common sense and free-will He gave us.  But mankind failed miserably in those two-thousand years.  The words found in the Bible support this truth.  The words found in the Qur’an support this truth.

Then, about four-thousand years ago, God took a very large place in this world starting with a man named Abraham.  God made many promises to Abraham, and his offspring, the results of which showed that God was going to take a very large place in this world for quite some time.  The Bible makes this crystal clear; likewise, the Qur’an.  Using only the Bible and the Qur’an, the Truth of God in this world has reached every single continent upon this earth.  (Should you so desire to learn, you will find that the Buddhist, Hindu, and other faiths of this world also contain the Truth of God.  Using these faiths also, the Truth of God has reached nearly every square inch of this planet.)  Now, here is where many will scream that the Bible and the Qur’an cannot both contain the Truth of God.  Oh really?

The Old Testament basically starts with Abraham and a long line of prophets who followed.  Every Jew understands that the words spoken by these prophets did, indeed, come from God.  Regarding Christians, many believe that the words of these prophets came from God and many do not.  This is freely the choice of every Christian (every person really), however, any person choosing not to believe is in danger of God’s anger:  better to believe and not understand, than to say God’s Words are lies (or even worse:  to say that God’s Word has changed).  Every Word of God found on the face of this earth absolutely allows people to not understand Him; the only danger is in rejecting His Words (as lies).  Christ Himself stated that He did not come to destroy the words of the ancient prophets, but to fulfill them.  Christ stated that, regarding the words of the ancient prophets, not one “i” will be un-dotted nor one “t” uncrossed, until all of the words of the prophets are fulfilled.  In fact, Christ came here to make sure that happened.  Regarding the Truth of God, nothing changed with the birth of Christ.  It would seem (to many) that after Christ, nothing remained:  so the Qur’an must be wrong!  If Christ showed us our example of death and the Resurrection, then EVERYTHING ended there.  The Qur’an must be wrong!  It would seem to be this way to some people:  it is not this way with God.

There are many ways of looking at the Qur’an; and this pathetic author will teach them to you here.  The Bible clearly teaches that Christ was the Logos of Elohim (the Spokesperson of God).  Christ Himself said that it was He who spoke to Abraham and Moses.  Christ Himself said that, “from henceforth (after His death), we have seen the Father.”  Having made this world and mankind, Christ was (somehow) to become the Father after His death.  Christians are fine with this because, well, Christ belongs to them (or so they believe).  The Truth of God is that any Christian who lives by the words of Christ will do just fine in this world:  the important part being to actually follow the words of Christ and to live your life so!  Jews pretty much ignore this truth because the Truth of God is right:  any Jew who follows the Word of God as spoken by the prophets of the Old Testament will do just fine in this world:  the important part being to actually follow the Word of God spoken by these prophets and to live your life so!  My friend, would you believe that most of this paragraph comes straight from the Qur’an?  It truly does!

Now we come to Muslims:  true Muslims who belong to Islam.  Islam means “total devotion to God.”  Islam does not mean total devotion to a certain cleric who preaches vanities and lies.  Islam does not mean total devotion only to the Arab nations or Muslim people.  Islam does not mean total devotion to the Qur’an (although it includes this).  Islam means total devotion to God and living your life so!  No matter who you are, you are about to learn what that means!

Few Muslims understand the Christian faith and this is acceptable; few Christians understand the Muslim faith.  But the Qur’an states that the words of Christ are absolutely God’s Truth; furthermore, the Qur’an warns Muslims to not call the words of Christ (and the ancient prophets) lies.  No true Muslim would ever do this.  But how many Christians have called the words of the Qur’an lies, never having read the Qur’an?

Muslims are taught to believe the Old Testament and the New Testament.  Both of these are the Word of God.  However, Muslims take the point-of-view (somewhat correctly) that regarding the prior Word of God spoken by the Logos (Christ), we have not yet heard from the Father.
Christians should be just fine with this concept because Christ stated that He only came here to glorify the Father:  Christ never, but ever, attempted to glorify Himself:  this is important.  The truth of the Bible teaches us that it is not ill-conceived that the Father would not speak to this world Himself.  Now, the actual truth of this matter is the exact same truth as found in the Old and New Testaments.  It WAS only Christ that spoke to the people of the Old Testament because He was the Logos of Elohim (the Spokesperson, or Word of God).  This was Christ’s place in Elohim.  Once Christ came here, but before His death, Christ stated that “from henceforth, ye have seen the Father.”  This is very important.  As taught in the earlier books of Wisdom, Christ graduated to becoming the Father upon His death:  not upon His returning to this world, but upon His death.  This is clearly stated in the Bible.  So the words of the Father to Muhammad, spoken through His angel, Gabriel, came by way of Christ (exactly as the Word of God has always come to all of mankind).  Christians are the only faith upon the face of this earth, that believe the Truth of God only belongs to them (and those who join their ways).  Jews nearly believe this, but are forced to believe that God’s Truth also applies to the lost Ten Tribes, wherever they may be.  These Jewish and Christians beliefs (vanities) are spoken of, very much, in the Qur’an.  The Word of God in the Qur’an, regarding these Jewish and Christian vanities is not always kind.  The Word of God in the Qur’an has only kind words regarding what God has spoken to the Jews and Christians:  however, this does not always match Jewish and Christians beliefs (vanities).  For any Christian who decides to read the Word of God placed in the Qur’an, please be prepared to have your feelings hurt (exactly as when Christ’s words hurt the Jews who heard them).  Maybe having our feelings hurt can be a good thing; especially when it comes from God.  Jews are not perfect, Christians are not perfect, and the Qur’an clearly states that Muslims are not perfect.  The Qur’an can very much hurt the feelings of every Muslim seeking the Truth of God.

Now, Gabriel (the angel) brought the Word of God (from the Father) to this world; not just to the Muslims, but to the entire world.  Muslims never, but ever, claim sole ownership of the Truth of God (as some other religions do).  Muslims know that God’s Truth belongs to the entire world.  Indeed, by sheer numbers involving the spreading of the Word of God, Muslims have done better than Jews and Christians; and have had less time to do so.  (Sorry, but this is the truth:  numbers do not lie.)

The religion of Muslims is just that:  a religion, no different than any other.  They have politics, sects, beliefs, and certain practices today that are contrary to the Truth of God.  A “true” Muslim will be quick to tell you that they are not perfect.  (A “true” Christian will be quick to tell you that they are not perfect).  This is because they are just people; no different than any other in this world.  Consider, as some Muslims’ equals, certain Christians who believe that anyone not being born-again, baptized, and then saved as having no part in the Kingdom of God.  Know that we people of the so-called “advanced” societies see only what certain others allow us to see on television:  terrorists, fanatics, and others that Satan has influenced.  The Qur’an warns about this.  Know now, that God cautions the Muslims as much, if not more, than the Jews and Christians, regarding the works of Satan amongst their people.

Muslims are people, no different than you or this author, trying to find their way through this life by way of the Word of God as found upon this earth.  They make as many mistakes in their life as you, or this author, do.  Fully one-half of the Qur’an addresses these mistakes and how to deal with these mistakes.  (Is any of this starting to sound like this author’s first four books of Wisdom?)  Only God is perfect:  His Word found in the Bible and the Qur’an is perfect.  Jews, Christians, and Muslims are not perfect:  nor are their religions perfect.  The Qur’an forbids Muslims from dividing into factions, yet Muslims do this.  The New Testament cautions Christians of the same (found in the words of Peter, Paul, and John), yet Christians do this.

So why should anyone read the Qur’an?  Here . . . we come to the most painful words this author has ever written.  This author will speak his entire truth here, knowing that much of it has always been wrong.

This author was raised as a Christian; believing much of what he was taught and knowing that some of it just could not be true.  But the Jews . . . how could they have been so wrong?  We Christians might have our problems, but how could God ever love those who killed him?  Well, this author was born into the Catholic Church.  As a child, this boy could not believe how lucky he was to have been born into that one true church that actually possessed the truth of God (and this boy was constantly reminded of how lucky he was, by this church).  Nobody else possessed God’s truth; heck, we went all the way back to the first Pope (Peter), a Disciple of Christ.  Nobody else can claim that.  The Catholic Church taught this author much in his youth, especially by way of his mother, who always taught to help those less fortunate than himself.  Well, solely because of his parent’s teachings, EVERYONE was less fortunate than this author.  But this young boy could never reconcile the fact that his best friend, Bobby, a Baptist, was going to hell because he would never be a Catholic.  (If you are any sort of Christian, read your own truths into this story:  and please continue on, doing the same).  How could this young author stay friends with Bobby if God was right in what this author was taught?

Well, this young author stayed with his friends (and the Truth of Life that his common sense taught him) and kept his mouth shut towards his parents regarding this.  This boy decided that he was going to face the same end as his friends if that is what it took to live life according to his common sense and what his mother taught to be right-and-wrong.

(If you are a Jew, Baptist, Mormon, Catholic, Seventh Day Adventist, or Muslim, think of your own childhood and what you were taught.  These particular faiths are very strong in what they believe; some others are more “forgiving.”)

This author remained with his parents’ faith until he left their home because that was the rule of his family.  But later, when this author was in his thirties, he sought God.  This author did not even care about God (if God had anything to do with religion).  This author merely sought the wisdom of God by way of the truth:  God be-damned if anything this author found was contrary to the Truth of Life that his common sense taught him to be true.  (Sorry, but this is how this author felt:  he did not expect this to happen, but was prepared for it.  Indeed, quite the opposite happened.)

Soon after this author picked up the Bible, he learned about Solomon; the wisest person who ever lived.  Well, that is all this author was looking for, so if this author could just be the second wisest person who ever lived, that would be just fine.  (Sorry, but this author has his vanities just like anyone else).  This author cannot explain why, but after this prayer (of many days and many nights), God started talking to this author.  There is a huge difference between being spoken to by God and being visited by God.  To be honest, God only visited this author a few times.  A visit by God is not a pleasant experience:  never before, had this author felt so worthless.  Whatever you feel is your greatest achievement in life (this author thought he had many), you have nothing compared to what God brings to life.

This author continued in the Word of God as found in the Bible, always coming back to the Jews.  God’s Word is absolutely true, but what place in this world could God possibly have for the Jews?  They killed God!  My friend, read the Old Testament and see how the Jews failed time-and-again regarding the Word of God sent to them by way of the prophets.  Now, notice how everything up through Solomon was really spoken to the entire nation of Israel (all thirteen tribes).  The House of Israel was formed after Solomon’s death.  You will even find the House of Israel at war with the Jews.  How can that be?  The Jews were merely the tribe of Judah (not quite, but this is close enough for now).

Once you realize that the Ten lost Tribes of Israel truly are the majority of Christians today (basically, America, Canada, Mexico, Europe, Australia, South America, and parts of Africa; fully, four of the six populated continents of the earth!), then you realize how everything from the Old and New Testament apply.  The Jews of ancient days (who killed Christ) are no different than people of today:  this includes today’s Christians, Muslims, Buddhists, Hindu, and others.  God is God and people are people:  we all, are ONE as the children of God.  How more evident can this be than to understand what science knows:  that the nearest solar system capable of sustaining life is trillions upon trillions of miles away?  This truth, in and of itself, absolutely must stand in this world!  This truth, in and of itself, must absolutely come before any ridiculous beliefs that some put forth in this tiny world!

So, this author learned (easily) that the Hebrews (including the Jews) were merely those people who God came to, by way of His promises to Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob:  Jacob being changed to Israel (all thirteen Tribes).  Christians, take particular note:

If the Revelation of God is valid, then this includes the entire twelve Tribes (Dan was lost forever: according to Revelation), ten of which were lost from the family of Israel (meaning Christians of this world).  Read Revelation, Chapter 21, culminating in the truth of Revelation 21:12.  Speaking of the great city which descends from Heaven:

Revelation 21:12  And (the city) had a wall great and high, and had twelve gates, and at the gates, twelve angels, and names written thereon, which are the names of the twelve tribes of the children of Israel:
The revelation of God (or Christ) to John definitely included the tribes of Benjamin, Levi, and Judah (meaning the Jews, or those not carried away).  Now, this truth in and of itself, flies in the face of many Christians:  especially those who believe that only those who have been baptized, saved, and born again will ever have a part of the Kingdom of Heaven.  Go with the Word of God here, my friend, and not those vanities that some preach.  Indeed, for any Christian who does not believe that they are part of the Lost Ten Tribes, then according to your New Testament in Revelation 21:12, the Kingdom of God has NOTHING to do with Christians!
Likewise, in Chapter 7 of Revelation, where God sets aside, for protection, His elect (144,000 of them), not one is called a Christian.  Rather they are called only from the Twelve Tribes of Israel:  twelve-thousand from each named Tribe of Israel.  For any Christian who does not believe that they are part of the lost Ten Tribes, then according to your New Testament in Revelation, Chapter 7, not one Christian will be saved by God in the last days!

My friend, accept this truth or leave it alone (as not understood), knowing it to be the Word of God spoken to John, the Apostle.  Just never reject the Word of God because you do not understand it; the Bible teaches this and the Qur’an, even more so, teaches this!

John 14:11  Believe me that I am in the Father, and the Father in me:  or else believe me for the very works’ sake.

It is acceptable to God for us to not understand everything regarding Him.  Returning to the Jews, it quickly became easy for this author to see how God will always love the Jews.  The Jews (actually, all of Israel) were God’s chosen:  even the Qur’an states this in many places!  All people are the same and Christ came to the Jews because they were His chosen and because of His promises to Abraham, Isaac, Jacob, Jeremiah, David, and many others chosen:  as in chosen to present God (and His Kingdom) to the greater portion of this world.  But “chosen” does not mean “only.”  Oh, how God loved Israel.  However, Christians today would kill Christ just as quickly as the Jews did long ago.  No, you say to this?

The Christian Book of Revelation shows how the entire world will be prepared to fight Christ at His second coming.  (Sorry Muslims, but this includes you.  Sorry Christians, but this includes you too.)  Satan and the mark of the beast will have the entire world believing that Satan is God (God calls this the abomination of desolation).

Revelation 14:15  And another angel came out of the temple, crying with a loud voice to him that sat on the cloud, Thrust in thy sickle, and reap (the earth):  for the time is come for thee to reap; for the harvest of the earth is ripe.  (There is no more good to be found anywhere on this earth).
Remember, the world will not want to fight only Christ when He comes:  the world will want to fight God!  Christ is not coming as Jesus, He is coming as God, our Father!  No, Jews are not perfect; however, any Jew who lives the Hebrew way of life as taught in the Old Testament truly is a good person and is loved by God.  No, Christians are not perfect; however, any Christian who lives their life as taught in the New (or Old) Testament is a good person and is loved by God.  The Old Testament, New Testament, and indeed, the Qur’an clearly state this.

The Jews are not, and never will be, damned by God.  But now, we come to the Christians of this world.  The Qur’an to a Christian is exactly the same as the New Testament to a Jew.  Know now, that any Christian who thinks they are perfect in God’s eyes, just has not taken a good, hard look at the life they are living.  The Book of Revelation never, but ever, says it is about Christians:  it is about the entire world!  Maybe it is a good thing that this author sins every single day of his life (and knows this to be true), because the first quarter of the Qur’an taught this author of how much Christ (God) truly brought to this world some two-thousand years ago.  This author has long understood that a Jew does not want to read the New Testament because it will make them sick to their stomach (if and when they discover its truth).  However, when this Christian author picks up the Qur’an, he just wants to crawl under a rock and hide (forever) from the face of God; seeing the mistakes that this author, and all Christians, have made.  No, you say to this?

My dearest friend, when you read the Gospel (the first four books of the New Testament), realize that this was God Himself speaking to mankind:  this is easy.  But, when you read the remaining books of the New Testament, do read them with the frame-of-mind of Peter, Paul, John, and the others trying to get us back to what God Himself said in the first four books.  Peter, Paul, and John wrote that Christ had not yet been gone but for a few years, before Christians started preaching vanities and “making things up!”  This is what the Qur’an teaches six-hundred years after Christ left!  Oh, it teaches so much more, but this is the first thing that the Qur’an teaches any Christian.  This is a very hard truth for a Christian to accept.  (Only because of our pride and vanity.)

This author can only guess that very few Christians (or Jews) ever knew that:

The second book of the Qur’an (its longest) is called The Cow and refers to the sacrifice the Hebrews were ordered to perform in Moses’ day.

The third book of the Qur’an (one of its longest) is called the Family of ‘Imran (the earthly family of Jesus, starting with the parents of Mary).

The fifth book of the Qur’an is called The Table Spread (or The Feast) and is very much written about the Children of the Book (Book meaning Bible).

The tenth book of the Qur’an is called Jonah (yes, God’s prophet to the Jews who lived around 800 BC).

The twelfth book of the Qur’an is called Joseph (a Hebrew story of the father of Manassas and Ephraim):  Gabriel (the angel) states that this is one of the greatest stories in all of mankind’s history.

The fourteenth book of the Qur’an is called Abraham (yes, father of Israel, the Arabs, and most other nations).

The seventeenth book of the Qur’an is called The Children of Israel.

The eighteenth book of the Qur’an is called The Cave and is about Moses during his forty-years in the wilderness.

The nineteenth book of the Qur’an is called Mary and is about Mary, Jesus, and John the Baptist.

The twentieth book of the Qur’an is called Ta Ha and is a story of Moses.

This author will stop here . . . because the twentieth book of the Qur’an brings us well past the halfway point of the Qur’an and you just learned the foundation of HALF OF THESE BOOKS!  The Qur’an is very much about Jews and Christians!  The Qur’an reaffirms EVERYTHING written in the Bible.  The Qur’an does not speak well of those Christians and Jews living in Arabia in 600 AD, but every reader of the Qur’an needs to be able to separate the Truth of God from the truth of mankind (the lies of mankind).  Yes, this Word of God came to a person named Muhammad who then presented it to the Muslims (and the Muslims feel very special because of this, as well they should).  But every Muslim will quickly tell you that God wants these words presented to the entire world as a witness and warning.  Do Christians not feel special because the words of Christ came to them?  Well, the truth of the matter is that the words of Christ came to the Jews:  it is only the Christians who claim these words for themselves!  (And do so wrongly because Christ stated that His Truth belonged to the entire world, no matter the name of their faith).

Here now, is a very good way for any person to understand the second half of the New Testament (as written after the Gospel;  the Gospel being the Word of God):  

Christ did His work here and did it perfectly (as the Qur’an states clearly).  After Christ departed, we were, once again, on our own.  Everything the disciples wrote after Christ left, tried to guide the errant ways of Christians (just as the bulk of the Old Testament was written to Jews who chose errant ways).  All later books of the New Testament show Christians departing from the Word of God.  All later books of the New Testament caution Christians to return to the WORDS AND WAYS GOD (CHRIST) TAUGHT.

The Book of Revelation is a perfect example of this.  (As a side note, the Book of Revelation will teach as much to any Muslim as it does Christians because it is the truth of this entire world; shortly before the Resurrection of which Gabriel taught Muhammad).  The Book of Revelation is a “snap-shot” picture of this world when God decides there is no more good to be found in this world.  Yes, this means the entire world:  and it says exactly this.  The “entire world” means Christians, Jews, Muslims, Buddhists, Hindus, and all others.  After Christ left this world, the remaining authors of the New Testament saw this very evil developing, in their faith, and cautioned the world about departing from the Word of God.  The Disciples of Christ were given a two-fold mission:  to spread the Word of God across the world and to protect the Word as originally spoken by Christ (because Christians were already perverting this Word).  Both of these missions were equally important to God:  remember the Word and do not allow God’s children to stray!  You will find these very words in the Old Testament.  You will find these very same words in the Qur’an (and you will find Muslims straying from the Qur’an also).  God has always wanted His Truth to be known and to be part of this life.  The first duty of every person is to keep God’s Word in their heart (and in their life).  God could care less about the name of our religion:  He indicates this all through His Bible, but He states this clearly in the Qur’an.  It is only through one’s life that a person can present the Truth of God to the entire world:  mere preaching shows nothing, in and of itself.

This . . . exactly . . . is what the Qur’an teaches.  The Book of Revelation takes the Christian life (all of life, really) and shows what it has become today, near the end of our world.  The writings of Peter, Paul, and John show what Christian life was becoming less than sixty-years after Christ’s death.  Well, the Qur’an was spoken to Muhammad some six-hundred years after Christ’s death and painfully shows where the Christian church stood, in the eyes of God, at that time:  church leaders charging fees for the asking of God’s blessings, graven images, unclean meats, the leaving of God’s Sabbath, the Mark of the Beast, and the leaving of God’s Ten Commandments.  Yes, this is all detailed in the Qur’an.

Could it possibly be that God was starting all over again with the Qur’an and the Muslims?  He did it with Noah, He did it with Abraham, He did it with Moses, and He did it with Christ.  What is one more time here (with the Muslims)?  Only the Truth of God can answer this question.  Learn now, the Truth of God.

God never throws “perfection” away.  The Old Testament is perfect in the ways it teaches us:  it is only we who leave these ways.  The New Testament is perfect in the ways it teaches us:  it is only we who leave these ways.  (The Qur’an teaches us this many years after it happened.)  The Qur’an is perfect in the ways it teaches us:  it is only we who leave these ways.  The Qur’an teaches us to find the Word of God as presented to the entire world.  It says exactly this and names others besides Christians and Jews who possess this Word of God!  The Qur’an teaches all people how mankind has strayed from the Word of God.  The amazing part of all of this is that you do not need to be a Muslim to read the Qur’an.  Just as you do not need to be Jewish to read the Old Testament, you do not need to be Muslim to read the Qur’an.  And you do not need to be Christian to read the Gospel or the New Testament.  Religion separates; but faith unites!  No matter who you are, you will learn this shortly.

People are people; and God is God.  It is written that God never changes:  only people change.  The Truth of God in this world will never, but ever, change:  this author has written four books of Wisdom showing this.  The Old Testament is the Word of God (Truth of God) and Christ teaches this Himself in the New Testament.  The New Testament is the Word of God (Truth of God) and God (our Father) teaches this Himself through the angel Gabriel in the Qur’an.  The Qur’an is the Word of God (Truth of God) and God (Christ) will re-prove this on the Day of Resurrection.  (The Qur’an teaches of the Word of God spoken to others elsewhere in this world also:  the Qur’an even names these other people).  The Old Testament and the New Testament teaches this very truth of the Qur’an in many places.  One complete example will be given to you here.  After this, any person who cannot see the Word of God, as placed in the Qur’an (and elsewhere), is only stiff-necked in that having eyes, they cannot see and having ears, they cannot hear.

John 14:26  But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost (the Spirit), whom the Father will send in my name, he shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you.

(This only applies to Christians, Christ said so!  Well, did Christ really say it only applied to Christians?  Read the words right there in your own Bible!  Christ only said this IF, IF, IF the Gospel only applies to Christians.  This author, and most Christians, only assumed these words were there.  The words are just not there, my friend).

So what is the actual truth of God’s Spirit?  Well, the actual truth is found right in your own Bible, in the Book of Revelation.

Revelation 1:4  John to the seven churches which are in Asia:  Grace be unto you, and peace, from Him which is, and which was, and which is to come; and from the seven spirits which are before His throne.

Revelation 3:1  And unto the angel of the church in Sardis write; These things saith he that hath the seven spirits of God, and the seven stars; I know thy works, that thou hast a name that thou livest, and art dead.

Revelation 4:5  And out of the throne proceeded lightings and thunderings and voices:  and there were seven lamps of fire burning before the throne, which are the seven spirits of God.
Revelation 5:6  And I beheld, and, lo, in the midst of the throne and of the four beasts, and in the midst of the elders, stood a Lamb as it had been slain, having seven horns and seven eyes, which are the seven Spirits of God SENT FORTH UNTO ALL THE EARTH.

See . . . one would assume that this again teaches us that the Spirits of God are to the Christians because the Book of Revelation is only to the Christians.  Well, once again, the words are just not there (because the Book of Revelation is to the ENTIRE WORLD).  No Christian minister has ever taught about the seven Spirits of God because they know absolutely nothing about these Spirits of God.  Sorry, but this is true.  If it helps, Muslims know nothing about the Spirits of God either because they have never read the Book of Revelation.

The truth of God’s seven Spirits is that they belong to the entire world and it is only the Lamb (Christ) who sends these seven Spirits to this world.

The sixteenth book of the Qur’an is called The Bee and is one of the few books that have nothing to do with Christians or Jews (to all Muslims, please excuse the following translation):

The Qur’an 16:102  (Gabriel, the angel, speaking):  Prophet Muhammad, say to the people (Muslims) that the HOLY SPIRIT has brought God’s Qur’an (the Word of God) with the Truth of God in order to confirm the faith of all believers and as a guidance and good news to all who believe in God.

This part of God’s conversation had been teaching Muslims about the influence Satan can have upon their lives.

My brothers and sisters in God, God has forever tried to teach us about our errant ways:  FOREVER!  Read the Qur’an as a Jew and you will find much wisdom regarding the Hebrew ways as God prescribed.  Read the Qur’an as a Christian and you will find much wisdom regarding the Christian ways as Christ prescribed.  The Qur’an will make any Jew stronger in their faith; and any Christian stronger in theirs.  Do not trust this author:  rather trust yourself to find the ways of God in the words God has spoken to mankind during the past six-thousand years.

To all Muslims of this world, follow the Word of your faith:  Islam.  The word Islam is not important; rather, only God is important.  Islam means total devotion to God.  More so, Islam means total devotion to God through the life you live!  Your Qur’an teaches that the works of God, in this world, basically started with Noah and Abraham.  These words were first revealed (in writing) to Moses in the wilderness over the course of forty-years.  The Qur’an tells you this!

The Torah is sometimes called The Reminder (in the Qur’an).  Once the written word became prevalent on this earth and the major peoples upon this earth had become established, God spoke the Torah to Moses so that mankind would forever be “Reminded” of its humble origins.  God spoke the Torah to Moses EXACTLY as He spoke the Qur’an to Muhammad.  The Qur’an tells you this!  This author would venture a guess that not one-in-a-million Muslims has ever read the first five books of the Old Testament (The Torah, spoken of by Gabriel in your Qur’an).  The Qur’an teaches you that these words of God are true.  Thanks to the Christians of this world (and not the Jews), these words are found on every continent of this world, including yours.

The Qur’an 3:84  Speak Muhammad, to the people, “Muslims believe in God and the Word that has been given to us and to Abraham, Ishmael, Isaac, Jacob, and the Tribes of Israel.  We believe in the Word given to Moses, Jesus, and the prophets.

The Qur’an 10:94  So Muhammad, if you are in doubt regarding that which God has revealed to you (regarding the Old and New Testaments), then seek this Word through those who read the Scripture that existed before you.

(Author’s note – the word “seek” is used here because the original word spoken by Gabriel was “ask.”  Since Muhammad could neither read nor write, God told Muhammad to ask or otherwise find this Word of God).  Furthermore, is it fitting that this scripture of the Qur’an is found in the book of Jonah, who was a Hebrew prophet that lived 800 years before Christ?  A Hebrew prophet who, never once, prophesied to Hebrews!  A Hebrew prophet who only helped “non-Hebrews” for God!

To all Muslims, why have you not sought these words Muhammad was instructed to seek?  (This author has been hard on all Jews and Christians in his first four books of Wisdom.  Now, face the Truth of God that is found in your Word of God!)  Why have you not sought the whole Word of God revealed to you by the Prophet?  This Word is freely available to you here in this world.

To all Muslims, the Qur’an teaches you to believe the words spoken to Daniel, Zacharias, David, Solomon, and the others.  Oh, the Qur’an briefly touches upon these words, but the full details of God’s Word can only be found in the Bible and this is why Muhammad was told to “seek this Word through those who read the Scripture that existed before you.”  If you do not know these words, how can you understand them?  Why have you not sought these words?  At the time Gabriel spoke these words to Muhammad, the words of the Jews and the words of the Christians WERE ABSOLUTELY PRESENT IN ARABIA.  Muhammad did not have to go far to follow Gabriel’s instructions (and find these Words):  and you had better believe that Muhammad did what he was told.  It is you, Muslims, who later drove these other “Words of God” away from amongst you.  Is it possible for you to find these other “Words of God” now?  Yes, it is.  The Qur’an teaches you to believe the words of Jesus, born of the virgin Mary, who, like Adam, was fatherless in this world (this means something very special to you, if you know your Book).  Adam was a new creation of God in this world; started by God:  your Qur’an teaches you this.  Christ was a new creation of God in this world; started by God:  your Qur’an teaches you this.  The Qur’an absolutely teaches you that Jesus was the Messiah of God!

The Qur’an 3:45  Remember when the angel said, “Mary, God gives you good news of a Word from Him whose name will be The Messiah, Jesus, son of Mary, who will be honored in this world and the Hereafter, who will be one of those brought near to God.”

(The Bible telling us that this “brought near to God” will happen only after His death:  John 14:7).  The Qur’an does not explain exactly what “brought near to God” means, but no other person in the Qur’an is ever described in this way.  Could it be that being brought near to God means “nearer to God” by way of sitting next to the Father on His Throne?  This is what Christ said would happen after His death.  The Qur’an teaches you to be wary of the vanities Christians preach:  but the Qur’an teaches you to absolutely believe the words Christ spoke!  Christ came here to teach mankind an extraordinary lesson (and the Qur’an says this):  Muslims have not learned this lesson.
To all Muslims, why, in the name of God, the Beneficent, Giver of Mercy:  have you failed God by not learning what the angel Gabriel taught you to believe?

Luke 1:19  And the angel answering (to Zacharias, father of John the Baptist) said unto him, I am Gabriel, that stand in the presence of God; and am sent to speak unto thee, and to shew thee these glad tidings.

Luke 1:26  And in the sixth month the angel Gabriel was sent from God unto a city of Galilee, named Nazareth,

Luke 1:27  to a virgin espoused to a man whose name was Joseph, of the house of David; and the virgin’s name was Mary.

We are talking about the one angel, Gabriel, of the one God, who is in Heaven, that spoke God’s Word to Muhammad.  God has never instructed you to ignore His Word as spoken to the world.  Indeed, He told you, by way of the prophet Muhammad, to BELIEVE His Word (everywhere in this world) and He told you over-and-over again where to find His Word!

To all Muslims, this book will be hard on any who deny the Truth of God.  Set aside the word “Muslim” for now; and return to Islam, which is total devotion to God.  “God” is the most important word here, but total devotion comes first:  because if you cannot get the life you live right, then God has no place in your life.  It is only we, who decide what place God truly takes in our life; and we can only show this by living our life His way.  Jews need to look past their Old Testament to find the whole Truth of God.  Christians need to look before and after their New Testament to find the whole Truth of God.  Muslims need to look mostly before and then after their Qur’an to find the whole Truth of God.  (The after part referring to the Revelation of God to His prophet John).

The Qur’an 5:46  God sent Jesus, the son of Mary, in the footsteps (of the prophets) to confirm that which was sent before Him (the Torah):  and We gave him the Gospel with guidance and light confirming the Torah (Word of God) as a guide and lesson to all those who fear evil.  (Read these words just one more time and realize what they truly mean, seeing as how they came from God Himself!)

Set aside the name of your faith, for a moment, and return to the word “Islam” as spoken by God to Gabriel:

The Qur’an 5:3  “Islam:  total devotion to God.”

God never says this means total devotion to the “Word revealed to Muhammad;” it means total devotion to God!  People are people, but there is only one God.  God truly has instructed all of His children upon this world.  Remember, God is God and His Truth is One (singular).

The Muslim faith is good:  God has made sure of that.  The Qur’an, by itself, is capable of bringing any person into the Kingdom of God.

The Christian faith is good:  God has made sure of that.  The New Testament, by itself, is capable of bringing any person into the Kingdom of God.

The Jewish faith is good:  God has made sure of that.  The Old Testament, by itself, is capable of bringing any person into the Kingdom of God.

It is only we “people of religion” that do “err in our beliefs.”  God is never wrong:  only people are wrong.  Religion separates because religion builds walls.  Religion is man-made.  Faith unites!  Faith unites because faith returns each person to one God who created all.  (No part of this lesson excludes any other faith which follows their Word of God:  this author just has not gotten around to other faiths yet).  My dearest friend, can you see the Truth of God in the following statement:

Any person living a decent life, according to the rights-and-wrongs found in their heart, and having but a simple belief in God shall be judged to be a good person:  God has made sure of that.  The life we live, by itself, is capable of bringing any person into the Kingdom of God.  This is the lesson of Abraham to this entire world:  the only person ever to be called “the friend of God.”

The Qur’an is but a continuation of God’s perfect Word on this earth.  Every Muslim completely understands this and the Qur’an says exactly this.  The fact is, that God says the Qur’an is the “most complete” Word of God and this is correct.  (Christians and Jews should have no problem with this because the Qur’an came later; God never, but ever, stated that their Word was final).  Understanding this however, the COMPLETE Word of God is as follows:

The Old Testament teaches us mankind’s history from the beginning, those rights and wrongs we are expected to learn, and the life we are to live based upon what we learn here in this world.  The Old Testament carries the majority of God’s prophecies regarding this world, God’s Plan for mankind, and the true identity of nearly all nations today by the lineage of Noah and Abraham.  Finally, the Old Testament teaches the Hebrews how to worship and govern themselves:  this includes Christians (as the Lost Tribes of Israel); this does not include Muslims and the Qur’an states this.  Any person can read the Old Testament and never give a second thought of converting to the Jewish faith.  In this, they will learn much about God (and their own faith).

The New Testament teaches the entire world who God is, what awaits us in the next life, and how we will be judged (for the next life) by the life we lived here.  God told all believers of the New Testament to spread this truth across the world, for this was His greatest promise of all time and it was given to the entire world.  This is all that God meant by the nation of Israel being His Chosen.  God chose the nation of Israel to be “that people to whom He would send Christ” in order to present this very Truth of God to the entire world.  For all of their failings, Christians have performed this work of God magnificently.  Christians might have gotten the details of the message wrong, but they managed to spread this Word to every city and every people upon this earth and they managed to keep the Word of God perfect in its Truth!  The written Word of God, as found in the King James version of the Bible is free from any religious vanities and is nearly perfect in its translation.  The New Testament is for all people of all time because it teaches no nation how to govern itself, it teaches no religion how to worship God, and it teaches how each individual is completely responsible for their own life, which they have been given.  Only “after” people take responsibility for their own lives will any person “take part” in the forgiveness that God (Christ) revealed.  Any person can read the New Testament and never give a second thought of converting to the Christian faith.  In this, they will learn much about God (and their own faith).

God said the Qur’an was His most complete truth ever given to mankind and this is correct.  This need not be explained to Muslims because they already know this.  Jews, Christians, and all other people need to realize that the Qur’an speaks the known truth of Adam, Noah, Abraham, Isaac, Jacob, the Ten Tribes, Saul, David, Solomon, Elijah, Mary, John the Baptist, Christ, and many of the prophets of the Bible.  The Qur’an teaches the truth of the Bible in a great many places and calls each of these people by their names!  In a way, there is nothing new in the Qur’an:  except how all of us believers have failed God in this way, or that.  The Qur’an also names many other people (besides Muslims, Jews, or Christians) who have been the recipients of His Word.  God, by way of Gabriel, tells us exactly who these people were and how they also failed in His Word.  Finally, the Qur’an teaches Muslims how to worship and govern themselves:  this has nothing to do with Jews or Christians (and the Qur’an states this).  Any person can read the Qur’an and never give a second thought of converting to the Muslim faith.  In this, they will learn much about God (and their own faith).

Given these simple truths of God, could it possibly be that God gave “part” of His truth to the Jews, “part” of His truth to the Christians, and “part” of His truth to the Muslims?  Could it be that God gave “enough” of His truth to the Jews, “enough” of His truth to the Christians, and “enough” of His truth to the Muslims?  Oh, this could not possibly be the case, as God would NEVER expect us to pick up just one or two more books and spend a short time reading the Word of God as spoken to people elsewhere in this world:  people who’s ways and customs are different than our own.  No, success (in God’s eyes) MUST mean that the religion we were accidentally born into is the one true religion; all other people are going to burn in Hell forever.  These people say to themselves:

“Whew, got that out of the way!  God has been so kind to me regarding my being born into that one correct faith which He is going to reward in the end!  My gosh, if I had been born in Ethiopia or Burma, my entire life would be for nothing!”
Oh, the silly vanities we are taught to believe because of thousands of years worth of mankind’s vanity working against us.

The fact of the matter is that all people, believers or not, can and should find the Truth of God, and the whole Truth of God, wherever it exists in this world.  (This takes very little time or effort; and never requires our belonging to any church or faith:  God would never do this to His children.  Also, God has seen to it that His Truth is but an arm’s length away from any person who seeks His Truth.)

At the very least, the fact of the matter is that no person should EVER reject any Truth of God, wherever it has been placed upon this earth.  (This is the greatest sin any person can commit and is the only sin Christ ever identified as unforgivable.  The Qur’an also states that this is an unforgivable sin).  Knowing that we will never completely understand God while we are living in this world, the best any person can do is to leave all others alone in their beliefs and take what Truth of God they do possess, then place it in their life, and allow it to guide their decisions.  Always live by what you know to be true.  As you grow older, pick-up more truth and then place it in your life.  But always guard your life by way of those you allow into it.

Whether today’s Muslims understand the following or not, all that God really says in the Qur’an is to “believe in the way of life (the path chosen in one’s life) that He has prescribed to all people by way of His Word sent through His prophets.”  One thing that every Muslim understands (more than others) is that God has sent His Word, by way of His prophets, to every people of this earth who ever lived; and that God has seen to it that every prophet has spoken their people’s language.  The Qur’an clearly states that there are no mysteries found in the Word of God.  The Truth of God is very simple and easy to understand.  One simple Truth of God is that He teaches very little about Himself through the words of the Qur’an or the Bible.  Rather, God teaches mostly about our way of life, regarding how we treat others in this life.  Throughout the Qur’an, this is really all God means when He talks about believers and “unbelievers,” or “infidels.”

(Only misguided Muslims take this to mean “those who do not believe in the Qur’an.”  Only misguided Westerners believe that the word “infidel” means non-Muslims.)

The same can be said for Christians and Jews in what they believe.  Any person who builds their life solely around the rights-and-wrongs they find in their hearts has truly followed the ways of God.  To all Muslims, consider the words spoken (regarding Noah) in the Qur’an regarding what you just read here.  Likewise, with Abraham, neither of these two had a “Book” by which to live their life, as you have here today.  Religious folks place way too much importance in their “Books:”  these Books are only a guidance.  They do not excuse us from having to live our lives:  and to do so decently.  We all need to place importance in our “Life,” for this is all that counts in this world:  consider this Truth of God very much.  All we have to do (in the eyes of God) is to live the life of Noah or Abraham and we will do fine in God’s eyes.  The Word of God, found in the Books of this world, is but a guidance for those who fail otherwise (yes, truly this means most of us).  God cannot live our life for us, but He truly desires to help us (and has done so with the Majesty of His Word).

Returning to the matter of the book you now hold in your hand, this Christian author, believing in the Hebrew ways, will put his past behind him and not crawl under a rock trying to hide his face from God.  (Oh, this would be so easy and desirable!)  No, this author will stand by Life, as given by God, just as he did in his youth concerning his Protestant friends.  This author will walk slowly through the words of the Qur’an (with apologies to all Muslims for the translation), bringing as much as possible back to the words of the Bible, as the Qur’an teaches all to do.  No, you say to this?

The Qur’an 2:87  God gave Moses the Scripture and sent a line of prophets after him.  God gave Jesus, the son of Mary, absolute proof of God’s Glory (to show this world) and strengthened Jesus with the Holy Spirit.  Is it always so, that when God sends His prophets with a message you do not desire, that you become arrogant, calling some liars and kill the others?

(And in case you did not know, in Paul’s day, “kill the others” meant the Jews doing the killing.  Later, in mid-evil times, “kill the others” meant the Christians doing the killing.  In today’s world, “kill the others” means the Muslims doing the killing.  All have taken their turn with this prophecy, and God’s Truth!)

Read this Word of God (and Truth of God) again because it is a perfect description of mankind regarding the Word of God upon this earth!  Hopefully, this pathetic author will present the whole Truth of God to this world; “in the name of God, the Beneficent, Giver of Mercy.”

To those who do not know, this is how every book of the Qur’an begins.  The Qur’an was spoken by the angel Gabriel.  Gabriel is nothing:  God is everything.  Before presenting any truth of God, one must first salute God.  If Gabriel, who has seen God and walks with God, did this, then so must we.  Indeed, it was Gabriel who brought this word “Islam” from God in the Qur’an 5:3 speaking, “Islam, total devotion to God.”

My dearest friend, you will learn some very wonderful truths here that will absolutely support your belief in the Bible.  To all Muslims, please be patient with this author and forgive his slight errors in translating God’s Qur’an.  The Arabic language is difficult to translate.  You will find the words written here to be “close enough.”  This author has never claimed to be perfect.  If you will forgive this author these minor flaws, knowing that he seeks only “total devotion to God,” then you will learn some many wonderful truths of the Qur’an as truly spoken (but never before understood):  such as God telling you about the mark of the beast, which nearly the entire world will have at its end:  including Muslims.  God’s truth, as spoken since Adam, includes all followers of Islam.

Introduction

My friend, the Truth of God is exactly that:  the Truth.  God has given us all the freedom to believe whatever we wish, but His Truth is simple, perfect, and unchangeable.  It is very important to remember that anything we people decide (on our own) to believe, or merely consider to be the truth, is only our vanities driving our desires.  Religious folks are perfect examples of this:

“Well, now that you are with us, you have to believe this and you have to do that.”  This might, or might not have anything to do with the Truth of God:  but probably does not.  There is only one Truth of God and it is unbendable (thankfully).  This simple Truth is what we should always measure our beliefs and actions against.  God’s Truth is here to help us and you shall receive a healthy dose of God’s Truth in this book.

The best anyone can do with God’s Truth is to do nothing at first.  Just learn it, think about it, see if you can understand it, prove it to yourself(!), and then seek more.  As the Truth falls into place, piece-by-piece, more and more will become clear to you.  Do not expect a life-altering moment because God is no different than life.  In fact, He created this life as it is.  (Life is not a series of life-altering moments; life is a series of small improvements and our always seeking more of the same.  Every person’s common sense tells them this.)  So for now, be that four-year old learning how to tie their shoes.  Then be that five-year old who, having tied their shoes, gets on a bicycle and tries to ride it.  Be that six-year old who tries to make their own cookies.  This is all God wants regarding His Truth.

Fall off that bike, burn your cookies, and make your mistakes.  God’s Truth allows for all mistakes:  it does not allow for giving up, turning your back to the Truth you discover, nor does it allow for becoming comfortable in your ways (and never trying to learn more Truth).  God’s Truth is as simple as the words you just read:  find a piece of this Truth and use it.  Use it!  Keep finding more pieces of it and place them in your life.  Do this and you will find all of the true joy this life has to offer.  It does not matter how rich or poor you are, if you are educated or not, the name of the faith you call your own (or were born into), or if you are black, white, or brown.  Finally, it does not matter exactly how many pieces you pick-up:  what matters is that you keep searching (trying).

My dearest friend, you just learned the entire truth of the Qur’an (and also the Bible):  and you learned it from a Christian, who believes strongly in the Jewish ways.  Oh, there are many details of this-or-that people given in the Qur’an (and wonderful details they are), but God’s message to all people has always been to learn His simple Truth and then live a life according to the Truth you possess.  This does not mean only Jews, Christians, or Muslims.  The Qur’an shows over-and-over again, how God gave His Truth to the Pharaohs of Egypt, the people of Thamud, the people of Ad, the Forest Dwellers, the People of the Book (Jews and Christians), Noah (the tenth generation from Adam), and of course, the Arabs (those who believed in many gods:  and who are frequently found at war with the Muslims in the Qur’an).

The details regarding some of these people are not known today, nor must we care who they were.  Likewise, the days of Muhammad (and the Muslims) fighting the Arab nations was an Arab matter.  To be honest, anyone living outside of Arabia would take little interest in the details.  The stories are magnificent, but have little to do with today’s world (other than truly understanding why Arabs are the way they are and how some people totally fail in this life as God has designed).

Ancient Arabia was a land frequently invaded by outsiders, hence their belief through many generations that non-Arabs must be kept out at all costs.  Hence the belief that regional squabbles take a far-distant second place to the influence of outsiders.  In 600 AD, when the Qur’an was first spoken, Arabia in that day was filled with Jews and Christians preaching their supposed truths to Arabia:  “You cannot speak to God unless you believe as we do; give us your tithes and offerings and we will bring your prayers to God for you; give-up your ancient ways and bow down to our GRAVEN IMAGES so that God might show favor upon you.”  After four-hundred years in slavery, God saved the nation of Israel by way of Moses.  After six-hundred years of the just-mentioned nonsense (seemingly, religious slavery) in Arabia, God saved the Arabs by way of Muhammad.

Indeed, much can be learned from the history of Muhammad regarding the goals of today’s Muslim terrorists.  Muhammad was invited to Yathrib by the Jews who controlled the region because Muhammad was in serious trouble in Mecca:  the Arabs sought his death at any cost.  The Jews told Muhammad that the Torah prophesied of his coming to the Arabs (which the Torah truly does).  Muhammad accepted their invitation and soon organized his Muslim base of control in Yathrib.  The Jews quickly betrayed Muhammad and Muhammad took complete control over the region with his Muslim believers.  Muhammad was a ruler (of a small nation) for ten years and he obtained this through warfare.  This example (of small beginnings) is the core belief of all organized Muslim terrorists.  They seek just one nation somewhere; by violence if necessary.  But the ultimate goal is Mecca, as was Muhammad’s goal.  Oh, these terrorists frequently lose sight of the forest for the trees that get in their way, but always understand their final goal:  Mecca and the House of God found there.

Western ways in Arabia are a major nuisance to Muslim fanatics (not just terrorists).  The Qur’an never teaches this nuisance:  rather these beliefs go back way before Muhammad’s day when Arabia was constantly invaded by outsiders.  The fact is that this particular belief, only later, became incorporated into the Muslim faith; just as Western ways eventually became incorporated into the Christian faith.  The Christian faith of today has actually taken bits and pieces of the Bible and perverted them to preach a major vanity that if a person truly believes in Christ, then Christ will make that person wealthy and prosperous (a Western vanity).

Again, the Qur’an never teaches these vanities (or the nuisance of Western ways), but to many fanatics, Western ways are the briar-patch which precludes them from entering their forest.  They truly do not know what to do about this briar-patch:  hence their random acts which show no clear direction, or purpose.  However, once they obtain a land of their own, their direction and purpose will be singular:  that being control of Mecca (and duplicating the life of Muhammad, the Prophet:  which is never, but ever, taught in the Qur’an either).  Until they clear the briar patch (which cannot be done until they control the land), they will continue to hate the entire world.
Learn the history of Arabia as found in the Qur’an, if you so desire, my friend.  But above all, learn the Truth of God as brought to those people who so badly needed God’s guidance.  Honestly, the Qur’an says nothing but that there is only one Truth of God found in this world:  the Qur’an never teaches that the Muslims are the sole owners of God’s Truth.  God gave this Truth to Egypt, but the Pharaohs rejected it.  God gave this Truth to Abraham, but his people (and his own father) rejected it.  God gave this Truth to the people of Thamud, Ad, and the Forest Dwellers.  The Qur’an will teach you, in detail, how these people failed and why they no longer exist.  God gave this Truth to the Children of Israel and the Qur’an will teach you how some Jews and Christians have failed, and how some Jews and Christians have brought much joy to God by way of the lives they lead.

There is but one Truth of God in this entire world.  This Truth is a very simple Truth and every person is able to find it and then accept it or reject it.  Their faith matters not, their nationality matters not, and the times in which they lived, matters not!

Whoever you are, put aside the vanities you possess.  Every negative feeling you have toward the Qur’an has a source:  the root of that source is vanity!  The word “infidel” means unbeliever:  it means nothing else.  Jews and Christians see the word “unbeliever” in their Bible and think nothing of it.  But, thanks to Hollywood and the western press, this word has come to mean so much more (and wrongly so).  Hollywood uses this word for one reason:  to make money.  The media uses this word for one reason:  ratings, which mean money.  These people play upon your vanities and your normal fear of the unknown in order to make money.  Period!  Now, here is the truth:

The English word for infidel goes back to at least Latin origins.  It means “unloyal.”  According to this definition, you might not believe in God, but that does not make you unloyal.  Or, you might very well believe in God, but not live your life according to His ways:  this definitely makes you unloyal to God.  This applies to Jews, Christians, Muslims, and every other faith upon this earth.  God states this all through the Qur’an.  God also states this all through the Bible.  So please, do not let your prejudices (which have been manipulated) and incorrect translations lead you away from the Word of God.  Any person who seeks the Word of God, finds the Word of God, and then rejects it (anywhere in this world), is an infidel.  Any person who finds the Word of God somewhere in this world and does not understand it, is not an infidel.  In the Qur’an, the word “infidel” is used exactly as stated here and it is used to describe all people (Jews, Christians, Muslims, and all others who ever REJECTED the Word of God when it was given to them).

The Qur’an is very much so, the Word of God.  Never mind what others have taught you.  JUDGE FOR YOURSELF!  Take control of your life and take control of God’s Truth in this world.

To all Muslims, this author cannot teach you of the wisdom found in your book.  Know this now:  this author is not an Arab, nor is this author Muslim.  However, before you reject the words of this author, consider the Truth of God as spoken to you:

The Qur’an 46:10  Muhammad, speak to the people, “Think for yourself, if the Qur’an truly is from God, and you reject it, then one of the Children of Israel testifies as to its similarity (to their own earlier Scripture) and believes in the Qur’an, and yet you yourselves are too proud to do the same, how severely will God condemn you?”

The book you now hold is about nothing, except the Truth of God; and this day, has this prophecy been fulfilled in your ears.  This author can teach you nothing regarding your way of life, nor does this author desire to do so.  However, this author will present the Truth of God, as placed in the Qur’an, to the entire world.  As Muhammad taught you, you can freely accept this Truth of God, or you may reject it.  Your language was built upon the words of the Qur’an.  Understand what the word “infidel” truly means:  it means those who reject the Truth of God.  It might not mean this here in today’s world, but this is what it meant when Muhammad first spoke it.  The Qur’an teaches you this.

My friend, this author cannot possibly teach you of the wisdom that has been placed in the Qur’an; so this author will not even try, for many reasons:

· The wisdom found in the Qur’an EXACTLY matches that found in the Old and New Testaments.  God’s Word to mankind is One (meaning Singular) and never varies regarding His Truth.  Any variations presumed by mankind are merely that:  mankind’s failure in its desire to believe God.  Remember that this book is not about the failure of mankind.

· Wisdom is only knowing the truth and then applying the truth in your life.  You do not need this author’s help in finding God’s wisdom in the Qur’an.  This author will show you many truths of the Qur’an and bring these truths back to the Bible.  From here, every Jew and Christian has the ability to either accept, reject, or ignore God’s Truth.  This author cannot (and will not) make that decision for any person.

· This author is not a Muslim (or an Arab).  Not that it matters, but this author is an American, who’s grandparents were Irish immigrants.  This author can clearly see God’s abundance and blessings which have been given to the Jews, the Christians, the Muslims, and indeed all people, whether they be Hindu, Tribal, Buddhist, or any other not mentioned here.  God has given all people, of every faith, the plain truth of His existence and the knowledge (understanding) of how important it is that we live a decent life for the short while we have a life.  This is all we can do and the rest is up to God, the Creator of Life.

The sole purpose of this book is to show the validity of God’s Truth as He has placed in the Qur’an, to bring as much of this Truth (as possible) back to the Bible (God’s earlier Scripture), and then allow each person their God-given ability to accept (or reject) God’s obvious Truth in this world.  This is all God has ever done with mankind and this is all this author is capable of doing.

The amount of God’s Truth that has been placed in the Qur’an is staggering!  This author can only present a tiny portion of it here.  Hopefully, it will be enough for you to rethink the truths you find in the Bible and possibly enough to make you pick up the Qur’an and read it for yourself.  This is all that God asks of any Christian, Jew, or Muslim and God states this clearly in the Qur’an.  (This is just one Truth of God you are about to come upon in this book you now hold.)

Book 2 – The Cow

The second book of the Qur’an is called The Cow and refers to the sacrifice God commanded of the Hebrews in Moses’ day.  This is the longest book of the Qur’an and is mostly about the Tribes of Israel.

The Qur’an 2:62  Those who believe in the Qur’an, and those who are Jews, Christians, and Sabeans:  all who believe in God and the Last Day and do good in their lives, will find their reward with God.  No fear will come upon them, neither will they grieve.

The Sabeans were a people believing in one God and were instructed by God.  Why are they no longer here?  Because they failed God.  Why did God even mention them here?  Because they failed God.  Oh, God mentions the Sabeans a great many times in the Qur’an.  They truly were a good and special people:  until they left the ways of God.

The Qur’an 2:63  Remember (Children of Israel) when We made a covenant with you and made the mountain stand high above you?  We said, “Hold fast to what We have given you and remember (the covenant), so that you may keep evil from your lives.”

The Qur’an 2:64  Even when you turned away, had it not been for the Grace of God and His mercy, you would have been lost.

The Qur’an 2:65  You know about those who broke the Sabbath, how We said to them, “Be like apes, despised and hated.”

This was the fate of the Sabeans.  God’s Sabbath never was a Jewish, Hebrew, or Christian practice.  God’s Sabbath was the day He rested after He formed the universe and this world.

Genesis 2:1  Thus the heavens and the earth were finished, and all the host of them.

Genesis 2:2  And on the seventh Day God ended his work which he had made; and he rested on the seventh day from all his work which he had made.

Genesis 2:3  And God blessed the seventh day, and sanctified it:  because that in it he had rested from all his work which God created and made.

The Sabbath was never about mankind, or being Jewish, Christian, or Muslim.  The Sabbath was created by God and is God’s gift to us.  And what happens to any people who reject God’s gifts?  God then rejects them as they rejected Him.  This is why the Sabeans were made like apes, and quickly became extinct.

The Qur’an 2:66  We made this (the Sabeans) an example to those people who were there, and to following generations, and as a reminder to all people who fear God.

Here we have a great Truth of God:  He does not care who you are or when you lived.  All God cares about is our having a simple faith in Him and living a good (righteous) life:  every person knows what each of these means.  If you do not wish to be a Jew, Christian, or Muslim, then be like a Sabean (a good Sabean).  The Sabeans had no great Book (such as the Bible or the Qur’an), but God stated clearly that any Sabean who believed in God, the Last Day (the Resurrection), and did good in their lives will have their reward with God.  Our keeping God’s Sabbath is merely having a simple faith in God.  God never said we must do this-or-that on the Sabbath.  He merely said one thing:  to rest, period.

Regarding the various religions, God tells us what He thinks about religion:

The Qur’an  2:111  Jews and Christians say, “No person shall enter Paradise unless they are a Jew or a Christian.”  This is their own desire.  Muhammad, say to them, “Produce your evidence (out of Scripture) if you possess the truth.”

The Qur’an 2:112  The fact is, regarding any who turn their face to God and do good in their lives, their reward is with God.  They shall not know fear, nor shall they greive.

The Qur’an 2:113  The Jews say, “The Christians do not follow the truth.”  The Christians say, “The Jews do not follow the truth.”  Though both read the Scripture and as such, speak as those who know nothing.  God will judge between them on the Day of Resurrection regarding their differences.

Did God just say here that anyone has to be a Muslim to enter Paradise?  No, He did not say this.  God chooses His words carefully.  Is any of this found in the Bible?  Yes, exactly as written in the Qur’an.

Matthew 7:1  Judge not, that ye be not judged.

Matthew 7:2  For with what judgement ye judge, ye shall be judged:  and with what measure ye mete, it shall be measured to you again.

As you will learn later in this book, God says (in the Qur’an) that everything He taught the Jews and Christians (and many others) is absolutely correct.  What God is saying here is that He did not give us Scripture for us to judge others:  He gave us Scripture to help us in our lives and to show how many others failed, long ago, in their lives.  No, you say to this?

The Qur’an 2:133  (Gabriel speaking)  Were you Jews there when death came upon Jacob?  When he said to his sons, “What will you worship after I am gone?”  They said, “We will worship your God and the one God of your fathers, Abraham, Ishmael, and Isaac, one God:  we give our lives to Him.

The Qur’an 2:134  Those people passed away.  They have what they earned and you will have what you earn.  You will not answer for what they did.

The Qur’an 2:135  They say (to the world), “Be Jews or Christians and you will be rightly guided (to God).”  Muhammad, tell them, “No, we follow the religion of Abraham, the righteous; he was not one who worshipped any god other than God.

The Qur’an 2:136  (Gabriel speaking)  So Muslims, say, “We believe in God and in what was sent down to us and what was sent down, by God, to Abraham, Ishmael, Isaac, Jacob, and the Tribes, and also that which was given to Moses, Jesus, and also the prophets.”

You just read in the Qur’an that everything sent down to Moses was right!  The first five books of the Old Testament were written by Moses (and his scribes).  This is the stories of Babel, Noah, Abraham, Isaac, Jacob (Israel), and the Thirteen Tribes.  Moses came along four-hundred years after the Tribes were created.  These five books are called the Torah.

In the Torah, we learn of Abraham and his life.  Abraham’s wife, Sarah, could not conceive so Abraham had a child by Sarah’s handmaid.  Abraham’s first son was Ishmael (meaning “God will hear”).  Ishmael became the founder of the Arab nations.  Soon after the handmaid conceived, Sarah became very jealous and was harsh with her handmaid.  So the handmaid ran away and an angel found her.

Genesis 16:7  And the angel of the LORD found her by a fountain of water in the wilderness, by the fountain in the way to Shur.

Genesis 16:8  And he said, Hagar, Sarai's maid, whence camest thou? and whither wilt thou go? And she said, I flee from the face of my mistress Sarai.

Genesis 16:9  And the angel of the LORD said unto her, Return to thy mistress, and submit thyself under her hands.

Genesis 16:10  And the angel of the LORD said unto her, I will multiply thy seed exceedingly, that it shall not be numbered for multitude.

(You just read of God’s promise to the Arabs and/or the Muslims!  You read it in the Bible!)

Genesis 16:11  And the angel of the LORD said unto her, Behold, thou art with child and shalt bear a son, and shalt call his name Ishmael; because the LORD hath heard thy affliction.

Genesis 16:12  And he will be a wild man; his hand will be against every man, and every man's hand against him; and he shall dwell in the presence of all his brethren.

Later, after Sarah conceived, in her old age, she had the handmaid and Ishmael cast out to the wilderness.  Ishmael was about sixteen years old when they were cast out.

Genesis 21:14  And Abraham rose up early in the morning, and took bread, and a bottle of water, and gave it unto Hagar, putting it on her shoulder, and the child, and sent her away: and she departed, and wandered in the wilderness of Beersheba.

Genesis 21:15  And the water was spent in the bottle, and she cast the child under one of the shrubs.

Genesis 21:16  And she went, and sat her down over against him a good way off, as it were a bow shot: for she said, Let me not see the death of the child. And she sat over against him, and lift up her voice, and wept.

Genesis 21:17  And God heard the voice of the lad; and the angel of God called to Hagar out of heaven, and said unto her, What aileth thee, Hagar?  Fear not; for God hath heard the voice of the lad where he is.

Genesis 21:18  Arise, lift up the lad, and hold him in thine hand; for I will make him a great nation.

(God’s promise to the Arabs and/or Muslims . . . again.)

Genesis 21:19  And God opened her eyes, and she saw a well of water; and she went, and filled the bottle with water, and gave the lad drink.

Genesis 21:20  And God was with the lad; and he grew, and dwelt in the wilderness, and became an archer.

This is where the Hebrew story of Ishmael ends (or so many believe).  The truth of the matter is that Ishmael stayed very close to Abraham for his entire life.  Abraham loved his eldest son very much and taught Ishmael to be a righteous man.  How do we know this?

Genesis 17:15  And God said unto Abraham, As for Sarai thy wife, thou shalt not call her name Sarai, but Sarah shall her name be.

Genesis 17:16  And I will bless her, and give thee a son also of her: yea, I will bless her, and she shall be a mother of nations; kings of people shall be of her.

Genesis 17:17  Then Abraham fell upon his face, and laughed, and said in his heart, Shall a child be born unto him that is an hundred years old? and shall Sarah, that is ninety years old, bear? 

Genesis 17:18  And Abraham said unto God, O that Ishmael might live before thee!

Genesis 17:19  And God said, Sarah thy wife shall bear thee a son indeed; and thou shalt call his name Isaac: and I will establish my covenant with him for an everlasting covenant, and with his seed after him.

God even speaks of this covenant in the Qur’an:

The Qur’an 2:63  Remember (Children of Israel) when We made a covenant with you and made the mountain stand high above you?  We said, “Hold fast to what We have given you and remember (the covenant), so that you may keep evil from your lives.”
God has many messages for the Tribes of Israel in the Qur’an.

Genesis 17:20  And as for Ishmael, I have heard thee: Behold, I have blessed him, and will make him fruitful, and will multiply him exceedingly; twelve princes shall he beget, and I will make him a great nation.
(Twelve Tribes of Israel . . . twelve Princes of Ishmael.  The Bible is mankind’s story of Abraham, through Isaac.  The Qur’an is mankind’s story of Abraham, through Ishmael.  God just said Ishmael was to be a major people upon this earth and was to have great blessings by God.  The Bible says this!  Also, no where, in all of history, did God bless a people without also sending a prophet to them!)
Genesis 17:21  But my covenant will I establish with Isaac, which Sarah shall bear unto thee at this set time in the next year.

(Do not think that God has no covenant with Ishmael in this world:  this is a very dangerous assumption.  Different peoples; different covenants.)

Genesis 17:22  And he left off talking with him, and God went up from Abraham.

Genesis 17:23  And Abraham took Ishmael his son, and all that were born in his house, and all that were bought with his money, every male among the men of Abraham's house; and circumcised the flesh of their foreskin in the selfsame day, as God had said unto him.

Genesis 17:24  And Abraham was ninety years old and nine, when he was circumcised in the flesh of his foreskin.

Genesis 17:25  And Ishmael his son was thirteen years old, when he was circumcised in the flesh of his foreskin.

(Jews believe the circumcision only belongs to them!)

Later, when God was about to destroy Sodom and Gomorrah, God (Christ) appeared to Abraham and ate with Abraham.  God was about to tell Abraham of how He was going to punish Sodom and Gomorrah.

Genesis 18:17  And the LORD said, Shall I hide from Abraham that thing which I do;

Genesis 18:18  Seeing that Abraham shall surely become a great and mighty nation, and all the nations of the earth shall be blessed in him?

Genesis 18:19  For I know him, that he will command his children and his household after him, and they shall keep the way of the LORD, to do justice and judgement; that the LORD may bring upon Abraham that which he hath spoken of him.

Well, all of this happened before Isaac was ever born!  Abraham was righteous and was raising Ishmael to be righteous.  God just said so in the Bible!  Abraham loved Ishmael and Ishmael loved Abraham for his entire life!  How do we know this?

Genesis 25:8  Then Abraham gave up the ghost, and died in a good old age, an old man, and full of years; and was gathered to his people.

Genesis 25:9  And his sons Isaac and Ishmael buried him in the cave of Machpelah, in the field of Ephron the son of Zohar the Hittite, which is before Mamre;

Ishmael was there to bury his father.  Ishmael was not the rejected son of Abraham:  they loved each other very much.  Abraham loved Ishmael so much that God personally guaranteed that He would watch over Ishmael.  

This story is still not finished.  Every Jew and Christian knows how Jacob (or Israel) had twelve sons that became the Tribes of Israel.  So many western children grow up being told this wonderful story about Joseph, Benjamin, and Judah.  Well, the Arabs have their wonderful story and it begins in the Bible!  No you say to this?  Is this unacceptable only because nobody ever told you this story?  Well, Israel’s twelve children went on to become the Jews and Christians of this world and scattered over nearly all of the continents.  Ishmael’s twelve children became twelve Princes (meaning nations).

Genesis 25:11  And it came to pass after the death of Abraham, that God blessed his son Isaac; and Isaac dwelt by the well Lahairoi.

Genesis 25:12  Now these are the generations of Ishmael, Abraham's son, whom Hagar the Egyptian, Sarah's handmaid, bare unto Abraham:

Genesis 25:13  And these are the names of the sons of Ishmael, by their names, according to their generations: the firstborn of Ishmael, Nebajoth; and Kedar, and Adbeel, and Mibsam,

Genesis 25:14  And Mishma, and Dumah, and Massa,

Genesis 25:15  Hadar, and Tema, Jetur, Naphish, and Kedemah:

Genesis 25:16  These are the sons of Ishmael, and these are their names, by their towns, and by their castles; twelve princes according to their nations.
From this point forward, the Bible becomes a book strictly about the Hebrews.  The Qur’an picks up where the Bible leaves off.  You can read about the lives and times of Abraham and Ishmael in the Qur’an if you like:  they were very close.  Just because something is not in the Bible does not mean it never happened.  Abraham lived for a very long time because he was loved by God.  The Bible covers only a fraction of Abraham’s adult life.

Book 3 – The Family of ‘Imran

The third book of the Qur’an is named after Imran, the father of Mary, who gave birth to Christ.  It is one of the longest books of the Qur’an.

The Qur’an 3:35  When Imran’s wife (the mother of Mary) prayed, “Lord, I give to You what is in my womb; accept this from me.  You, only You hear all and know all.”

The Qur’an 3:36  And when she gave birth, she said, “My Lord, I have brought forth a female.”  God knew best what she had delivered:  males are not females.  Imran’s wife said, “I name her Mary and desire of her and her offspring, God’s protection from Satan.”

The Qur’an 3:37  God accepted Mary and vowed her a growth of goodness.  God put her under the care of Zachariah (a priest, who was married to Elizabeth, Mary’s cousin).  When Zachariah entered Mary’s room, he found her with food.  He said, “Mary, how do you come to possess all this?”  She answered, “It is from God:  God gives without limit to whoever He wills.”

The Qur’an 3:38  Zachariah prayed to God, “Lord, give unto me, from thy goodness, such offspring:  you hear all prayers.”

The Qur’an 3:39  The angels called to Zachariah, while he prayed in the sanctuary, “God brings you good news of John, to confirm the Word of God” (an earlier promise from the Old Testament).  John will be noble and chaste, a prophet of the righteous.

The Qur’an 3:41  Zachariah said, “God, show me a sign.”  The angel (Gabriel) said, “Your sign is that you will not speak for three days, except by hand.  Remember your Lord; praise Him at dusk and dawn.”

This book of Imran goes on to describe Christ further.  It states that Christ came to fulfill earlier Scripture.  It shows how His Disciples were to record the Truth of Christ to the world.  (It truly says all of this!)  And just before Christ was crucified in the name of the Father, the Qur’an says something very amazing:

The Qur’an 3:55  Remember that God said to Jesus, “I will bring you back (to Heaven) and raise you up to Me.

This matches the Bible exactly concerning the true identity of Christ:

John 14:7  If ye had known me, ye should have known my Father also:  and from henceforth ye know him, and have seen him.

No where in the Qur’an was anyone, but Christ, ever “brought back to God” and raised up to God.  The Qur’an mentions, meticulously, nearly every prophet of the Old Testament (and other faiths in that region).  Never, on a single occasion, was any other person “brought back to God in this lifetime.”  No, you say to this?  Now read the full verse of the Qur’an 3:55!

The Qur’an 3:55  Remember that God said to Jesus, “I will bring you back (to Heaven) and raise you up to Me.  I am cleansing (relieving) you of all unbelievers and placing those who follow you above all unbelievers until the Day of Resurrection.  At that time, all will return to Me and I will judge between them regarding that which they used to differ.

(Perhaps this author should have bolded the words, “until the Day of Resurrection.”  For this is better in keeping “humility” written in the hearts of people.  Read ALL the words, my friend!

Again, no where in the Qur’an was anyone, but Christ, ever raised up to God, the Father.  One could argue, strongly, that here in the Qur’an, the Father said He was going to raise Christ up to the Father’s level in Heaven.  These words carry both meanings.  This all, is a crucial truth as to Christ’s place with the Father, and it is found in both the Bible and the Qur’an.  The Qur’an never teaches the details of who Christ was; possibly because it does not matter, possibly because the New Testament was already in Arabia for the Muslims to learn.

Speaking of Jesus’ earthly body that was used for thirty-something years, the Qur’an continues:

The Qur’an 3:59  Behold, the likeness (example) of Jesus with God is the same as the likeness (example) of Adam with mankind.  God created both from dust (nothing) and said; Be!  And they were.

The Qur’an 3:60  Oh Muhammad, this is the truth from your God:  do not let yourself be like those who doubt.
The Logos of Elohim (Christ) was a heavenly event that needed to take place on earth:  it was a matter between Christ and His Father.  It took place through the short-lived body called Jesus and it earned Christ His place on the throne in the Kingdom of Heaven as described in Psalm 110.

Psalm 110:1  The LORD said unto my Lord, Sit thou at my right hand, until I make thine enemies thy footstool.

Psalm 110:2  The LORD shall send the rod of thy strength out of Zion:  rule thou in the midst of thine enemies.

Psalm 110:4  The LORD hath sworn, and will not repent, Thou are a priest for ever after the order of Melchisedek.

The earthly body of Jesus was nothing . . . on earth:  even the Qur’an says this.  Christ, however, came here to be our example and show us our future in the Kingdom of God.  We will follow His footsteps exactly; and when we return to an earth we made, we will use a body (for thirty-something years):  a body which is nothing.  All Muslims need to learn the truth of Melchisedek as this also was a heavenly matter (an example of God) which needed to take place on earth (between Abraham and God).  To all Muslims, this was a story which God told to Moses; and Moses recorded this story perfectly.

Know that God’s purpose in the Qur’an is not to teach us of Christ’s Truth.  Christ did His work six-hundred years earlier and that “Book” (reflecting Christ’s Truth) was written six-hundred years before the Qur’an.  While you will find nothing in the Qur’an that disagrees with the Bible (if you accept God’s Truth and then think about it), the purpose of the Qur’an is to first teach the Arabs of God’s Truth, but more importantly, to teach the entire world about how to succeed in this life.  From our own point-of-view, the life we choose to live is much more important than any details of God that we understand, or do not understand.  God (Christ, or Elohim) absolutely saved the Arabs by way of the Qur’an.  The Arabs so badly needed God’s help because, by the year 600 AD, the Arabs had completely forgotten the teachings of Abraham and Ishmael:  and had totally lost any belief in God, the Father.  God did not send the Qur’an to the Arabs because they “lived like” Abraham and Ishmael; God sent the Qur’an to the Arabs because they “no longer lived like” Abraham and Ishmael!  (Similarly, God did not send the Torah to the Tribes of Israel because the Tribes of Israel lived like Abraham and Jacob; God sent the Torah to the Tribes of Israel because they no longer lived like Abraham and Jacob!  Also, God did not send the Gospel to the Jews because they lived like Abraham and Moses; God sent the Gospel to the Jews because they no longer lived like Abraham and Moses!)  This, all, is the humility of mankind in which pride has no part!  This is the Glory of God!

To this world, the Qur’an truly is God’s final Book to help all of mankind get through this life successfully.  The Qur’an is the perfect complement to the Old and New Testaments:  indeed the Qur’an summarizes God’s wisdom of the Bible perfectly.  The Qur’an never, on a single occasion, disagrees with the words found in the Bible.  There are many ways of looking at the Qur’an, should one actually seek the Truth of God in this world.  This author will teach you the three easiest ways of accepting the Qur’an.

FIRST

God needed to save the Arabs because in 600 AD, they were completely lost to His Truth.  God laid-out a pattern of government and the punishing of evil-doers.  God laid-out a pattern of worship for the Arabs, not unlike what He did for the Hebrews in the Torah.  God knows us!  God knows that if He lays-out a regimen for us to follow, the chances of that regimen keeping His ways are greatly enhanced, despite our vanities.  No person outside of Arabia needs to follow this regimen (or pattern of government) unless they so choose to do.  No matter where a person stands upon this earth, if something comes from God, it CANNOT BE WRONG.  Now, there are many people who will take one passage from the Qur’an and use it to prove that the Muslim faith is evil.  Just like certain Christians (who pervert the Bible), these people totally fail to notice the conversation of God in the Qur’an.  For any non-Muslim, when you see God teaching the Arabs how to fight (and destroy) non-believers, just realize that God told them to do this ONLY WHEN THEY WERE ATTACKED FIRST.  God truly teaches Muslims to leave non-believers alone because, in all likelihood, they will become believers later in life.  But when these non-believers attack the Muslims (because of their faith in God), then Muslims are to defend themselves using the most violent means they are capable of using.  And when the Muslims gain the upper hand in battle, they are to pursue their attackers and utterly destroy them.  How is this wrong?  The Old Testament tells the nation of Israel to do far worse.  God told Joshua that when he entered the Promise Land, to utterly destroy every man, woman, and child so as to preserve the Hebrew way.  Any person who did not run from the Israelites was to be destroyed.  On a more modern note, did General Patton find success because he only hurt the Germans a little bit?  Did he warn them to flee?  Or did Patton utterly destroy every German soldier standing in his way?

“Oh, well that’s different:  we were at war with an evil empire.  We had to destroy the enemy.”

Well . . . no . . . it is not different at all!  Patton was the best General that America has ever produced only because he believed and understood the Word of God spoken so long ago:  only the politicians (seeking their various agendas) held Patton back.

Set aside those evil Muslims who merely want to destroy the entire world (including other Muslim nations) because these evil people cannot follow the conversation of God either.  The Qur’an teaches Muslims to fight only when attacked:  period.  The Qur’an teaches Muslims to absolutely leave innocent non-believers alone (in hopes that by doing so, these others will one day believe in God; even if it is not the Muslim faith).  Rest assured that the Qur’an never says someone will receive seventy-two virgins if they die a certain way.  Rest assured that the Qur’an never says that all unbelievers (or non-Muslims) must die.  The Qur’an is a book of hope for all believers (and especially, for all non-believers) and it says over-and-over again that only God shall judge this world.  Muslims are to judge no one:  they are only to defend their way of life (as given by God) with all of their might.  This is a simple Truth of God practiced by every nation, including America.

SECOND

The Qur’an completely supports the Truth of God found in any Scripture on the face of this earth.  The Qur’an teaches Muslims to allow all people (everywhere) the freedom to follow any of God’s Scripture previously given to this world.  In fact, Muslims are told to learn this earlier Scripture of God.  Muslims might not do this, but God tells them to do this.  The Qur’an names prophet-after-prophet who brought the Word of God to their people.  This includes the Jews, Christians, the people of Ad, the Sabeans, the people of Thamud, the Forest Dwellers, and any other people not even mentioned in the Qur’an.  This is not stated only once in the Qur’an:  it is the CENTRAL THEME of the Qur’an!

THIRD

God wants all of mankind to know that we will be judged more by the life we live than by what we know about God.  Along with the central theme of our having a simple belief in one God (our Father), the main purpose of the Qur’an is to show us how we will be judged, almost entirely, by the life we live here.  While a simple belief in God is central to the Qur’an (and the Bible), any belief in God is meaningless if we fail to demonstrate His goodness in our lives.  The Qur’an even states that this is a worldwide truth which exists in every faith, and is one truth that every person must come to understand.

No, you say to this?  Let us continue in the third book of the Qur’an where we left off.

The Qur’an 3:75  Among the People of the Book (Christians and Jews) are those who, if you trust them with a fortune in gold, will return all of it to you.  But also among them are some who, if you ask them to hold a single coin, will not return it to you unless you continually stand in their face, because they will say to you, “We have no obligation to the gentiles (non-believers).”  These people lie before God and know they are lying.

The Qur’an 3:76  The chosen of God are those who keep their promises and refrain from evil ways.  Behold, God loves those who refrain from evil ways.

If you are a Jew, you will find this truth all through your Old Testament.  If you are Christian, you will find this truth all through your New Testament.  But notice what you just read.  God could have said that all you had to do was to believe in Him.  God could have said that all Jews, Muslims, and Christians will go to Heaven.  However, you just read that your life here (by itself) can keep you out of the Kingdom of Heaven, no matter what you believe!  You read this in the Qur’an and this author spent four books of Wisdom teaching you of this truth, as found in the Bible.  All of this truth being presented to you here, from just a fraction of the third book of the Qur’an which is but a fraction of the 114 books of the Qur’an.  This Truth of God relies upon the common sense you were born with:  and some knowledge of God’s Scripture found in your Bible.

The Qur’an never, but ever, states that its truth is better than any other.  The Qur’an only states that its truth is perfect because it comes from God.  Only God has seen to it that His Truth, found all through this world, remains constant amongst different people, never changes with time, and knows no boundaries.  There is only one God, one Truth, and one earth.  Any person who disagrees with this Truth in only “making things up” based upon the vanities they have placed in their life.

Book 5 – The Feast

The fifth book of the Qur’an is a very hard book for Jews, but even harder for Christians.  This book is called The Feast (literally, The Table Spread) for many reasons.  It talks about the foods Muslims can and cannot eat.  It talks about hunting for food during one’s pilgrimage to Mecca.  But mostly, it talks about all that God has done for us (and the Last Supper of Christ); hence, its name.

Forget the “food” part of this book; nobody follows God’s rules concerning food anyway.  Never mind that science is just now catching up with God’s rules concerning food.  God has always stated that pork is unclean meat:  the physiology of a pig is that it cannot keep itself clean from that which it consumes.  This includes any number of parasites that can harm humans.  Never mind that science is just now learning how harmful any seafood is regarding creatures without scales.  Shellfish consume anything that falls to the bottom of the ocean:  they keep the oceans clean.  But this very fact means that they are the dirtiest animals in the ocean.  Catfish are the same in fresh water:  while they perform a vital function, they are not a meat meant for human consumption.  Ants, cockroaches, flies, and buzzards perform this same function on land, but nobody consumes these creatures because we can actually see what these creatures feed upon.  People read of clean and unclean meats and assume it is a religious practice only.  There is nothing religious about it:  this is a biology lesson and nothing else.  Oh, many religions inflate God’s advice and turn it into a religious practice, seemingly elevating themselves above others.  (All religions do this in one way or another.)  No, all God is doing here is giving us a lesson in bacteria, parasites, and animal physiology.  None of this is important really as the length of our lives here is not nearly as important as the way we live our life.  These rules (of God) only serve to increase our time here, should we decide to follow His rules; and science has just started to catch up with God’s rules regarding food.

The Feast ends with what God truly sends down to us (here in this life).  This is the central theme of The Feast and this is why it is so hard for Christians and Jews.  This life truly is a feast, as God has designed, but we humans have turned it into a “drunken festival of vanities and pleasures.”  This, exactly, is why this fifth book is so difficult; and God is quick to include our religious beliefs in this book.  God truly has sent us so much information about Himself that no more is necessary.  It is we that take bits and pieces of His Truth and pervert it towards any agenda we wish to support:  Jews, Christians, and Muslims.

Read now, parts of the fifth book of the Qur’an, but read it as a child who is being chastised (corrected) by our Father.  Remember that God is not correcting Himself, or Christ, or any of the prophets who have gone before us.  God is correcting all of us who have taken His Feast (our life and His Word) and then totally perverted both.  When you were a child and your parents were yelling at you, it was not a pleasant experience, was it?  Well, you are about to get yelled at (one more time) by your true Father (Christ) in Heaven who only wants you to do well in this world.  This will not be pleasant for you, or this author who is guilty of everything stated here also.  (If this author sounds angry here, it is only because he is angry at himself:  I promise you that).
The Qur’an 5:44  We (God) revealed the Torah which has guidance and light, whereby the prophets who had given their lives to God, judged the Jews.  The rabbis and priests judged by that Scripture which they were told to use and by this Scripture, they were witnesses.  Children of Israel, do not fear people, fear God.  Do not sell My messages for a token price.  Whoso does not judge according to what God has revealed is a disbeliever.

The Qur’an 5:45  We taught them regarding a life for a life, an eye for an eye, a nose for a nose, an ear for an ear, a tooth for a tooth.  But for any who forgives this out of charity, it will be an atonement for their own bad deeds.  Those who do not judge according to what God has revealed are committing a serious wrong.

An entire book could be written on these two verses.  Such as how mankind has perverted these laws sent down by God:  such as murderers and child molesters being set free (to do even more wrongs), certain people who have lawyers twist the laws and break God’s rules so some do not have to pay a-life-for-a-life or even an-eye-for-an-eye.  Or such as some nations that create judicial systems whereby an individual is effectively unable to defend their self successfully.  Or a society that allows judges to “forgive” the guilty:  based upon their own whims.  In God’s eyes, judges are not in place to forgive anyone.  Judges are to determine guilt or innocence of peoples’ acts, regardless of certain points-of-law (such as Miranda).  Once a person is found guilty, their punishment is a foregone conclusion.  Every person must pay for their crimes or their society will fail, given enough time.

The Qur’an 5:46  We (God) sent Jesus, son of Mary, to follow in their footsteps to confirm (fulfill) the Torah which had been sent before him.  We gave him the Gospel with guidance, and a light:  this Gospel confirming that which was sent before it (in the Torah); a guidance and lesson to those who turn away from evil.

The Qur’an 5:47  Let the People of the Gospel judge according to what God has revealed in it.  Those who do not judge by what God (Christ) has revealed are living evil lives.

Christ came only to prove and fulfill the Old Testament of God.  Christ stated this Himself!  In the Qur’an 5:46, God basically states that the entire Gospel of Christ is built upon the Old Testament.  They go hand-in-hand.  If the Gospel takes away nothing from the Torah, then obviously, God only “added” to earlier Scripture.  One cannot accept the second without the first.

The Qur’an 5:48  We sent you, Muhammad, this Scripture (the Qur’an) with the truth, confirming all Scripture that came before it (the Old Testament, New Testament, and others specified in the Qur’an), and with final authority over them.  So judge between them by that which God has sent down.  Do not follow their vanities, away from the truth which has come to you.

This is a passage that will make many angry.  How can we Christians or Jews allow another Book to have final authority over our own Book?  Our pride will not permit this!  However, our pride is not God’s Truth.  The fact of the matter is that not once, in the Qur’an, does God ever take back (or correct) His earlier Scripture:  the Old or New Testaments.  Indeed, God states that these Scriptures are perfect.  The Qur’an lists prophet after prophet (from the Bible); confirming nearly every book found in the Bible to be accurate.  What you just read here is God telling Muhammad to ignore what some Jews or Christians falsely claim to be in their Book.  God promised Muhammad that He would place enough of His Truth in the Qur’an so that any person could see through the lies that some Jews or Christians preach.  The New Testament only reaffirmed the Old Testament.  The only authority the Qur’an has over the Bible is that it reaffirms every Truth God placed in the Bible:  and does so after hundreds, or even thousands, of years of mankind trying to twist (or pervert) it according to their vanities.

No, you say to any of this?  Jews and Christians, what if God said that your Book was perfect, but it is only you who have strayed (from God)?  If your Books were perfect, the Qur’an would have no authority over them.  The truth of the matter is, indeed, that your Bible is perfect:  it is only your lies that the Qur’an reveals.  (Remember, this author is a Christian and does not like the following words either):

The Qur’an 5:65  If only the People of the Book (Jews and Christians) would believe and depart from evil, We (God) would remove their sins from them and bring them into Paradise (the Kingdom of Heaven).
The Qur’an 5:66  If they had followed the Torah and the Gospel and what was sent down by God, they would have been cared for from above and below.  Some of them are people who are righteous, but many of them live evil lives.

Criticism is difficult to accept, unless it comes from God.  When it comes from God, we must pay attention:  every prophet from the Old Testament taught us this much.

This world has become a truly evil place; let the current condition of this world stand as witness to this truth.  (Muslims, consider yourselves as being part of this observation:  if you do not live according to the ways of your Qur’an.)  Neighbors not helping neighbors, family leaving family, the poor and destitute becoming even more poor and more destitute.  All this, while many sit in churches, synagogues, or mosques smiling as they are told how “comforting they are in the eyes of God.”  Because of their belief in God, they seemingly have obtained a magical key to Heaven (never once mentioned in any Book!) so there is no need for them to examine their lives.  They believe this because they are separated by one or two thousand years of God’s Word actually being spoken to them.  They believe this because nobody in their church, synagogue, or mosque ever forced them to examine their lives:  hence, their only logical conclusion is a false one (that will one day condemn them).  No, you say to all of this?

The Qur’an 5:68  (Gabriel speaking)  Muhammad, say:  “People of the Book!  Your religion is nothing, until you live by the Torah, the Gospel, and that which has been sent down to you by God (Scripture).”  What has been sent down to Muhammad from God is sure to increase many of them in their arrogance, defiance, and disbelief in God.

The Qur’an 5:69  Regarding Muslims, Jews, Sabeans, and Christians; all those who believe in God and the Last Day, and do good deeds, shall have nothing to fear; neither shall they grieve.

(Read these words of the Qur’an again!)
The Qur’an 5:70  We (God) made a covenant, long ago, with the Children of Israel and sent prophets to them.  Every time a prophet brought anything to them which they did not like, they rebelled.  Some prophets, they rejected; others, they killed.

(Elijah was despised and attacked, Jeremiah was put in prison, Jesus was killed, John the Baptist was killed, Peter and Paul were imprisoned and killed, and Muhammad would later die from wounds incurred because of his teachings.)

The Qur’an 5:71  They thought no harm could befall them so they became blind and deaf to God.  Even after this, God turned to them in mercy.  To this day, many of them (by their own choosing) are blind and deaf.

The Qur’an 5:72  Those who disbelieve say, “God is the Messiah, son of Mary.”  The Messiah Himself said, “Children of Israel, worship God, my Lord and your Lord.”

Is any of this false?  When was the last time a Christian church taught God’s children to pray to God?  Of course, Christ stated that we may pray to Him because HE was ascending to Heaven, but we Christians have completely ignored God, the Father.  Christ prayed to the Father, why do we not?  After reading this author’s first four books of Wisdom and this far in Truth, it should be painfully obvious that we humans do not fully understand the nature of Christ and God, the Father.  So why would we ever stop praying to that Father which Christ prayed to?  Christ never told us to stop praying to God:  indeed He stated the opposite.  Remember how Christ taught us to pray, “Our Father, who art in Heaven . . .”  Well, maybe, just maybe, we Christians ought to do what Christ told us to do!

The Qur’an 5:73  Those who say that God is any part of three are disbelievers because there is only One God!

This hurts!  This really hurts, but think about what Christ taught; and remember all of the words of the Lord’s Prayer.  Did Christ ever, even once, use the words, “in the name of the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit?”  Did Christ ever even come close to using these words?  NO!  No, He did not!  Many of us might have grown up hearing our grandparents and parents speaking these words (and touching words they are) but these words do not come from the Bible.  Remember this.  If you have read any of this author’s books of Wisdom, then you have seen this so-called Trinity shown for the falsehood that it is.  There are SEVEN SPIRITS spoken of in the Bible!  The Bible teaches nothing about any part of three.

The Qur’an 5:74  Will they never ask for God’s forgiveness seeing that God is most forgiving and most merciful?

The Qur’an 5:75  The Messiah, son of Mary (the human body of Jesus), was only a messenger.  Other messengers died before him.  His mother was a virtuous woman; they both ate earthly food.  See how God makes His messages clear (for Christians) and see how they turn their own way.

The Qur’an 5:76  How can you worship something in place of God that has no power to do harm or good?  Only God is the One who Hears all and Knows all.

The Qur’an 5:77  Muhammad, say, People of the Book, teach nothing in your religion, but the truth.  And do not follow the vanities of people who erred so long ago, leading many astray, and who departed from a plain (and simple) truth.

Think about this last verse.  Nothing Christ said was wrong:  God’s Scripture is perfect!  All we need to do is read God’s Scripture and believe in the simplicity of it.  We do not need anyone’s help (in making God’s Scripture complicated).

The Qur’an 5:78  Those Children of Israel who strayed were described and cursed through the words of King David and Jesus because they disobeyed, departed from the truth,

The Qur’an 5:79  and they did not forbid others to do wrong.  Truly, this was an evil they committed.
This author imagines that right about now, every Christian is about to give up on this book; so examine what you just read here and find God’s Truth.  Christ was not God while He was living here in a human body.  He gave all of that up to come and be “one of us.”  Oh, He got it all back, and more, when He rose from the dead.  While He was here, He had no power to do harm or good:  this was the decree of the Father.  Raising the dead is not a good deed:  raising the dead is a sign.  Elijah, the prophet, raised the dead, but never asked anyone to worship anything but God, the Father.  If Christ was to do harm here, He would have destroyed Rome and destroyed King Herod.  If Christ was to do good here, He would have placed someone like King David (or even Himself) on the throne of Israel.  If Christ was to do harm here, He would have destroyed Satan and bound Satan for one-thousand years.  If Christ was to do good here, He would have made the rains come in due season causing the land to flourish, never having earthquakes, hurricanes, or other great tragedies.  If Christ came here to do good, He would have put an end to all war and sickness.

The words of David and Jesus (and all of the prophets) are perfect:  it is only we who are flawed by what we think these words say.  As bad as you think these words of the Qur’an are, all they really tell you to do is return to the Bible, just once more, and believe everything you read.  Do not believe the preachings of others (including this author) because God has made His message so clear that even a child can understand them!  The Qur’an does not teach Muslims of exactly who Christ was:  God already did that in the Gospel and the Gospel was freely available to Arabs in Muhammad’s day.  Even Christians fail to understand Christ’s exact place with God (Elohim).

Christ came as a messenger;  He came here as the Logos (Spokesperson, or the Word) of God.  Christ never attempted to destroy the Jewish faith which, at that time, had become so complicated that an average person could no longer find the simple laws of God.  However, Christ did correct this Jewish problem in a very large way, by His message before His death.  The Bible makes it crystal clear that one day, Christ will return and do all the good (and more) that was just written here.  But, here in this world, teaching other people to just “call on the name of Jesus” to solve all of their problems (or to make them rich) is an evil that is frequently used to hide God’s Truth from mankind.  Please continue:

The Qur’an 5:78  Those Children of Israel who strayed were described and cursed through the words of King David and Jesus because they disobeyed, departed from the truth,

The Qur’an 5:79  and they did not forbid others to do wrong.  Truly, this was an evil they committed.
This entire message has been about religion, or more correctly, the failure of religion.  Not one bad word was uttered here:  regarding Christ or King David!  Study this message and then find identical messages, by God, in the Old Testament and the New Testament.  The time of this world is quickly approaching its end.  Nearly all faiths see this in prophecy.  In these verses of the Qur’an, you can see the failure of the Jewish and Christian faiths IN GOD’S EYES.  (Because God taught this AFTER He established the Jewish and Christian faiths).

God will reject any Jew and any Christian who disobeys God’s law, departs from His Truth, or fails to forbid others to do wrong.  Does your Jewish rabbi (or Christian minister) forbid you from doing wrong?  Probably not:  because this might hurt your feelings.  Do parents forbid their children today to do wrong?  Many see acts committed by their children:  such as a shrewd deal, writing bad checks, stealing from work, or abusing their family; and they remain absolutely silent.  This is not God’s way!  God’s way is for us to NOT remain silent when evil is present!

Regarding our departing from God’s Truth, when was the last time you heard a Christian tell other faiths about the seven Spirits of God which are sent to all corners of this earth (and to all people)?  It is right there in their Bible!  When was the last time you heard a Christian minister tell their flock to pray to God, the Father?  It is right there in their Bible, in red letters (meaning that Christ Himself said it)!  This is what it means to depart from God’s Truth.  When was the last time you heard a Christian tell a Jew that if they just follow their Torah, they will one day enter the Kingdom of Heaven?  When was the last time you heard a Jew say that it is well for a Christian to follow the Gospel?  This is what it means to keep God’s Truth.  Know that the Qur’an is just as hard on Muslims.  It is only the Muslim faith that has left God’s Qur’an in this ever-more violent world (that the Muslims have created).  The Muslim faith no longer forbids each other to do wrong.  Muslim parents no longer forbid their children to do wrong.  They use evil to commit the wrong!

The Book of Revelation teaches that at the end of this world, when God (Christ) returns, there shall be no more good to be found on this earth.  This means the entire earth:  of which the Muslim faith has a part.  This too . . . being a prophetic sign that the end is near.

Book 7 – The Heights

The Heights talks about a great many things and is quite an amazing book regarding the Jewish and Christian faiths.  This book will be discussed in detail here.  The Heights is mainly about the relationship between God and mankind and how, in the end, God is in total control.  However, God reveals a great many truths (and rewards) in this book.

The Qur’an 7:40  Regarding those who reject our Word with arrogance, the gates of Heaven will not be opened for them.  They will not enter Paradise (The Kingdom of Heaven) until a camel passes through the eye of a needle.  This is how We punish the guilty.

Compare this to the words of Christ six-hundred years earlier:

Luke 18:24  And when Jesus saw that he (the rich man) was very sorrowful, he said, “How hardly shall they that have riches enter into the Kingdom of God!”

Luke 18:25  “For it is easier for a camel to go through a needle’s eye, than for a rich man to enter into the Kingdom of God.”

Strict translations are never wrong, however they do tend to limit the truth one can find (in anything regarding life).  If a person was prone to strict translations regarding the Word of God, one would correctly learn that God says that it is the rich people who reject His words and depart from them in arrogance.  Wealth is certainly a fuel for arrogance.

While strict translations yield the cold-hard truth, common sense translations yield wisdom.  As long as you keep your eye on the strict meaning of God’s Word, your common sense will never lie to you.  Wisdom only comes from using your common sense:  it never comes by way of reading many books.  Richness is wealth; wealth is but one of many vanities.  According to the Qur’an 7:40, it is one thing to depart (or leave) God’s Word because you might always come back to it later, but it is something else to reject God’s Word in arrogance.  Obviously, arrogance is a huge obstacle (height) to overcome in life.  Arrogance is a vanity (something we place great value upon, but is actually worth nothing).  Arrogance is always equal to rejection; in God’s eyes.

By combining these two books, God and Christ is telling us that our vanities (especially wealth and arrogance) are entirely capable of keeping us out of the Kingdom of Heaven.  Now, all of us have vanities; this author included.  Any time a certain vanity keeps you from accepting the Word of God, you are in danger of never seeing God (or becoming God); this author included.

A great many truths of the Bible and the Qur’an come together in this seventh book of the Qur’an.  The mark of the beast is one other truth that the Qur’an teaches here.  Speaking of the actual Resurrection, the Qur’an continues (the following takes place in heaven and hell):

The Qur’an 7:46  Between the good and the evil is a great divide.  On the Heights (of each side) are people, recognizing those on the other side by their marks.  Those on the evil side call to the people in Paradise, “Peace be with you.”  They are not in Paradise, but have hope.

The Qur’an 7:47  And when their eyes turn toward the people of the Fire, they say, “God, do not place us with the evil people.”

The Qur’an 7:48  And the people of the Heights call out to those they recognize by their marks, “What did your great numbers and all that which you took pride in, gain you?

The Qur’an 7:49  Are these people (in Paradise), those you swore that God would never show mercy upon?  It has already been said to them, “Enter the Garden?”

The Qur’an 7:50  The people of the Fire will call to the people of Paradise, “Pour some water on us or anything else God has given you.”  They  reply, “No, God has forbidden this to the disbelievers:

The Qur’an 7:51  those who took their religion for a mere hobby and of whom true life despised.  So this day, God has forgotten them just as they forgot the coming of this day and as they denied Our Word.”

Here is the mark of the beast explained IN DETAIL.  Why would God do this?  Because God has always rewarded those who seek His Word and His Truth in their lives.  God has never rewarded those who take religion as an amusement from their boredom in life, as a game to be played in front of others, or indeed to anyone who only pursues the vanities of this life.

Returning to the signs, seals, and marks God places on people, learn this lesson from the Bible.  (All of this is specifically detailed in this author’s second book of Wisdom.)  In the Torah, God places a seal on those who keep His seven Holy Days:

Exodus 13:9  And it shall be for a sign upon thine hand, and for a memorial between thine eyes that the LORD’S law may be in thy mouth . . .”

In the Torah, God places a seal on those who keep His Ten Commandments and teach their children to do the same:

Deuteronomy 6:7  And thou shalt teach them diligently unto thy children, and shalt talk of them when thou sittest in thine house, and when thou walkest by the way, and when thou liest down, and when thou risest up.

Deuteronomy 6:8  And thou shalt bind them for a sign upon thine hand and they shall be as frontlets between thine eyes.

In the Revelation of John, God places seals upon His last few remaining servants on this earth before pouring out His wrath:

Revelation 7:3  Saying, Hurt not the earth, neither the sea, nor the trees, till we have sealed the servants of our God in their foreheads.

Finally, God shows how those who follow (pursue) the beast (wealth and vanity) will receive a mark:

Revelation 13:16  And he causeth all, both small and great, rich and poor, free and bond, to receive a mark in their right hand, or in their foreheads:

In the Bible, God uses marks, signs, and seals on people to identify them (by the life they lived).  In the Qur’an, God uses a mark to identify those who chose a life that moved them arrogantly away from God.  This mark had very little to do with believing in God.  The Qur’an talks very much about believers and non-believers, but not here, regarding this mark.  Regarding those with the mark, they are only described as evildoers.  They are only described by their great numbers and false pride.  God could have broken them down into believers and non-believers, but this has nothing to do with the mark.  Neither the Bible nor the Qur’an uses this mark to describe us in any way, but by the vanities we pursued in this life.

Again, by combining these two books, God and Christ is telling us that our vanities (especially wealth and arrogance) are entirely capable of keeping us out of the Kingdom of Heaven.  Now, all of us have vanities; this author included.  Any time a certain vanity keeps you from accepting the Word of God, you are in danger of never seeing God (or becoming God); this author included.

As much as it hurts, a great many wonderful truths of the Bible and the Qur’an come together in this seventh book of the Qur’an.  The truth of this enormous universe is yet another truth the Qur’an teaches here.  Speaking of the many worlds upon which God has placed His children, the Qur’an continues:

The Qur’an 7:59  We (God) sent Noah to his people.  Noah said, “My people, serve God for you have no other god but Him.  I fear for you the punishment on a Great Day.

The Qur’an 7:60  But the leaders of his people said, “We believe you are in error.”

The Qur’an 7:61  Noah replied, “My people, there is no error in me.  I am but a messenger from the Lord of all the Worlds.”

How could Noah have known that God created planets around the stars of the universe?  There were no telescopes in Noah’s days:  indeed, the day of the telescope was thousands of years away!  Please allow your common sense to tell you that God has placed other children on these other worlds because God could care less about rocks, planets, or stars.  God is the God of the living; not of the dead.

The Qur’an 7:65  To the people of Ad, We (God) sent their brother, Hud.  He said, “My people, serve God.  You have no other god but Him.  Will you not depart from evil?”

The Qur’an 7:66  But the leaders of his people said, “We see foolishness in you; we think you are a liar.”

The Qur’an 7:67  Hud replied, “My people, there is no foolishness in me.  I am but a messenger from the Lord of all the Worlds.”

The Qur’an 7:103  After these, We sent Moses with Our signs to Pharaoh, but they rejected Our signs.  Today, see for yourself the results of this rejection!

The Qur’an 7:104  Moses said, “Pharaoh, I am a messenger from the Lord of all the Worlds,

After Moses produced the signs of God to Pharaoh, Pharaoh’s priests relented:

The Qur’an 7:120  The priests fell to the ground

The Qur’an 7:121  crying, “We believe in the Lord of all the Worlds,
The Qur’an 7:122  The Lord of Moses and Aaron!

My friend, you will find this term, “Lord of all the Worlds” all through the Qur’an.  Just as you will find God referring to Himself as We, Us, or Our, this is just a plain truth of God.  Bringing this truth back to the Bible, you will see where Christ said the same.

John 14:2  In my Father’s house are many mansions:  if it were not so, I would have told you.  I go to prepare a place for you.

Christ left this world to go prepare a place for this world in Heaven.  He calls it our mansion.  John saw that mansion and described it in Revelation:

Revelation 21:1  And I saw a new heaven and a new earth:  for the first heaven and the first earth (the entire earth!  not just the Christian earth!) were passed away:  and there was no more sea.

The heaven John described here was the sun, moon, and the stars.  The real Heaven was about to come down to us.

Revelation 21:2  And I John saw the holy city, new Jerusalem coming down from God out of heaven, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband.

My dearest friend, God never said, through any Book, that we are required to understand Him.  He only gives us His Truth so we can see His great Life that awaits us if we do well in this short life (our probationary period, if you will).  God is forever!  Heaven is forever!

This earth is not forever, nor is religion forever.  No matter who you are, on Judgement day, know that you will find good Catholics, good Baptists, good Jews, good Muslims, good Hindus, good Buddhists, and indeed all good people standing before God.  Every person needs to realize this!  Because of God’s Glory and Mercy, you will not find one good person in Hell.

One of these is our destiny regardless of our faith!  This earth is not forever!  Oh, how petty we can be on this speck of dust called Earth, and oh, how God sees all:  remember this.  You do not have to understand any of God’s (or your) future for you to obtain your part in it.  You do not have to understand how your body uses Oxygen in order for you to survive.  You only need to learn the rules:  that you cannot obtain Oxygen if your head is under water.  Just like Oxygen, never allow the vanities of organized religion to rob you of God’s Truth.  God is this simple, your future is this simple, and your life, here in this world, is this simple.

Book 13 – The Thunder

The thirteenth book of the Qur’an is called The Thunder and is a very short book.  This book is mainly about the Glory of God, everything He has done for mankind, and what awaits us when Heaven is brought down to earth (The Resurrection).  One Truth of God presented is God’s creation of time:

The Qur’an 13:2  It is God who created the heavens with no possible explanation and then sat upon the Throne, and caused the sun and the moon to fulfill their purpose for an appointed time.  God ordered their course and time that you may be absolutely certain of your meeting with the Lord.

This completely agrees (and confirms) Revelation 10:6:

Revelation 10:5  And the angel which I saw stand upon the sea and upon the earth lifted up his hand to heaven,

Revelation 10:6  and sware by him that liveth for ever and ever, who created heaven, and the things that therein are, and the earth, and the things that therein are, and the sea, and the things which are therein, that there should be time no longer:

Just because something has been spoken by God does not mean that we are required to understand it.  This is a perfect example of God’s Truth that we can learn, but might never understand; it is more of a testimony to the indescribable Glory of God and is found in this very chapter of the Qur’an.  To this author, God is telling us that somehow, there will be no time in the Kingdom of Heaven.  All that God wants from us is to not dismiss, or reject, His Word.  We will understand someday.

One Truth of God described fully, using both the Qur’an and the Bible, is the truth of guardian angels (and how people can lose their guardian angels).

The Qur’an 13:10  It does not matter if a person hides the truth or screams the truth, just as one might lurk in the night or walk freely in the daytime,

The Qur’an 13:11  because each person has guardian angels in front of them and behind them; these angels being commanded by God.  God does not lessen the condition of a people until they first change what is in their heart, but if God wills misfortune upon people, no person can avoid it.  Nor will they have any to defend them, but God.

Most Christians believe in guardian angels, but they do not know the foundation of these beliefs.  Well, know now that these beliefs come from Christ Himself, as spoken in the Gospel.  Before you can understand guardian angels, you need to learn what a child means to God because when Christ teaches us about guardian angels, He does so only in the context of God and His children.  The conversation is always so important:

Matthew 18:1  At the same time came the disciples unto Jesus, saying, Who is the greatest in the kingdom of heaven?

Matthew 18:2  And Jesus called a little child unto him, and set him in the midst of them, 

Matthew 18:3  And said, Verily I say unto you, Except ye be converted, and become as little children, ye shall not enter into the kingdom of heaven.

(Read this last verse again, but do so removing all the commas.  The “comma” was not invented until the Middle Ages in Europe.  The original text of the Bible contains no commas.  Remove the commas, and this verse takes on a whole new meaning:  the meaning that Christ intended!  Christ did not mean “converted to Christianity” because Christians did not yet exist.  Follow the conversation to see what we are supposed to be converted to:)

Matthew 18:4  Whosoever therefore shall humble himself as this little child, the same is greatest in the kingdom of heaven.

(Little children understand nothing about the Christian faith, any other faith, or especially adult pride:  God knows this.)

Matthew 18:5  And whoso shall receive one such little child in my name receiveth me.

Matthew 18:6  But whoso shall offend one of these little ones which believe in me, it were better for him that a millstone were hanged about his neck, and that he were drowned in the depth of the sea.

Matthew 18:7  Woe unto the world because of offences! for it must needs be that offences come; but woe to that man by whom the offence cometh!

Matthew 18:8  Wherefore if thy hand or thy foot offend thee, cut them off, and cast them from thee: it is better for thee to enter into life halt or maimed, rather than having two hands or two feet to be cast into everlasting fire.

Matthew 18:9  And if thine eye offend thee, pluck it out, and cast it from thee:  it is better for thee to enter into life with one eye, rather than having two eyes to be cast into hell fire.

Every person who ever took a breath should take just sixty-seconds to read Christ’s words again here because He just described the best and most efficient way for any person to enter the Kingdom of Heaven.  These words are in the Bible, but no Christian faith teaches this way toward Heaven:  it is too simple and requires little faith (just a simple belief, really).  The Qur’an teaches Muslims that the words of Christ are God’s Truth, but this author guesses that not one single Muslim ever accepted these words of Christ into their heart:  it is too complicated and not of the Qur’an.

Regarding guardian angels, we now find the truth that Christ spoke:

Matthew 18:10  Take heed that ye despise not one of these little ones; for I say unto you, That in heaven their angels do always behold the face of my Father which is in heaven.
Matthew 18:11  For . . . 

Wait a minute!  The word “For” means that what Christ is about to say is a DIRECT RESULT of what He just finished teaching:  Christ is concluding His conversation.  Follow the conversation, my friend, for this is where you will find wisdom:

Matthew 18:11  For the Son of man is come to save that which was lost.

My friend, we have been talking about guardian angels here and the simple truth regarding these angels has just been confirmed in the Qur’an and the Bible.  

 

Guardian angels are nothing . . . everybody gets one!  Really?  Then how do you lose your guardian angel?  God just told you how this happens in the Qur’an.  Examine what you just read a bit closer.  Christ just said that every little child has an angel (possibly many).  The Qur’an said they (and some others) have more than two angels.  Guardian angels are not important:  God’s Word here is what is important because God is trying to teach us something.  Guardian angels are not important because everybody gets one!  But only some people keep them; AND THIS IS WHAT IS IMPORTANT.

 

Start with the words of Christ regarding this.  Christ chose the child (in Matthew 18:2) at random from a small crowd.  It was a Jewish child because there were no Christians in that day:  Christ came to the Jews.  Christ gave a beautiful summation of exactly how we should live our lives, and in fact, the easiest way for us to enter the Kingdom of God.  Regarding life (and God), if we can stay as children, then we will be as great as anyone who is in the Kingdom of Heaven.  Only as we grow-up, do we lose our childish ways and start seeking the vanities of this world:  power, corruption, wealth, religious sects, and shades-of-gray.  These are all grown-up vanities and are disgusting to God.

 

Well, Christ came here to teach us this very message.  His conclusion to this entire Truth was as follows:  “For this, the Son of man is come to save that which was lost.”  Please excuse this paraphrase, but your common sense understands the passage.  Christ came to us when He did because the world was nearly lost (to Satan and vanity).  This world had reached a point to where even children had no chance of growing up to live decent lives.  The Jewish faith had become so corrupt in its rules that a decent person was no longer able to separate the laws of God from the laws of man.  You will find this all through Christ’s messages.  If you need help, you will find this in this author’s four books of Wisdom.

 

Christ never actually stated how it is that adults can lose God’s angels, but the words are truly there in His message of Matthew, Chapter 18.  All you have to do is pay attention to Christ’s words:  if you cannot see the difference (to God) between a child and a grown-up (devoured by vanities), then you just are not trying.  If you cannot see this difference, then ask a child and allow them to teach you the difference.
 

The Qur’an, if you care to observe, spells this out in detail!  Regarding these angels, “God does not lessen the condition of people until they first change what is in their heart.”  (The Qur’an 13:11)  So, it is we who leave God’s ways and we who leave God’s angels!
 

My dearest friend, you just learned a very simple Truth of God here that has existed for all of time.  This Truth is as simple as 2+2=4 and you could have found this any time you wanted.  But now, learn the Wisdom of God and part of God’s Plan for this world:  to do this, you will have to rely upon the common sense you were born with.  Using both the Bible and the Qur’an, we have two simple facts here:

FACT – Every person enters this world with a guardian angel, which receives their commands from God.

FACT – It is possible for us to lose our guardian angels as we grow if we change the ways that are found in our hearts.  This is a normal part of growth in this world, but is not by God’s design; rather it is by our design.

Using these two facts, there can be only one conclusion (if we always remember that angels take their commands from God, and not from us).  So what do angels do for us?

 

Angels are not here to assure that we live long, prosperous, and disease-free lives:  this is obvious and any belief contrary to this truth is only our vanities speaking.  Angels are here to protect us from Satan and this is what they do for God.  Every little child is absolutely protected from the ways of Satan and this is by God’s Plan!  Any person with common sense can see the difference between children and adults.  By way of these differences, God is describing the work of His angels (if you allow your common sense to see God’s Truth).  We can keep this protection of His angels, or we can lose it:  it is only our acts that can lose this protection.  The choice is clearly ours.

 

If you are a parent who’s child has suffered a severe illness or horrible accident, please allow this wisdom to comfort you just a bit.  God’s angels are not in this world to assure a long life, free from all accidents or sickness:  this is not God’s Plan.  God’s angels are commanded to keep Satan’s ways from all children and God’s angels perform His work magnificently.  Angels are given all that is necessary to fulfill God’s Will.  If your child has suffered a great tragedy, this author truly feels for you.  But your great loss is God’s gain for He will accept your child, in Heaven, as one who never failed.  This life we live truly is such a short existence, but know that the Kingdom of God is forever:  God has always taught this to mankind.  Your child is a great joy to God, the Father; and your child shall be blessed by seeing God’s face before the rest of us.  Remember that the worst portion of a tragedy falls upon those left behind.  Life is about moving forward and your child has done (or will do) just that, having led a life we should all aspire to live.  Know that every child who leaves this world, does so without blemish; and leaves in the company of angels:  the Word of God promises this.
To all parents, know that your child will never lose their guardian angels until they cease caring about and caring for others in this world.  Raise your children with this truth ringing in their ears and know that if you succeed, you have shown them the straight path to God.  This is the best beginning any person can have in this world.

 

Returning to those remaining in this world, what then is God teaching us here regarding His angels?  Read the Bible or read the Qur’an, but God is teaching us that we can always return to His ways.  God is teaching us that we can get His angels back if we just return to His simple ways that even children understand.  Indeed, God is teaching us that we MUST return to these ways of living a simple life, leaving behind any vanities that cause us to hate (or injure) others.  None of this is new:  this Truth of God has been with us for a very long time.  It is only we that pursue our vanities thereby leaving the life God desires us to live.  Hence, the mark of the beast; hence, the failure of mankind; and hence, our making God desolate in this world by way of our abominations.

 

My friend, all this Truth of God shown here . . . is but a simple lesson regarding the work of God’s angels.  The Wisdom of God available in this world is far beyond human understanding:  only because the Glory of God is far beyond human reckoning.  But if we can have just a simple belief in God (as a child has), then the truth and understanding available to us is limitless:  IF, IF, IF we do not reject the Truth of God.

 

All this . . . knowing that the name of our faith matters not, the name by which we call God matters not, and the nation in which we were born matters not:  for the Glory of God came long before our knowledge of these vanities.

Intermission

My friend, in a way, this author has cheated you regarding the Truth of God as placed in the Qur’an.  But in a way, this author could care less about what you think, as so will you shortly.  It is not the purpose of this author to present the wisdom of the Qur’an to this world.  The purpose of this author is to present the Truth of God as placed anywhere in this world!  This book just happens to be about the Qur’an.  This author felt that the Truth of God placed in the thirteenth book of the Qur’an had to be shown before the tenth, eleventh, and twelfth books of the Qur’an.  This is because The Thunder was so blatantly obvious in how it matches the Bible and how it shows the true Glory of God (and His Plan for this entire world)!

God’s Plan (in both Books) had to be shown to Christians and Jews before they could ever realize the full Truth placed in the tenth, eleventh, and twelfth books of the Qur’an.

The tenth book of the Qur’an is called Jonah:  named after the Hebrew prophet.  Regarding the Qur’an, this is its “book of wisdom” and the angel, Gabriel, states this in the beginning.

The eleventh book of the Qur’an is called Hud:  named after the prophet Hud who was sent to his own people (not Christians, Jews, or Muslims).  Regarding the Qur’an, this is its “book of forgiveness” and the angel, Gabriel, states this in the beginning.

The twelfth book of the Qur’an is called Joseph:  named after the favored son of Jacob (Israel).  This is one of the most beautiful stories in mankind’s history and the angel, Gabriel, states this in the beginning.  Every person should read the full (and detailed) story of Joseph starting in Genesis, chapter 37 through the end of the book of Genesis.

There are others who teach the destiny of Joseph better than this pathetic author (namely, Garner Ted Armstrong and his father, Herbert W. Armstrong).  This author touched briefly upon this truth in his first and second books of Wisdom, but the scope of those books did not allow this author to do the subject justice.  Until you read these other authors’ works, know that it is the truth of this world that Joseph’s two sons (Ephraim and Manassas) are the progenitors of England and America.  If the tribes exist in the future (as detailed in the Book of Revelation), and they existed in the past, then they must exist now, somewhere in this world!  God’s Truth is pure: even if we never understand it, we must never REJECT God’s Truth!

Joseph (the father of Ephraim and Manassas, or England and America) was the favored son of Israel who protected the sons of Israel in this world for a time.  Where else, in the history of this world, do you find two powerful nations that have behaved as brothers for so very long?  Where else, in the history of this world, do you find two nations, who for a time, protected the majority of this earth?  Can you name any other nation, in the history of this world, that had absolute power over the rest of this world and did not abuse this power?  There is only one answer.  As of this writing, England and America could take absolute control over this world and the world would be helpless.  But this has not happened.  Why?

By God’s Design, it is His Plan (and prophesy) that Joseph should take care of the other Tribes of Israel.  This is not a Muslim concern, nor is it a Buddhist, Hindu, Shinto, or any other peoples’ concern.  This is a prophecy of God and Christ came here to make sure this happened.  But, just like Joseph, this is a prophecy that shall cease, when its time has come.  Well, this time has come and the world (and Satan) continues on.  God (and this author) desires the entire world to learn of His Glory by way of His Truth in this world.  Everything that has been presented to you thus far has been the Truth of God which is the Glory of God, in order for you to accept the wisdom of God and the forgiveness (and mercy) of God by way of God’s Plan for this world.

Please accept the Truth of God as placed in the next three books of the Qur’an and do so only by the same Truth which has been placed in the Bible, which also is the Word of God.

Book 10 – Jonah

The Qur’an 10:1  These are the verses of the wise Book.

The Qur’an 10:3  Your Lord is God who created the heavens and the earth in six days, and then established Himself on the Throne.
This exactly matches the Bible.  Something else that exactly matches the Bible is God’s measurement of time:

The Qur’an 32:5  God directs all laws, from the heavens to the earth.  All will ascend to Him in the end, on a Day that measures a thousand years to mankind.

This matches the Bible in more ways than we know.  Besides the fabled story where a thousand years (to man) is but a day (to God), this also matches the Book of Revelation where Christ will come here to rule this world for a thousand years (the seventh day according to God’s Plan).

Regarding Muslims, God cautions them against vanities in two verses that sound very much like Solomon wrote:

The Qur’an 10:22  It is God who gives mankind the ability to travel on land, or sea.  When they are in the ships, sailing with a favorable wind, all are glad.  But then a storm approaches, waves crash from all sides, and they feel that all has been lost.  Only then will they cry unto God, making their faith pure to Him only.  “If God saves us, we shall truly be among those who continually thank Him.”

The Qur’an 10:23  Yet, after God has saved them, behold, they rebel again upon the earth.  People, your rebellion is only against yourselves!  You have enjoyment of the life in this world and then you return to Us.  We shall show you all of your deeds!

These two verses support everything Solomon wrote in the Bible.  This book of Jonah continues with the simple life that exists in this world and how we only pursue our vanities in this world, thereby completely missing the true joys that are found here.  God summarizes this (speaking of Christians):

The Qur’an 10:36  Most people follow nothing but conjecture (guesses).  Know that conjecture can never take the place of God’s Truth.  God is aware of what they do.

The Qur’an 10:37  The Qur’an could never have been invented separately from God; rather it is a confirmation of all Scripture that came before and is a lesson in that which has been decreed for mankind.  Of this, there is no doubt that it is from the Lord of all the Worlds.

Other than Muslims governing themselves and how Muslims are to worship God, there really is nothing new in the Qur’an.  All through the Qur’an, God only confirms earlier Scripture.  Earlier Scripture (the Old and New Testaments, and others) is perfect:  there is no need for more; God continually tells us to follow His earlier Word.

Regarding God’s Word in this world, He shows how equal all people are in this book of wisdom:

The Qur’an 10:47  For every people, there is a messenger (of God) and after their message comes, then on the Day of Judgement, they will be judged fairly and they will not be wronged (by God).
We are all the same in God’s eyes:  exactly the same.  Religion suggests that we only believe our particular messenger.  Faith allows us to “find” any message by God and then live according to it.  No, you say to this?

The Qur’an 10:55  All that is in the heavens and the earth truly belongs to God.  His promise is true, but most people do not believe this.

The Qur’an 10:56  He gives life and death:  all will return to God.

The Qur’an 10:57  People, a teaching from your Lord has come upon you; a healing for what is in the breasts (your heart).  It is a guidance and a mercy for believers.

The Qur’an 10:58  That through God’s grace and mercy, let all rejoice:  God’s Grace and mercy are better than all (vanities) which you gather in this world.

Then, just a bit later in the conversation, God says this to Muhammad:

The Qur’an 10:71  Tell them the story of Noah . . .

How ridiculous is this?  The people to whom Muhammad spoke had nothing to do with Noah!  Well, God had a great deal to do with Noah.  (Noah was born 3,500 years before Muhammad.)  The Bible teaches that Noah lived for sixty-years after Abraham’s birth.  The Qur’an teaches the same by proxy.  Why does God continually use Noah (and Abraham) for teaching the Muslims?  While Abraham was the father of all Muslims (and Jews, Christians, and the remainder of the world), Noah was nothing (to Muslims and the rest of us).  Besides the fact that both were decent and righteous people, could it be that God uses these two (as examples) because they had no “Book” to guide them?

My friend, it is obvious that no “Book” is required to find God or to find success in this life.  Back in Noah’s day, they were still drawing on the walls of caves.  Back in Abraham’s day, they were still burying their dead in caves (in particular, the cave of Machpelah).  Noah and Abraham had no religion, no church, no Holy Days, no evening prayer, no Book, or no Scripture by which to believe (or live).  Learn their lesson!  They are those of whom Scripture was written!
Since God used Noah and Abraham as examples in His Scripture, maybe we should pay attention to these two good people and what God said concerning them.  This book of Jonah speaks about many prophets who tried to help their people:  not just Hebrew prophets.  The only message they carried was to worship one God and no other than God.  Regarding the failure which people upon people, cities upon cities, and nations upon nations; who failed to believe in God, God says the following:

The Qur’an 10:98  If only there had been one city that believed and was rewarded because of its belief as was Jonah’s people!  When they believed, We saved them from the punishment in the life of this world, and comforted them for a time.

Oh, this says so much about God and says so much about mankind.  Oh, this says so much about how little is expected of us regarding what we know and understand about God.  Read the story of Jonah in the Bible and learn what simple a faith that God requires on our part.  The most important part of Johah’s story in the Bible is that God will help any people, even those who are not Israelites, if they seek God and seek to live righteous lives.  The Bible says this!  (Jonah did not help the Israelites:  every Jew knows this.)

Book 11 – Hud

Hud was a prophet to his own people of Ad.  In a large way, this is a book about forgiveness.  This is a rather harsh book in that the people of Ad no longer exist.  This book shows how many prophets urged their people to ask forgiveness from God.  Those who failed to do so were destroyed by God:  and the people of Ad were destroyed.  This book shows both ends of forgiveness:  those who ask and receive; and those who are destroyed.

This book gives example after example of what it takes to be forgiven by God:  a simple acknowledgement that He is God and there is no other.

The Qur’an 11:50  To the people of Ad, We sent their brother, Hud.  He said, My people, worship God.  You have no other god but Him:  oh, but you do invent (to the contrary).
The Qur’an 11:52  My people, ask forgiveness from God and turn to Him in repentance.  He will send rain to you in due season and add to your strength.

The Qur’an 11:61  To the people of Thamud, We sent Salih.  He said, My people, worship God.  You have no other god than Him.  He formed you from the earth and gave you control over it so ask forgiveness from God and turn toward Him in repentance.  Oh, God is close: and responds.

People today have no idea who the people of Ad or Thamud were.  God wiped them off the face of this earth because they were too proud to bow down to God and ask for forgiveness.  More than this, they were too proud to repent.  To repent only means to be sorry:  it means nothing more.  These people were too proud to be sorry for their past mistakes.  God only teaches these ancient lessons so that all people, today, can learn about their own lives.

How hard is it to acknowledge that God exists, then bow down, and ask for simple forgiveness?  Well, it would seem to be ridiculously easy; as this book shows the wonderful blessings that God heaps upon us if we will do just this.  But this book of Hud shows how so many people have failed in this regard and God names people after people who have failed Him.

Forget about all religions (of today) for a moment:  even your own.  All of the examples given in this book of Hud were to people who have nothing to do with any religion of today.  This has nothing to do with Christian, Jew, Muslim, Hindu, Buddhist, or any other faith of today.  Also, these examples were recited by the one God, who is in Heaven, and only asks that we all believe in Him.  So how hard is that?  This author reads the book of Hud and pictures himself as those folks who merely had to say, “Ok, I believe in only one God.  He can’t be much different than my other gods, so I’ll do it.”  This author just wants to think, “Why don’t these foolish people cover their bases and agree to worship one God?”

Well, it is obviously a little more difficult than this.  Just what were these people worshipping?  Well, what do you worship here in today’s world?  Remember that people are people:  even though they should, people never really change!  (This means mankind in general, not individuals seeking to change their ways.)  This author has written about the mark of the beast several times.  This author has written about how most people of today worship either money or God:  you cannot worship (or serve) both; Christ said so.  You cannot worship pride and God; Noah said so.  You cannot worship pleasure and God; Abraham and Lot said so.  You cannot worship false gods that cause you to kill your babies when they come out as daughters; Muhammad said so (to the Arabs of his day who did this).  You cannot worship the vanities of your own life and God; this author says so (to the people of today who abort their babies merely because these children are “inconvenient” to their life).  So . . . how hard is it to worship only one God and to place His ways ahead of your own life?

Obviously, people have created gods since the beginning of time, based upon their vanities (among other things).  These stories that God presents in this book of Hud are perfect examples of this.  Maybe, just maybe, people killed God’s prophets because they actually renounced peoples’ vanities and we (here today) just think these prophets were renouncing false gods.  Every prophet that was killed in the Bible was killed for doing just this!  Also, the Bible teaches that there are two prophets yet to come:  so do not think that you are any different from people of long ago.  And notice that the Bible never states that these last two prophets will be Jews or Christians!  These two prophets will speak to the entire world (asking them to worship only one God) and the entire world will seek to kill them.  These last two prophets will be no different than any other prophet of God that came before.  Sadly, the entire world, religious folks included, will give each other gifts when these last two prophets of God are killed.

Think about what you just read here.  The average person has never had immense feelings toward a god they could not see or touch:  God knows this!  This is why God has only asked, since the beginning of time, for a simple belief in all He has done.  He calls this a mustard seed’s worth of faith.  All of the prophets who were killed in the Bible (and there are many) were not killed by the common people of their day; they were killed by the religious, business, and/or political leaders of their day who clearly saw an attack on their imagined position in society.  They were killed by those who perceived an attack against their vanities, wealth, priorities (which did not include other people), and everything of this world that they held near-and-dear to their OWN hearts.  Every prophet who was ever killed, was killed by the very people who want God to have no place in this world!  Every prophet who was ever killed, was killed by those people who only pursued their vanities in this life.  Think about that and think about why the leaders of your own particular faith always desire you to place your beliefs (and faith) above all others.  “If you believe what we teach you, then you are right and everyone else is wrong:  never let anyone tell you different.”

So when this author tells you that you cannot worship both God and money, what do you think?  This author has seen many Christian ministers tell their people that God will make them rich if they follow a prescribed path to God.  These ministers never tell people they must correct their ways, help others who are in need, or to place God and His Ways before their own pursuit of vanities.  Rather, they are to sow a faith seed of money into that minister’s pocket and God will make them prosper; in multiples of what they give to that minister.  Please, please learn the lessons of the ancient prophets:  they are the Truth of God and His Truth still stands today, and forever.

Regarding the book of Hud, it would have been so easy for those people, of long ago, to just say, “Ok, we now worship just one God.”  But this concept is wrong because whatever lives these people were living, any belief in this one God would have stood directly opposed to the lives they were living; or the vanities they were pursuing.  Maybe some of these people took their gold (or other valuables) and turned them into gods.  We know today that the people of Sodom and Gomorrah only sought pleasures of the flesh.  We know today that the people of Noah’s day inflated their pride to the point where they felt that only the lowest of people would follow Noah.  God says this in the Qur’an.

My dearest friend, it is the simple truth of this world that money, gold, pleasures of the flesh, and pride exist in today’s world:  we cannot ignore these facts of life.  Live with them and enjoy them, but never to the point where you place them ahead of God’s primary requirement of life:  that we live good and decent lives, trying to help those less fortunate than ourselves.  Or, as Christ stated:  “Love one another:  as God has loved you, so must you love one another.”  Prophets only teach priorities and God’s simple Truth must be our first priority.

While this book of forgiveness was mostly about how people failed in asking for (and receiving) God’s forgiveness, God follows this Truth in the Qur’an with one of the greatest stories of mankind.  This story has little to do with vanity and surprisingly, little to do with God, per se.  It is the story of Joseph and the story of victory in this life.  Only after Joseph achieved his victory, did God’s forgiveness come into the picture.  And oh, what a beautiful picture developed.

Book 12 – Joseph

The story of Joseph has long been one of this author’s favorites.  The Qur’an devotes about one-hundred verses to this story; merely touching the highlights.  The book of Genesis, in the Bible, which covers over two-thousand years of mankind’s existence, devotes nearly a third of its verses to Joseph!  It is beyond the scope of this book to tell this story, in full.  Know that this is one story that God has told twice:  once to Moses, while in the desert, and once to Muhammad, again in the desert.  God does not tell very many stories twice.

The Bible version of Joseph is one of the most heartfelt stories in the history of mankind.  This author strongly suggests that every person read this story which starts in Genesis, chapter 37 and runs through the end of Genesis.  The Qur’an version of Joseph only adds to the beauty of this story in that God reveals a few details that He did not tell Moses.  Toward the end of this twelfth book, God says to Muhammad:  “Muhammad, you were not there when this story took place.  This is a story that I, Myself, teach to mankind.”  Well, the fact of the matter is that Moses was not there either:  God told this story, in detail, to Moses and his scribes while they wandered the desert.

Remember . . . FOREVER . . . that this is a story which God, Himself, has taught to mankind.

The story of Joseph is that of a young man to whom God revealed the future.  Joseph told of these visions and because of this, his brothers were jealous of him.  Jacob (Joseph’s father) did not know what to make of these visions, but knew them to be from God, because God visited Abraham (his grandfather), God spoke to Isaac (his father), and God gave visions and spoke to Jacob.  Jacob fully expected God to work through one of his twelve sons and it quickly became apparent that it was going to be Joseph, his favored son.

Joseph’s brothers betrayed him out of jealousy and made certain that Joseph would be sold into slavery (thereby being taken far away, never to be seen again).  God saw to it that Joseph was finally sold in Egypt to one of Pharaoh’s officers.  Through God’s efforts, Joseph gained favor in Pharaoh’s sight and eventually saved all of Egypt from a seven-year famine.  At one point, Joseph was ruler over all of Egypt, save for Pharaoh himself.  At this point, Joseph’s brothers came begging for food because the famine existed in their land also:  and this is where the story becomes great (because Joseph’s brothers did not recognize him).  Joseph could have had his brothers killed instantly, but no such thought entered his mind.  From this point forward, Joseph became the protector of both Israel (Jacob) and the sons of Israel (Jacob).

Joseph had two sons, Manassas (the elder) and Ephraim.  Israel loved Joseph so much, for the good person he became, that Israel placed his own name on these two sons forever.  This is how Manassas and Ephraim became tribes of Israel forever.  You will find this in the seventh chapter of Revelation where God sets aside, for protection, twelve-thousand of each of the tribes of Israel.  Simple logic dictates that if these tribes existed in the past, and they exist in the future, they must exist somewhere in this world today, even if we do not recognize them.  God has a plan for those tribes as assuredly as He had a plan for Joseph.

There are a great many people who have examined all of the books of the Old Testament; and through God’s prophecies, have determined where most of these tribes are today.  There is more prophecy concerning Judah, Manassas, and Ephraim than all other tribes.  Many people have documented these truths and conditions that exist today so as to prove that England is Ephraim:  declared by Jacob to become a “company of nations” that would be the greatest nation this world has ever known.  America is Manassas, the strongest nation this world has ever known.  Just as in Joseph’s day, these two great nations look after their brothers, the remaining tribes of Israel, scattered around this earth.  These two nations have not a clue that they are fulfilling God’s prophecy.  This is quite often how prophecy works:  it works by God’s Will.

Just like Joseph, however, this protection will not last forever.  Perhaps, it will only last for one generation; Joseph lived to be one-hundred and ten years old.  Just as in the Old Testament, a time of great trouble will soon befall the tribes of Israel and it will be called “The time of Jacob’s trouble.”  Remember, that God, Himself, changed Jacob’s name to “Israel.”  Remember also, that to God, Israel never was a land; Israel was a people:  and it still is.

My dearest friend, these books (by others) regarding the identity of Israel in today’s world are not new.  We are not talking about that speck of land called Israel today (Israel is not a land:  Israel is a people).  We are talking about the Ten Tribes of Israel that were scattered all over this earth (around the year 800 BC).  Find these books and read them:  they are easy to find and some of them are free on the internet.  Not that this information will help you (with the path you choose in this life), but it will certainly confirm the Glory of God and His Plan for this world.  Now, once you understand the Plan of God for this world, this will certainly help you regarding the importance of the path you choose in this life.
Once you truly believe in the Glory of God, with all of your heart, these prophecies can indeed help you because they will teach you that the end is near and there are things you can do to prepare for this.  ONE EXAMPLE:

There is a television preacher in America who this author will not name.  Every American would recognize his face instantly should they see him.  This preacher lives in Texas and is so sure of mankind’s end, that he has taken his church’s money (which he honestly feels is only his money) and has built a large sanctuary in North East Texas.  The sole purpose of this sanctuary is to protect him in the end-time:  it is completely self-sufficient in water purification, food production, electric generation, and sewage handling.  Well, this certain preacher has never warned his so-called “TV flock” about the end-time and has never cautioned them to do as he has done:  all of this is his little secret.  He could do this if he wanted to, but this would seriously impact the amount of money he puts in his own pocket.  Read the Book of Revelation by John in your Bible where the wrath of God is going to be poured out upon the deserving of this earth.  Certain people get away with certain things in this life, but this is only because God is not here, right now.  When God prepares this world for His coming, do you think this certain preacher will be one of the first to be destroyed?  No matter our efforts, can anyone hide from God?

God is going to save people like Joseph, whether their deeds are done in secret or written in books.  The Bible says this!  The Qur’an says this also!  Who has this certain preacher helped?  Is this certain preacher anything like Joseph?  (Joseph spent fourteen-years of his life saving the lives of the Egyptians:  a people he had nothing to do with!)  Also, do you remember who Jonah helped?  Jonah did not help the Israelites!  Know that you cannot hide from God as this certain preacher plans to do.  You can only fix what is in your heart and stand before the life you have chosen to live here.  This is how the story of Joseph (and God’s Glory regarding Ephraim and Manassas) can teach you to have just that mustard seed’s worth of faith.  Just enough faith to make you examine how you live your life.  Joseph was completely free to either help his family (which sold him into slavery) or hurt his family:  Joseph chose to help his family (overlooking their flaws).  God is no where in this world and God knows this!  But the works of God are everywhere and you only need to find the littlest of faith inside of yourself to do well.

As an aside, every American and every Brit should feel some very tender notions regarding that people to which they belong.  Whether, or not, you understand the lineage (and prophecy) of Joseph, know that you belong to the two greatest peoples who ever lived.  Never, in the history of mankind, has there been as great a nation as either of these two.  These nations have ALWAYS done what they could to help others.  Of course these two nations are not perfect, but they try:  they have always tried to do what is right.  (Ronald Reagan, one of the greatest Americans who ever lived, vowed to develop outer-space technology to defend against missile attacks: he then vowed to freely give this technology to the entire world.  Never mind that this technology never came to fruition: every person needs to understand that they will never, but ever, fail in life if they always try to do what is right!)  Short of sacrificing their very existence, these two nations have always tried to do what is right for other people.  Even Joseph knew not to sacrifice his very existence, but he did what he could; and oh, what he accomplished.  The story of Joseph is so precious to God that He told this story twice (in the Bible and the Qur’an).  As the ruler of Egypt, Joseph could have easily relocated enough food to steal (and then leave Egypt, for his family’s sake).  But Joseph did not do this:  Joseph loved all others as God has loved us and this is why God devotes one-third of the Book of Genesis to the story of Joseph.  The father of the Tribes (Israel himself) understood Joseph’s deeds so well that he placed all of his blessings upon Ephraim and Manassas (England and America).  The only blessing Israel withheld was the scepter of Judah (Christ).  However, these blessings are not enough!  Every American and every Brit needs to say, “Ok, this story is good, but it is only our past:  now, what can I do?  What can my people do?  This story is but ancient history now, so what can my people do that is right for this world?”

This truth is the story of Joseph’s life and is why this author weeps every time he reads the story of Joseph.  This author is no Joseph:  no, not even close.  All this author can do is to try to live better each day, tell God’s Truth to all of His Children, and know that this twelfth book of the Qur’an supports everything this author is trying to live by.  The truth of the Bible and the truth of the Qur’an is, undeniably, the Truth of God.  The truth of this world is only a question-mark:  all one can do is to live by that truth which is found in their heart and then know that God will judge His children only by this . . . and someday soon.

The Qur’an concludes this story beautifully for all people:

The Qur’an 12:102  Muhammad, this is the story of the Unseen God and His works which We reveal to you.  You were not there to see Joseph’s brothers and their evil plan.

The Qur’an 12:103  Though you will try to tell this story, most will not believe.

The Qur’an 12:111  In mankind’s history, there are lessons for those who understand.  This story is true and is a confirmation of God’s Scripture before the Qur’an existed.  It is a detailed explanation and a lesson for all who believe in God.

Imagine that . . . an entire book of the Qur’an teaching the story of Joseph:  and a purely Hebrew story (containing the Truth of God) found in the Qur’an.  Now, is the Qur’an just an Arab book?  Or is the Qur’an truly the Word of God?

Intermission
My friend, there are a few topics which have not been discussed yet.  This author will separate them from the book, here, because they have nothing to do with the Qur’an or the Bible.  This author grew up being told to hate everything that has to do with the Muslim faith.  Until this author read the Qur’an, this author never realized how “exclusive” the Christian faith was.  The Christian faith seeks to “include” no other faith in God’s Plan for this world.  Honestly, being raised as a Catholic and having many Protestant friends, this author always knew this:  he just never admitted it.

All through the Qur’an, you see this or that people being given the Word of God.  They are not always Muslims.  God teaches the Muslims that anyone who accepts the Truth of God anywhere in this world will do just fine in God’s eyes.  YOU DO NOT HAVE TO BE A MUSLIM!  Why does the Christian faith not teach this?  Why does every Christian faith teach that we had better be a Christian or we are going to hell?  If you look at their doctrine close enough, you will see that, deep down, you had better be of their particular religion within the Christian faith:  or you are going to hell.

Christian religions taught this openly during this author’s youth.  They do not speak of this belief openly today, but still believe this silently.  Once, this author was traveling through South Bend, Indiana.  He stayed in a Holiday Inn just north of Notre Dame.  He picked up a Bible placed in that hotel room by the Gideons.  The Gideon Bible has a very short story in its opening pages which explains the origins of these wonderful people, who merely seek to spread the Word of God free-of-charge.  The Gideons are not a religion:  they were started by two ordinary businessmen who traveled frequently.  These two men knew how boring it was to travel for one’s work.  They came up with an idea to fill the time of bored travelers and help these same travelers:  that idea was to simply place a Bible in motel rooms (and other places) free of charge.  This is what Gideons do.  Well, the Gideons are not of the Catholic church, but Notre Dame surely is.  An unknown person took a pen and wrote a message above this description of the Gideon’s work.  The message read, “There is only one True Church of Christ, the Church of Rome.”  This incident took place in the year 2003.  The deeply rooted vanities of all Christian faiths still exist.  They are not spoken of openly, but they are absolutely the core of every Christian faith yesterday, today, and tomorrow.  And no, this author is not, and never will be, a Gideon:  this author has other work to perform.  But this author cannot thank the Gideons enough for their unselfish deeds:  it was one of your books (in Florida) which started this author (as a young, searching adult) down the road of seeking the Word of God in this world.

This author can only guess, but this author believes that nearly every American (and Christian found on the face of this earth) can see that, deep down, this Christian logic is wrong!  They might not know how it is wrong, but they know, for sure, that a ten-year old child in Bangladesh (who dies of starvation) is not going to hell because they were never saved, baptized, nor did they know Christ as their savior.

Use your common sense here, my friend, because this author could care less if you ever learn the Bible or the Qur’an.  This author could care less if you ever become a Christian or a Muslim.  This author is using the Qur’an to bring its Truth of God back to the Bible.  Neither is better!  Neither is more right!  God’s Truth has been in this world since the creation of mankind (and before).  The Word of God has come to all people, everywhere in this world; and it did not matter what these people believed or where they lived.

The best that any Christian can do is to accept the Truth of God as just stated here.  This very Truth comes from almost every page of the Qur’an.  This is what this author is trying to show you.  Once you have done this (deep down in your heart) stop reading this book because you are done!  Go back and read your Bible starting with the Gospel, the first four books of the New Testament, and then LIVE BY THESE WORDS.  As you read these four books, decide for yourself if Christ is saying that His words ONLY apply to Christians.  Read His words with a truly open heart and decide this for yourself.  It is only the Christian beliefs (and mankind’s vanities) that cause us to believe that Christ only came to save certain people.  Any time you read bad words regarding Christians in the Qur’an, these words only address these Christian vanities (beliefs).  In this, Christians are wrong because Christ only taught the Glory of God, our Father, who created the entire earth and all people who live here.

The best that any Jewish person can do is to either read this author’s advice to Christians or to do nothing.  The Jewish faith is living about two-thousand years behind the times.  (Sorry, but this is true).  This is not important because God knows not time:  God is forever.  You can choose to learn the whole Truth of God as placed in the New Testament and the Qur’an or you may continue to place your faith in God’s Torah.  Know that it is not your Torah because God gave it!  God gave the Torah to Moses in the desert and He made it your way of life.  God’s Torah is enough for any person to succeed in God’s eyes, IF, IF, IF this person truly follows God’s Word in the Torah.  These are not Moses’ words:  they are God’s Word!  If you do not keep the Sabbath, you have a problem.  If you do not keep the Passover, you have a problem.  If you do not keep the Feast of Tabernacles, you have a problem!  The Jewish (or Hebrew) ways of the Torah are perfect with God because He gave them to you.  Just do not let your pride cause you to say:

· I will eat anything I want during Passover.

· It is too uncomfortable for my fat, lazy body to live in a tent for seven days each year.  Why, this is just silly.

· I like the taste of shrimp and bacon; and I will eat anything I desire.

· I’m a farmer and I’ll be damned if I’ll leave the corners of my field for poor people to glean.

· I have to work on Saturdays because I need the money.  (Do you need the money or do you just want the money?)

If you choose to be a Jew, then choose God!  While you are at it, live by the rules He gave your people.  In a way, your life is the simplest and most humble of all.  Your life requires but a simple devotion to God and His seven Holy Days each year to show your devotion.  This is the life you have chosen:  do not deny God of His Glory and God will not deny you.  You are the chosen of God:  show Him your humility.  Never show God your pride.  Humility is honor:  pride is only a perversion of honor which is puffed up from within.

Now, the remainder of this book will, in a large way, be written to Muslims.  The Muslim faith has completely left the Ways of God as spoken by the prophet Muhammad, long ago.  If you are a Muslim, know that you have now gone the way of every religion before you.  You have set aside your Book for the vanities that others preach (your Muslim clerics).  While you ought to be the most peaceful people on the face of this earth, you only show God, and this world, your evil ways.  God told Muslims to spread His Qur’an over the entire world:  those who have gone before you did God’s work magnificently and with humility.  Because of the work of your forefathers, God has rewarded the Arabs with the wealth of this world:  oil.

You have taken this wealth of God and made yourselves fat with it.  In this fatness, you have ALLOWED the leaders of your faith to corrupt the Qur’an.  Today, you teach your children of Holy War, which is a thing of the past.  God has given you enough wealth to separate yourselves from this world and to keep your faith pure (exactly as He did for Abraham).  Yet, you use this wealth contrary to what Gabriel taught you.  Gabriel taught Muhammad to NOT force belief upon those who want no part of it:  you know this to be true.  Gabriel taught Muhammad to leave unbelievers alone so they might one day come to believe:  you know this to be true.  Gabriel taught Muhammad that God is most merciful and forgiving:  you know this to be true.

Yet, here you are, teaching your children of things not written in the Qur’an.  The Qur’an says nothing of a person receiving seventy-two virgins in Paradise if they kill others.  The Qur’an says nothing about killing unbelievers in foreign places.  The Qur’an says nothing about killing unbelievers even in your own lands!  The Qur’an says nothing about you influencing the affairs of other places in this world.  God knows Arabs!  Arabs are not a traveling people and God only tells you to protect your place in Arabia.  Many things you do today are evil in the sight of God.

Know that this author preaches no vanities to you here in this book.  This author only presents the Truth of God as placed in your Scripture.  If you have departed from the Truth of God in this world, then let God’s punishment come your way, as promised in His Qur’an.  The youth of this world has always been misguided:  this is the way of our world.  It is the elders of communities who are expected to be tolerant, for a while, and teach the young of God’s Ways.  This is where you have failed God!  The Muslim faith has taken its newfound wealth (and power) and has used it to preach vanities to its youth.  There is only one way to correct this evil and you know the answer:  it is found in the Qur’an.

Any person who lives in Arabia and is harmful to the Muslim ways (the Qur’an) must be killed.  The Qur’an states that all unbelievers who seek to destroy Islam must die.  This includes Arabs and non-Arabs.  Muhammad had to fight a great many Arabs to preserve the way of Islam.  Have times changed?  Have people changed?  No . . . but Muslims have gotten fat and lazy in their protection of Islam.  Certain Muslim leaders have taught their youth to conduct a so-called Holy War against this world (and against other Muslim nations).  These same leaders stand idly by (in fact, they usually hide) while their young, who are too young to fully understand the Truth of God, die for these evil leaders.  God saw to it that the Muslim faith could not be destroyed from without for almost two-thousand years.  Today, you have allowed the Muslim faith to be destroyed from within; this has happened in but one generation:  today’s generation.  The Muslim faith has gone exactly the way of the Christian faith.  God sees this, why do you not see this?

The Qur’an forbids Muslims to divide into factions.  You have divided into factions!  Some factions, desiring to expand beyond Arabia, have come to power in Muslim countries; in doing so, they have hurt Islam in many ways.  The Qur’an teaches that death is the only solution for this evil in Islam.

The Muslim faith, as taught in the Qur’an, is perfect in God’s eyes.  God gave mankind His Qur’an.  It is not your Qur’an:  it is God’s Qur’an.  God does not allow changing His Qur’an.  Any Muslim who cannot see the evil powers that have taken over the Muslim faith is one who, having eyes, cannot see; and having ears, cannot hear.  The Qur’an forbids this also.

Well, this author is a Christian, who sees only the Truth of God in the Qur’an.  But this author also sees many evil ways that have found a home in the Muslim faith.  The Qur’an warns you of Satan’s ways coming into your faith.  Perhaps, you too, have become fat in your wealth and have ceased protecting your ways.  Again, the Qur’an forbids this laziness.

My friend, consider the words of the Prophet Muhammad, spoken so long ago:

The Qur’an 46:10  Muhammad, speak to the people, “Think for yourself, if the Qur’an truly is from God, and you reject it, then one of the Children of Israel testifies as to its similarity (to their own earlier Scripture) and believes in the Qur’an, and yet you yourselves are too proud to do the same, how severely will God condemn you?”

Please allow this author to remind you of a great many truths of God that have been placed in your Book.

Book 15 – Al-Hijr

To this author, at least, it seems as though this 15th book of the Qur’an is speaking to Muslims of today, rather than those of Muhammad’s day.

The Qur’an 15:1  These are the verses of God’s Scripture and that make things clear (God’s plain Truth).
The Qur’an 15:2  It could be that those who disbelieve, wish they were Muslims.

The Qur’an 15:3  Let them both eat and enjoy life, and allow their false hopes to disturb them.  They will one day come to understand.

Those who are not harmful (or seek to fight) against Islam must be left in peace.

Is God talking about Muslims or non-Muslims here?  God does not specify who He is talking about.  This is a rare book in the Qur’an where God never once distinguishes between followers of Islam (Muslims) and those outside of Islam.  Could it be that God is talking to the entire world here?  Could it be that God is talking to the Muslims only?  Consider this.

The Qur’an 15:4  We have never destroyed a people before their appointed time.  (Remember this for a few minutes)
The Qur’an 15:5  Indeed, no people can advance or delay their time.

The Qur’an 15:6  Arabs say, “Receiver of this Qur’an (Muhammad), you are a madman.

The Qur’an 15:7  Why do you not bring down the angels to us if you possess the Truth?”

The Qur’an 15:8  But God sends down the angels only to fulfill His purposes:  because of this, He will not suffer (tolerate) the unbelievers.

The Qur’an 15:9  We (God) reveal this Qur’an Our Self and We alone will guard it!

The Qur’an 15:10  We sent prophets to people of ancient days,

(This is starting to sound like it was written for Muslims of today.  Actually, it appears to be written to people of all time, but by addressing Muhammad, God wants Muslims to take particular note.)

The Qur’an 15:10  We sent prophets to people of ancient days.

The Qur’an 15:11  Not once, did a prophet come to his people and they did not mock him.

(God continues here teaching about how He created mankind and how Satan was thrown out of heaven.)

The Qur’an 15:39  Satan said to God, “Because you have sent me away, I shall make beautiful the ‘wrong path’ for mankind and deceive every one of them:

The Qur’an 15:40  all except your devoted ones.”

The Qur’an 15:41  God said, “The devoted ones are mine.

The Qur’an 15:42  You have no authority over My children, except for those who follow you.”

(God now teaches about one true servant, Lot, and how Lot was saved because of the life he lived.)  Then God continues:

The Qur’an 15:85  We created the heavens and the earth and all that is between only by Our Truth (Our Purpose).  Behold, the final Hour is coming.  So Muhammad, forgive with a gracious forgiveness.

The Qur’an 15:86  God is the All Knowing Creator!

The Qur’an 15:89  Muhammad, say, “Behold, I give clear warning, with plain speech,

The Qur’an 15:90  such as God has sent down for those who divide themselves into sects,

The Qur’an 15:91  and those who divide the Qur’an into pieces.

The Qur’an 15:92  Of them, God testifies that He shall judge them all

The Qur’an 15:93  by their deeds.”

This can only be written for Muslims of today.  The Qur’an forbids Muslims from dividing into sects.  This never happened in Muhammad’s day.  It took at least four Caliphs (after Muhammad) before this ever started.  This very short book, of just a few pages, is clearly given to Muslims who would come long after Muhammad left this world.  This author spent four books of Wisdom showing Christians and Jews of the same flaws regarding their own perfect Scripture.  Hopefully, they learned God’s lesson that no person, anywhere in this world, is exempt from God’s Truth as originally given to this world.  The word “originally” is the key word here.  (As a side note, Christians and Jews have never had a problem recognizing God’s prophecies applying to today’s world.  Muslims need to learn this wisdom and find it in their Qur’an.  The Qur’an is full of wisdom and prophecy meant only for today’s world.  This is the Glory of the Word of God; for a thousand years is but a twinkling of the eye to God.)

God has forever said that simple faith, by itself, is not enough!  We must take His simple Truth, with no religious boundaries, and then build our lives upon this simple faith.  Here, we find the painstaking truth of the Muslim faith today and it is only by the Glory of God that this truth was spoken well over one-thousand years ago!  And in the Qur’an!

Every Muslim is free to either accept this Truth of God or to reject it:  exactly the same as God described concerning earlier people; such as Jews, Christians, the people of Ad, and the Forest Dwellers.  God never once excused Muslims from His Truth in this world.  Just because you happen to be Muslim, do not believe that God excuses you from the Truth needed to be found in this world.  Your very Qur’an describes how the People of the Book (Jews and Christians) made this same mistake!

Every Muslim is required to make sure the leaders of their faith stay true to the Qur’an.  Never, not even once, will you find in the Qur’an where you are to follow your religious leaders like lambs-to-the-slaughter.  Yet, you do this!  And the Qur’an forbids this!

In case you missed God’s message here (due to the verse distractions) here is God’s full message to Muslims of today.

(Gabriel, the angel, speaking:)

“Behold, I give clear warning with plain speech, such as God has sent down for those who divide themselves into sects and those who divide the Qur’an into pieces.  Of them, God testifies that He shall judge them all by their deeds.”

My friend, you must see that God is speaking to you, here today!  God wants you to know that He is speaking to you here today and that you must protect your Muslim faith!  In Muhammad’s day, the Muslim faith was almost destroyed from without (outside).  Today, the Muslim faith is nearly destroyed from within.  This Christian author, believing in the Hebrew ways, cannot tell you how to protect Islam.  But this author can tell you that today, your danger is from within and that your appointed time is nearing its end and all will be shown their deeds.  The appointed time of all of mankind (including Muslims) is nearing its end.  This author has given this same warning to Christians and Jews in his earlier books of Wisdom.

Guard your faith as much as you guard your life:  do not fail in this.  After this, guard your Muslim religion as far as your abilities permit:  all Muslims, not yet born, need you to do this today.  We all (upon this earth) have been given the task of deciding what evils we allow to remain in this world.  Those evils that attack from within are always the least defensible:  the People of the Book discovered this a long time ago.  If you understand your Qur’an, then you know that God favored Muhammad and Abraham because they possessed this very trait.  Faith is easy:  God (and Muhammad) taught this.  Guarding our lives is a daily task we all face in life.  God teaches this clearly all through his Qur’an and all through His earlier Scriptures.

God makes this crystal clear in Al-Hijr.

Christians and Jews are clueless as to who the people of Al-Hijr were:  but you know.  You know!

The Qur’an 15:84  What the people of Al-Hijr gained (by way of their own efforts after rejecting God’s Word), was of no use to them in the end.

Book 16 – The Bee

This will be a very short section because The Bee, quite frankly, is beyond the scope of this book and beyond the ability of this author to explain.  The Bee is, or ought to be, a very special book to every Muslim who ever lived.  It is not that this author is afraid to comment on any Truth of God placed in the Qur’an, but this author knows that anything he says regarding this particular book would only detract from God’s Message (and the Glory of God).

The Bee, quite simply, is a beautiful book that God spoke regarding His own Glory.  This author knows his place amongst men and this author knows his place below God.  This author will allow The Bee to stand, with little comment regarding God, knowing that this book is God’s “explanation” of His own Glory.  Read the first verse of this book and you will understand this author’s trepidation regarding the Glory of God in this life.

The Qur’an 16:1  The Judgement of God will come, so do not seek to hasten it.  Glory be to God!  He is above all things that mankind associates with Him.

There are three passages in The Bee that require comment by this author regarding a certain belief that Muslims put forth, God’s Truth regarding His Holy Spirit, and a Hebrew mystery.

FIRST, this perfect book by God is one of three places in the Qur’an that certain Muslim heretics put forth to claim any number of lies:  including the modern fable of seventy-two virgins waiting in heaven for terrorists.  The beauty of God’s Glory is that these people entirely missed the conversation of God found exactly where they stopped quoting God!

The Qur’an 16:30  When it is said to the righteous, “What has God revealed to this world?  They reply, “Only goodness.”  For those who do good in this world, theirs is a good reward and the home of Heaven is better.  The home of the righteous will be perfect.

The Qur’an 16:31  They will enter God’s Gardens of Eden, where rivers flow, and they will have everything they desire.  This is how God rewards the righteous:

This . . . exactly . . . is where certain Muslim clerics stop in their preaching!

Obviously, some Muslim clerics desire seventy-two virgins.  If they cannot have this here on earth, then they believe God will have it waiting for them.  You just read the Truth of God’s Word in the Qur’an and you just read how far some evil people will pervert God’s Word!  Let us FINISH GOD’S CONVERSATION.  As usual, you will find God’s conclusion just a sentence, or two, away!  God knows us, so He keeps His conversations short:

The Qur’an 16:31  They will enter God’s Gardens of Eden, where rivers flow, and they will have everything they desire.  This is how God rewards the righteous:

The Qur’an 16:32  those whom the angels accompany at death, because of their goodness.  Peace be with you:  enter Paradise because of your good deeds.  (Remember this verse when you read this author’s appendix regarding Guardian Angels.)

The Qur’an 16:33  Do disbelievers wait for nothing, but for the angels or for God’s Judgement?  This is what those who lived before did.  God did not wrong them:  they wronged themselves.
The Qur’an 16:34  The evils they committed are what defeated them!  And that which they used to ridicule (God’s Truth) finally found them.

Believe it or not, this is one of three places that some Muslim clerics quote for others to believe they will receive seventy-two virgins if they kill innocent people and children.  People they have never met, people who have never wronged them, indeed, people living thousands of miles away!  Now that you have read the ENTIRE CONVERSATION, can you see how far they are from God’s actual Truth?  Not once in the Bible, OR IN THE QUR’AN, is killing others described as a “good deed.”  In fact, not once, in the history of mankind, has God ever described the killing of others as a “good deed.”  On rare occasions, extremely rare occasions, it may become necessary:  but it is never described as a good deed.

SECOND, we find God’s plain truth regarding His Holy Spirit (which is no-part-of-three):

The Qur’an 16:102  Muhammad, say that the Holy Spirit has brought the Qur’an from God with His Truth, that it may confirm the faith of all believers, as good news for those who worship God.

This author will offer no further explanation of God’s seven Spirits which are given to this entire world because this author has exhausted this subject in this book and prior books of Wisdom.

THIRD (and finally), we find certain truths here (in the year 600 AD!) regarding Hebrew beliefs.  If these truths of God existed six-hundred years after Christ, then maybe, just maybe, Christians and Jews should pay attention!

The Qur’an 16:114  Eat of the lawful and good things that God has provided you and thank God for His goodness, if you worship Him.

The Qur’an 16:115  God forbids for you only from the following:  carrion (beasts that die of natural causes or are otherwise sick), blood, pig’s meat, or any beast which has been sacrificed in any name, other than God’s.

This agrees with the Old Testament laws regarding clean and unclean meats:  600 years after Christ!  And 2,000 years after Moses!  God went on to say that if any person, by way of starvation, is forced to eat against this rule, God will forgive this person and have mercy upon them.

The Qur’an 16:116  Speak not regarding that which you claim to be clean or unclean; it is a lie.  Those who lie against God will not fair well (with God).

The Qur’an 16:117  Theirs will be a brief joy:  theirs will be a painful end.
The Qur’an 16:118  Muhammad, for the Jews, We forbade that which We have explained to you.  We did not wrong them; they wronged themselves.

The Qur’an 16:119  Behold God, for those who do wrong out of ignorance, but later make their ways right, from this point forward, God is forgiving and merciful.

Christians (and especially Jews), take note.  This is the subject matter for a different book, but know that this Truth of God is found in your Bible!  God is telling you what is good, and not good, for your bodies.  If you fail to understand what God is telling you, then just do what He says, knowing it to be right for your health.  This is a health lesson found in the Bible and the Qur’an.  Science is just now beginning to catch up to this Truth of God (from the ancient days).

And now, we come to one more Hebrew truth that may never be understood.  At the end of this 16th book of the Qur’an, God reveals His Truth regarding the Hebrew (Jewish and Christian) Sabbath:  notice the word “Sabbath” is capitalized because it belongs to (or is a part of) God:

The Qur’an 16:120  Abraham was a nation obedient to God.  By his nature, he was righteous.  Abraham did not worship idols;

The Qur’an 16:121  always thankful for God’s blessings.  For this, God chose Abraham and guided him toward righteousness.

The Qur’an 16:122  We gave Abraham blessings in this world, and in the Hereafter, he will be counted among the righteous.

The Qur’an 16:123  Later, we inspired you, Muhammad, saying, “Follow the ways of Abraham who’s nature was righteous.  Abraham did not worship idols.”

The Qur’an 16:124  The Sabbath was made a requirement only for those who disagreed with it (another translation is “differed regarding it”).  Behold, God will judge them according to their disagreements (or differences) on the Day of Resurrection.

What this author is about to write is NOT the Word of God speaking.  It could be wrong!  God did not explain Himself here regarding the origins of His Sabbath.  Know now, that God said it so we must be careful not to reject His words.  Even if we fail to understand His words, then they will have to be left that way:  as not understood, but still True.  Just do not call them lies because your vanities prevent you from understanding.

We can only understand God when we follow His conversation:  what He said before and after a particular Truth.  Before we do this, remember who He gave the Sabbath to and when He gave it.  When Israel moved to Egypt (in Joseph’s day), they were farmers and herdsmen.  They were not from cities and were but a small group of people (66 to be exact:  Joseph’s brothers, their wives, and children).  We are talking about a family here, that is all.  This family spent the next four-hundred years in captivity (as slaves to the Egyptians).

Remember, that four-hundred years is a very long time.  It is easy for us to forget this because all of this happens in only one or two pages of the Bible.  Just realize that in two-hundred years, America went from thirteen small colonies to over a quarter-of-a-BILLION people:  just half of that four-hundred years which the Hebrews spent in Egypt.  Four-hundred years is a very long time.  When the Tribes of Israel left Egypt, they truly were a “people” and there were a lot of them:  all they understood was slavery.  While they were on their way toward the promised land, God gave these slave-type people, His Sabbath.  It is so easy for us, here today, to look fondly back upon our forefathers (a great nation of people), who were the recipients of God’s blessings, going to their promised land full of flowers, milk, and honey.  Well, sitting in our heated and cooled homes in America only makes us fools.  These were slaves who had scars on their backs and only had ancient tales of freedom:  so ancient that they were basically fairytales of freedom.

Why would God teach these people about His Sabbath?  Could it be that in four-hundred years, they were never given a day of rest from the Egyptians?  Could it be that God saw that as former slaves, they would be very industrious because they did not know what rest was?  This author was not there, but would venture a guess that these answers are “yes.”  Could it be that God knew they would form cities and no longer be the farmers (and shepherds) of their folklore?  This author is not God, but with the benefit of 20/20 hindsight, would venture a guess that the answer is “yes.”  Could it be that God knew these thirteen tribes would scatter across the earth and completely cover four of the six populated continents?  Again, this author guesses that the answer is “yes.”

This author’s guesses do not matter.  The fact is that God gave this bunch of slaves His Sabbath just as they were to truly blossom as a great nation; having great cities with new laws and customs.  These people, probably never having known what a day of rest was, were given a gift by God, called His Sabbath.  They were not even told to worship God on that day.  All they had to do was to rest from their work (as God rested from His work after He made the universe and this earth).  Why would God do this?

This author could be wrong, but here is what this author believes could be the answer.  The Bible states (in countless places) that God has written His laws into the hearts of all mankind.  This means all people, not just Jews and Christians.  The nation of Israel probably had these laws whipped out of them over the course of four-hundred years!  (Remember, this was twice the length that America has existed and few Americans know anything about American life when it started).  God was giving guidance to Israel so this slave-type people could join the rest of the world (and His blessings).  Why does this author believe this?  Because in teaching the Hebrews of His Sabbath, God even required them to give their servants a day of rest (“servants” is a polite Bible word for slaves).  God required them to also give their animals a day of rest:  read your Bible:  it is all there in Exodus.  Remember, the book of Exodus is a book of “leaving.”  Exodus is a book of putting your past behind you:  Exodus is a book of change.

God also knew that the Tribes of Israel would become the most industrious nations of this world and only a day of rest would save this type of people from vanity and Satan’s ways.  Look at the Tribes of Israel this way:  the Tribes of Israel are the only industrialized nations on the face of this earth.  This is not good or bad; it is just the way this world is!  The Tribes of Israel have spread out across North America, South America, Europe, Australia, parts of Asia, and parts of Africa.  No other people possess this trait. The people of India stay to themselves.  China, and other Asian people, stay to themselves.  Arabs and Muslims stay to themselves.  Native tribes (of all continents) stay to themselves.  Taiwan, Japan, and a few other Asian nations stayed to their selves until western ways were brought to them (in fairly recent history).

There are two ways of looking at God’s Sabbath and this author cannot distinguish which is more correct.  Perhaps both are right:

· God brought the former slaves of Egypt back to His Truth which the entire world already possessed in their hearts.  God indicates this is true in the Bible.

· God was taking special care of His people, Israel, who He knew would scatter across this earth and would chase their vanities and pleasures more than any other.  God indicates this is true also in the Bible (spoken by Jacob, before his death, in the book of Genesis).

Again, it does not matter what this author thinks about God’s Sabbath because everything must come back to the Word of God which states:

“The Sabbath was made a requirement only for those who differed regarding it.  Behold, God will judge them according to their differences.”

To this author, this statement, by God, only shows that God decided that the Tribes of Israel needed the Sabbath:  only God knows the reason for this.  Regardless, God’s Purpose is good enough for all of mankind.  Christ Himself taught that, “Man was not made for the Sabbath, but the Sabbath was made for man.”  It is God’s gift to us!
Remember that this sixteenth book of the Qur’an, The Bee, is about the true Glory of God and is also about us “busy-bees” on this earth.

The Qur’an 16:68  The Lord directed the bee, saying, “Choose (build) your houses in the hills and in the trees and in that which mankind constructs.

The Qur’an 16:69  Feed upon all fruits and follow the ways of God which have been made easy for you.”  From the bellies of the bees comes a drink (a lesson), of many colors, in which mankind will find healing.  Truly, there is a lesson here for all who will consider.

Oh, this earthly drink of God’s Glory truly is of many colors.  The true lesson from God is that only when these many colors are brought together (from all of the various bees, or people, of this earth), then, and only then, shall mankind learn the Will of God upon this earth.  We must always remember our place in this world and remember our place compared to God’s Glory.  We are the busy bees and God has given us our lesson regarding other peoples (busy bees) upon this earth.

“The ways of God have been made easy for the bee.”  Why would God say this?  Well, bees never fight amongst themselves.  They go about their business by themselves, but never to the detriment of other bees.  In fact, when one bee finds a treasure-trove of nectar, it returns to the others and tells them where that treasure is.  Bees only work together; through their common effort (of life), all benefit and the entire population grows strong.  Not one bee is left out of this plan.  Back in Muhammad’s day, when God spoke these words, mankind knew nothing about this behavior in bees.  This truth has only come-to-light in modern times.  But God has known this truth forever!  Perhaps, these verses were written, specially, for people of today.  Perhaps, people of today need these words more than at any other time of mankind’s history.

God concluded this book with His lesson regarding His Sabbath, which had nothing to do with Muslims!  Accept this lesson as the wisdom of God regarding all of mankind’s place upon this tiny world of His.

(Author’s note:  well, maybe this wasn’t such a short section after all.)
Book 19 – Mary

This book begins with the events leading to the birth of John the Baptist.  It is no different than the same story in the Bible.  This book does, however, dispute many Christian claims that they (and only they) go straight to heaven when they die.  Their Bible never says this, but Christians continue to believe this.  This subject was addressed in this author’s first four books of Wisdom and will not be addressed again.  Just note what Gabriel, the angel, states regarding God and John the Baptist:

The Qur’an 19:12  God said, “John, hold fast to the Scripture.”  We gave John wisdom while he was still a child,

The Qur’an 19:13  God gave him compassion (caring) and a pure spirit, and John was devout,

The Qur’an 19:14  obedient to his parents, never arrogant or rebellious.

The Qur’an 19:15  Peace was on John the day he was born, the day he died, and peace will be on him the day he is resurrected.

This was written six-hundred years after John died!  John, the greatest prophet born of women, had not been resurrected yet.  No person is resurrected until the Last Great Day of God.

Know now, that the Qur’an never, even once, disputes the resurrection of Christ as described in the Gospel.  In fact, the Qur’an confirms this truth.  So Muslims, why have you never sought the words of Christ?  Could it be that your pride causes you to say, “We have the Qur’an; we have no need for the words of Christ?”  Answer this question loudly so that God may hear you.

Book 21 – The Prophets

This book is one of the most beautiful books ever written because it is about every prophet God has ever sent to mankind:  regardless of their faith.  In it, God also speaks to all prophets, dead or alive or yet to come.  Many believe that the days of God’s prophets are long gone; no indeed, they are not gone, but shall return as the Bible teaches.

The Qur’an 21:1  Mankind’s reckoning draws near, while people turn from God with a reckless abandon.

God sets the tone for this book in its first verse.  Everything that follows is God’s attempt to unify all faiths upon this earth, for we are but a speck of dust within this universe and there is but one God who created all.  Anything that mankind invents, contrary to this Truth, is but vanity (nothing).

The Qur’an 21:10  God has sent down a Scripture to remind mankind.  Does mankind not understand?

The Qur’an 21:11  How many evil nations has God destroyed, only to raise others in their place?

(Historians, you teach so often regarding the rise and fall of nations, but in your prideful arrogance, you have completely missed the Truth!  God has just given the Truth you have forever failed to teach to this world!  Not one historian, nor but a few religious leaders, ever taught the true history of mankind as God revealed to Muhammad over a thousand years ago.)

The Qur’an 21:12  Only when they felt God’s might did they run from it.

This 21st book has nothing to do with Muslims:  this book is about the entire world; it just so happens to include Muslims (and Christians, Jews, Hindu, Shinto, Buddhists, Aborigine, atheists, agnostics, native tribes, and all people yet unborn).  This book is about God’s most simple Truth in this world, but never exceeds that mustard seed’s worth of faith Christ described.

The Qur’an 21:21  Has mankind chosen any gods upon this earth who can give life to the dead?

The Qur’an 21:22  Had there been found any gods on earth, but God, our Father, then both heaven and earth would truly be a wasteland.  Glory be to the Lord of the Throne, eternally separate from anything mankind invents.

God summarizes His Glory with the works He has done on this earth; all in the sight (and hearing) of mankind.

The Qur’an 21:48  God gave Moses and Aaron the Scripture which teaches the difference between right and wrong and is a light and lesson to all who seek righteousness.

To all Muslims, why have you not sought God’s message regarding right and wrong in this world?  To all Christians, why have you neglected to connect God’s Word regarding the light He gave Moses (the Torah)?

John 1:6  There was a man sent from God whose name was John.

John 1:7  The same came for a witness, to bear witness of the Light, that all people through him might believe.

Why would God say that His Word to Moses and Aaron was a light?  And why would God say this in the Qur’an?  No matter who you are, think about this.  Think very much about this!  (Light shines upon all people of this earth; no matter where they live, no matter what they believe.)  Light is light:  God knows what light is and mankind knows what light is!

Return for a moment to this verse in the Qur’an:

“God gave Moses and Aaron that Scripture which teaches the difference between right and wrong . . .”

If this is true, then why do Muslims NOT READ THE TORAH?  It must be true because Gabriel, the angel, said this to Muhammad.  To all Muslims, do not concern yourselves with any errors Christians, Jews, and others preach.  God will judge them by their differences someday; some favorably, some unfavorably.  But this part of this author’s book is purposed to teach Muslims how they have recently departed from their own Word of God.

This author hears rumors that certain Muslim nations forbid the possession of God’s Bible by any person.  If this is true, then know that God has already abandoned that nation (and those people) to their evil ways!  God teaches Muslims that His Word to Moses was Scripture!  Not only this, but His Word was that very Scripture which teaches the entire world about right and wrong.  God warns Muslims about rejecting Him, wherever we find Him.  Could it possibly be that this is the very reason that some Muslims, today, have no sense of right and wrong regarding violence?  Could it possibly be that God has caused certain Muslim nations to lose this sense of right and wrong?  God did this to the Sabeans!

This book called The Prophets is one of the most beautiful books of the Qur’an:  know this.  But it is not beautiful to any person who rejects God!  No, you say to this?  Then follow God’s conversation in the Qur’an:

The Qur’an 21:50  The Qur’an also is a blessed message which God has sent down:  will mankind reject it?

Read those words again:  “The Qur’an ALSO . . .”  Oh, how the truth can hurt, but oh, how God forbids us from ever REJECTING His Scripture.  All Muslims need to consider this truth in their lives very much.  (Christians and Jews, you are well on your way to understanding God’s Qur’an:  you need to consider this truth also.)
More bad news for Muslims:

The Qur’an 21:78  Remember David and Solomon, when they judged regarding the field, and the sheep which strayed therein at night.  God witnessed their judgement

The Qur’an 21:79  and We gave Solomon understanding in the case, and David also.  We gave them both judgement and knowledge.

Few people realize this, but the Bible teaches that David gave his throne to Solomon before his own death:  only a good king does this.  This story probably took place during this time when David was teaching Solomon.

Another book that Muslims are told to learn (Proverbs).  God teaches much regarding David in the Qur’an, but says little regarding Solomon.  So why would God say all of this to Muslims?  Could it possibly be that the Bible was known all through Arabia in the year 600 AD (when these words were spoken to Muhammad)?  Could it possibly be that God actually wanted Muslims to seek His Word (Scripture) that was given in earlier times?  Even that Scripture which came after the Torah?  Could it be that God will curse any nation (Muslim or otherwise) that outlaws the presence of His Scripture in their land?  Remember; it is His Scripture, not ours!  Outlawing God’s Scripture is the same as rejecting God’s Scripture, but at a national level.  Oh, how God has punished many nations in the past, at a national level.  The Bible and the Qur’an both show this extensively.

More bad news for Muslims, from God’s most beautiful book:

The Qur’an 21:91  Remember she who was chaste (Mary, mother of Jesus).  We breathed into her, a part of our Holy Spirit, and made her and her son a sign for all nations.

Here is yet another book Muslims are told to remember (learn).  God just said “all nations,” not just Christians only.  Jews and Christians only “think” God is hard on them.  Muslims are told to learn the Scripture which God has sent to others also.  Well, God is not as demanding as we “think” He is because in the year 600 AD, when Muhammad lived, God made sure that all of His Scripture was present in Arabia.  Muhammad did not have to go far to find God’s earlier Scripture.  Indeed, Muhammad found refuge (and safety) in Yathrib:  a Jewish settlement, controlled by the Jews.

God did His part and He did it magnificently.  It is only mankind (and certain Muslim nations) that reject God’s Scripture and keep it out of their lands.  The Qur’an is a book of God filled with countless examples of God condemning people (nations) that did this.  Muslims need to know this and remember their Qur’an.

Most Muslims do not realize the following, but learn this now.  There is not a single Jewish or Christian nation upon this earth (known to this author) that forbids the Qur’an from their lands.  Think about what you just read.  For all of their errors, Jews and Christians understand one Truth of God:  that all of God’s Truth, no matter what Book it comes from, will stand, AS IS, UPON THIS EARTH, and all people are able to discern good and evil within their lives regarding God’s Truth.  The amazing truth of this matter is that the Bible never states that Jews or Christians must accept other Books, yet they have somehow found this Truth of God in their hearts.  Your Qur’an requires you to accept other Books, yet you have not found this Truth of God in your heart.  God will judge us all by our differences.

If any Muslim lives in a nation that forbids God’s Scripture, know that the Qur’an tells you what to do about this.  Know that the Qur’an warns you about the influence of Satan upon this earth.  (Satan’s main goal is to hide God’s Scripture so that he may introduce his lies to mankind.)  Know also what God says, in the Qur’an, about cowardice regarding people who should DEMAND to seek His Scripture.  The Bible says very little about cowardice regarding the seeking of God’s Word because, quite frankly, the Tribes of Israel did not have to face this issue.  This was all by God’s Grace, but Muslims do not have this luxury.  While the Qur’an was, indeed, written for the entire world, it specifically details the difficulties that Muslims face regarding their placing His Scripture within their lives.  God requires that Muslims keep His Qur’an as the central part of their lives.  (This is God’s gift to Muslims.)  The Bible places no such requirement on the Tribes of Israel.  It would be well, that the Tribes should do this, but it is not required.

A blank page shall be inserted here, in this book, for all Muslims to reflect upon what they just read.  Never mind the words of this author because this author is not God!  Think about the words of God found in His precious book called “The Prophets.”  This book (The Prophets) is very much about all of the different places in this world where God has given His Scripture.  Do you, as a Muslim, want God’s Scripture to have a place in your life?  Do you want the Qur’an to take a central place in your life?  What does the word Islam (total devotion to God) mean to you?  Islam has nothing to do with mankind, sects, governments, or Muslim clerics.  Islam is about God and Islam is from God!  Consider this very much.  If all of God’s Scripture, found on this earth, is not present in Muslim nations, did God cause this to happen?  Or did mankind cause this to happen?  If mankind caused this, then who amongst the Muslim people caused this to happen?  Was it the average Muslim person, trying to live a decent life?  Or was it the modern day Muslim leaders?

Now, did God tell Muhammad to seek and learn His earlier Scripture in this world?  Did God tell Muhammad that the Qur’an was a confirmation of earlier Scripture?  If so, does the word “confirmation” mean that God’s earlier Scripture needed to be learned?  Are Muslims to seek earlier Scripture?  Muhammad was told to do so.  Consider this very much.  God’s Truth is the truth:  and sometimes the truth hurts.  If Muslims are to seek earlier Scripture, know that you do not have to become a part of any other religion:  you need only seek, possess, learn their Scripture, and you will be a better MUSLIM for this.  (All this; from a humble author who sought, found, and learned your Book.)

When you return from the blank page, learn the Truth of God (to this entire world) found in God’s book called The Prophets.

God only has one message to mankind in this 21st book of the Qur’an.  This message is that it does not matter who you are; because wherever you live, God has placed His Truth in your world, in your language, and in your land.  All that is required is that you do not reject God or any of His Truth.  God is very patient and God will allow you the time to grow-up, making all of your mistakes in life, and will still allow you to place Him somewhere in your heart (your life).  God is this simple!  This 21st book of the Qur’an is this simple.

This author may have been hard on all Muslims regarding this truth, but Muslims know that God’s Truth really is this simple.  In this book of Prophets, God mentions so many of His prophets (and so much of His work on this earth):  Muhammad, Moses, Aaron, Abraham, Lot, Isaac, Jacob, Noah, David, Solomon, Job, Jonah, Ishmael, Idris, Dhu’l-kifl (Ezekiel), Zachariah, Mary, and Jesus.  God has done so much in this world, but oh, how so many people, all over this world, reject God’s Word.

It is only we people, through our vanities, who reject God’s Word as lies.  God has made sure that His Word, or His Truth, will be found on every square inch of this earth for any person to find.  It is only we people who freely choose to reject God’s Truth:  it matters not the language we speak, the color of our skin, the government we live under, or the year we were born.  God summarizes this perfectly in the 21st book of the Qur’an, called The Prophets:

The Qur’an 21:105  Truly, We have written in the Scripture (this time meaning Psalms), as We did earlier in the Reminder (always meaning the Torah), My righteous servants shall inherit the earth.”  (Oh, how this author could and should quote Christ’s sermon on the mount, found in the Book of Matthew, which shows how mankind shall not inherit Heaven, but shall inherit the earth!)

Oh no . . . another book Muslims need to read (Psalms)!  Well, Christians, take note of this Word of God, found in the Qur’an, which speaks of God’s Scripture found in the Old Testament.  No, you say to this?  Well, read the rest of God’s conversation found in the very next verse:

The Qur’an 21:106  Behold, there is a true lesson here for all people who devote themselves to God.

There truly are lessons for all servants of God in the Qur’an.  God has seen to this:

The Qur’an 21:92  All prophets!  This, your religion, is but one religion and I am your God, so serve Me.

(This translation of “All prophets!” is a stretch to some, but God had just finished describing the work of sixteen prophets:  who were sent to many different peoples.  In this single verse, God summarizes all of their efforts by addressing them in a single thought.  The translation is good.)

The Qur’an 21:93  Mankind has divided this one religion into different pieces regarding different peoples, but all will return to God.

The Qur’an 21:97  When the True Promise comes, then see the disbelievers, wide-eyed in terror, and they will say, “Oh, but for us!  We forgot all of this.  We lived wrong!”

John wrote of this also:

Revelation 19:11  And I saw heaven opened, and behold a white horse; and he that sat on him was called Faithful and True, and in righteousness he doth judge and make war.

(Remember, “The disbelievers’ eyes will show their terror and will say, “Oh, but for us!”)

Revelation 19:12  His eyes were as the flame of fire, and on his head were many crowns; and he had a name written, that no man knew, but he himself.

(Could it be that these many crowns are the many peoples He has helped over the past SIX-THOUSAND YEARS?)

Revelation 19:13  And he was clothed with a vesture dipped in blood: and his name is called The Word of God.
My dearest friend, no matter who you are, can there be any doubt that the Qur’an has been sent to this world by God?  It does not matter if you know the name of God because truthfully, no person who ever lived knew the name of God!  If you are a Christian or Jew (or any other person), go spend a few dollars and buy a copy of the Qur’an that has been written in your language.  Do not buy a Qur’an written by any of the westerners who have translated the Qur’an (with much prejudice).  If you desire a good apple, find the tree!  This author has not found a poor translation written by any Arab author.

Read this 21st book called The Prophets and learn of God’s work in this world regarding all of the various peoples upon this earth.  This is one book of the Qur’an where God does not condemn any true faith upon this earth.  Quite the contrary:  God confirms the truth of every true faith that is found upon this earth.  When you are finished reading this short book, called The Prophets, say out loud, with God as your witness, “This Qur’an is not from God and this Qur’an has nothing to do with God.”  Any person who can do this with no fear of God is clearly, one who, having ears, cannot hear, and having eyes, cannot see.

Oh, God’s mercy is so precious, but God’s Judgement is even more so, His Truth!

CONCLUSION

My beloved friend, no matter who you are, this book is finished!  This author could, and should, go on through the rest of God’s Qur’an explaining God’s Truth as placed elsewhere on this earth besides with Jews and Christians.  But, honestly, this work has exhausted this author.  The 21st book of the Qur’an brings us well past the halfway point of the Qur’an.  One reason this author is exhausted is because any person who cannot find the Truth of God as placed in the Qur’an (and presented here), quite simply, is not looking for God’s Truth in their life.

The length of this book is also approaching that which this author feels many people do not wish to endure.  There are only so many truths in this world that one can present before wondering, “How much more do I need to say?”  When this author was learning the Qur’an, many notes were made regarding only the critical items the world needs to know.  These notes were divided into “Critical for Muslims” and “Critical for Christians and Jews.”  After a short while, these notes were merely tagged, “Critical for all.”

Well, this author has covered less than a quarter of these “critical notes” and has been exhausted by the effort.  This author knew that the wisdom found in God’s Qur’an was beyond his ability to explain.  Well, as it turns out, the truth found in God’s Qur’an is also beyond this author’s ability to explain:  this will have to be left to a true and humble Muslim author who believes completely in helping God’s righteous, wherever they are found upon this earth.  Could it be, that one of these evil Muslim clerics (or Ayatollahs) in Arabia will perform this work for God?  Of course not; because evil people only beget evil works.  The Qur’an only teaches Muslims to spread the Truth of God across this world.  These people have had their entire lives to perform God’s righteous works (and to spread God’s Word).  Righteous people beget righteous works!  To these Muslim leaders, do not seek to kill this author:  rather seek to prove this author wrong!  You possess the Truth and Wisdom of God as placed by God in your Qur’an.  Use it and prove this author wrong!  Quite possibly, this truth and wisdom will have to be left to each person who someday decides that they would like to find the Truth of God as placed anywhere upon this earth:  God promises that His Truth will always be simple and straight-forward.

There sometimes comes a point in everyone’s life where they say, “How much more do I need to say?”  Well, know that this author is exhausted.  After two-years of noting these truths and tracing them back to the Bible, this author’s personal life has been nearly ruined.  Try ignoring your friends’ and family’s personal lives for two-years and see if this is not true.  It will take many more months to finalize this work and verify every reference to God’s Word “again.”  This author apologizes to God, to his own family, and to all of his friends for having neglected them for so long.  Just know that every night this author went to bed, he prayed for God to look over those beloved that he neglected to do so himself.  (And know that any person who prays for World Peace is a fool:  all any person can do is to take care of those loved ones found in their lives; even if it means calling upon God’s help to do so.  Use this Truth of God with all of the wisdom you can muster:  and you will find some amazing events happen in your life.)

This author will glean through his notes (the majority of his notes) and present only the highlights of the remainder of God’s Qur’an.  He will do this, stating openly to this world, that the Qur’an is clearly God’s finest Word to this world because it ties all Scripture, ever given to mankind, into one Truth of God.  There is only one God in this universe and there is only one Truth.  Anything that disagrees with this is a lie.  (The Qur’an does not translate well into English, but if you can get over the “ugly English,” you will find some amazing truths in the Qur’an.  This “ugly English” can be a chore, at first, but the rewards are great; and the chore becomes easier with time.)  Remember that the Qur’an is a confirmation of all earlier Scripture:  it contains nothing new, per se.  The Qur’an is God’s finest Word because God gave mankind 600 years, and more, to accept His earlier Scripture and then place it in their lives.  God saw the error of our ways and clarified everything (in which we failed).  This is all that is meant by “God’s finest Word.”  Know that “God’s finest Word” is nothing without His earlier Scripture.  Any true and faithful Muslim will tell you this.

This author will never count himself among the Muslims of this world, just as this author will never truly count himself among the Jews or Christians of this world.  This author will only count himself as among the descendants of Abraham, who believed only in one Truth and one God of this world.  Just as Abraham did, this author will count himself as among those who never fully understood God; and as described by countless others (according to their vanities) to be the “damned of this world.”  Abraham, Noah, and many others were described as the “damned of this world,” by many!  Well, this author will stand with Abraham and Noah; speaking only a simple truth of one God who seeks to help all of mankind.

Please accept the remainder of this book as this author’s greatest failure in life.  Some will consider what follows to be this author’s greatest work.  It is, however, this author’s final effort to conclude the Truth of God as placed in the Qur’an, merely to allow this author time to get his personal life in order.  This author apologizes to God, and this world, for the abbreviated effort (and the exhaustion).

TO CONTINUE, there are some verses in the Qur’an that this author cannot help but feel were placed there by God only to prove the connection between the Bible and the Qur’an.  Perhaps; perhaps not.  Ask yourself why the following two verses are in the Qur’an:

The Qur’an 22:1  People, fear God.  Behold, the earthquake of the Last Hour will be great!

The Qur’an 22:2  On the day that it comes, nursing mothers will forget their babies, every pregnant woman will miscarry, and you will see people seemingly intoxicated, but are not.  God’s affliction upon this world will be great.

Now, consider Christ’s very words regarding our last days here and consider how serious His words truly are:

Mark 13:16  And let him that is in the field not turn back again for to take up his garment.

Mark 13:17  But woe to them that are with child and to them that give suck in those days!

Mark 13:19  For in those days shall be affliction, such as was not from the beginning of the creation which God created unto the time, neither shall be.

Or as Christ stated elsewhere:

Luke 23:28  But Jesus turning unto them said, Daughters of Jerusalem, weep not for me, but weep for yourselves, and for your children.

Luke 23:29  For, behold, the days are coming, in the which they shall say, Blessed are the barren, and the wombs that never bare, and the paps which never gave suck.
Luke 23:30  Then shall they begin to say to the mountains, Fall on us; and to the hills, Cover us. (inferring an earthquake)
My friend, there is only one reason God says this:  because it is going to happen and it truly will be the worst days upon this earth!  How bad can it be when mothers forget to nurse their babies?  How bad can it be when pregnant women all miscarry?  This has never happened before, but it will (and soon).

Regarding the great earthquake, this is described in Revelation:

Revelation 6:14  And the heaven departed as a scroll when it is rolled together and every mountain and island were moved out of their places.

Regarding what you just read in Luke 23:30, this conversation in Revelation continues:

Revelation 6:15 (short version):  and the people hid themselves in the holes and in the rocks of the mountains that were:

Revelation 6:16  and said to the mountains and rocks, Fall on us, and hide us from the face of him that sitteth on the throne, and from the wrath of the Lamb

Revelation 6:20  And every island fled away, and the mountains were not found.

What God describes in the Qur’an exactly matches His words in the Bible.  God did not have to say it this way.  God did not have to use the example of nursing mothers and pregnant women.  God did not have to describe the great earthquake that flattens every mountain upon this earth.  But He did say all of this in the Bible and in the Qur’an.  God chooses His words to mankind very carefully:  He only wants us to BELIEVE what He says.

The twenty-second book of the Qur’an is a very special book to all Muslims.  This book is called The Pilgrimage and is God’s Word regarding the very special pilgrimage Muslims make to Mecca each year.  For true Muslims, this is a very special time and is a very special event.  Well, this book ought to be very special to Jews and Christians also because it shows their place with God, believe it or not.

The Qur’an 22:17  Behold!  Regarding those who believe the Qur’an, and those who are Jews, the Sabeans, the Christians, the Magians, and the idolaters:  God shall judge between them on the Day of Resurrection.  God witnesses everything upon this earth.

The Qur’an 22:18  Have you not observed that everything that is in the heavens, the earth, the sun, the moon, the stars, the hills, the trees, the beasts, and mankind all serve God’s Purpose?  Regarding mankind, there are many of whom eternal death is due.  No one can save those who God despises.  God judges all!

Never mind who the Sabeans and Magians were:  they are described fully in the Qur’an.  If you must know, they were people who originally believed in one God and one Truth.  Those who honored God will be judged well.  They no longer exist because they eventually failed God, but God shall judge every one of them upon the lives they lived.

What you just read here is that God accepts so many different peoples as believers.  Why would God say this in His book describing the pilgrimage of Muslims to Mecca?  In fact, God says this before speaking one word regarding the pilgrimage.  This book is so important to Jews (and Christians) that it will be dealt with separately, as an appendix, behind this book; as a plea to all Muslims, and as God’s promise to Jews and Christians.  This appendix will be titled, “God’s Pilgrimage to Mecca.”  There is only one event in this world that can get Muslims right (again) in the sight of God, given their modern-day vanities and their departure from the Word of God placed in their Qur’an.  Their message from God comes from their own common sense understanding of the Qur’an and requires no effort on their part (regarding all believers who God will judge on the Final Day).  Please read this author’s appendix titled “God’s Pilgrimage to Mecca” found at the end of this book.
And now, my dearest friend, read a story in the Qur’an that no Jew or Christian ever knew existed:  indeed, Muslims have ignored this story for hundreds of years.  The truth of the matter is, that for any person who can find a place in their heart to hold this story, that person does not need to read anything else in this book of Truth.  Fittingly, the twenty-eighth book of the Qur’an is called The Story.

Regarding the truth of Moses, and all other prophets before Muhammad, God is making sure that Muhammad knows his place regarding these earlier stories (and earlier prophets) regarding God’s work on this earth:

The Qur’an 28:44 Muhammad, you were not on the western side of the mount when We explained unto Moses Our commandments:  you were not there!

The Qur’an 28:45  We brought forth many generations (under this commandment) who lived long lives.  You never lived in Midian, giving them Our message.  After this, We continued sending Our messengers to mankind.

The Qur’an 28:46  Muhammad, you were not there beside Sinai when We called Moses.  But the knowledge of it exists in Arabia and is a warning from God (to Muslims) that you (Muhammad) should warn a people to whom no prophet has come before.

The Qur’an 28:48  Now when Our truth did come to the Arabs, they said, “Why has Muhammad not been given the same as Moses was given?”  (Meaning signs and miracles.)  Did not the Hebrews disbelieve in that which Moses delivered (with signs and miracles)?  Disbelieving Arabs say (to Muhammad), “Two types of magic supporting each other, so we believe neither of them.”

(Know that Muhammad had as difficult of a time with his people as Moses had with his.  People are people . . . it does not matter if they are Jew, Christian, Muslim, or any other.)

The Qur’an 28:49  Muhammad, say to them, “Bring a Scripture, delivered by God, that gives better guidance than these two books and surely, I will follow it!”

Can you believe what you just read regarding these two books:  the Bible and the Qur’an?  God and Muhammad proclaimed the equal validity of the Bible and the Qur’an to all people.  One is built upon the other; one is confirmed by the other.  Surely, when this author hears rumors that certain Muslim nations have outlawed the presence of God’s Bible, these rumors must be false.  Muhammad completely understood the value of God’s Word in the Bible:  Muhammad knew the value of God’s Word, no matter where it is found upon this earth.

This story gets better.  God’s conversation is not over:

The Qur’an 28:51  Truly, We have sent Our Word to all of mankind so that mankind would be able to understand.

The Qur’an 28:52  Those to whom We gave the Scripture in earlier times, still believe in it.

There are two truths in these two verses.  First, God sent His Word to this earth.  His Word was Christ, the Logos of Elohim.  Second, God sent His Scripture to mankind BEFORE He sent His Word (Christ).  Deep down, Jews understand this;  they might not believe this, but they understand the principles of God taught in their own Scripture.  Deep down, Christians believe all of this; they might not understand how much authority God’s earlier Scripture carries in this world, but they understand the principles of God; taught by Christ.  Perhaps, if Muslims had read BOTH BOOKS mentioned in the Qur’an 28:49, they would have always understood these two truths and the following:

John 1:1  In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.
John 1:2  The same was in the beginning with God.

John 1:10  He was in the world, and the world was made by him, and the world knew him not.
John 1:14  And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us.  (This was Christ, who was made “one of us” for a little while, using the name Jesus.)

The twenty-eighth book of the Qur’an is called The Story and, indeed, is the story of God IN THIS WORLD.  God’s true story is not a Muslim story, a Jewish story, a Christian story, or anyone’s story.   IT IS GOD’S STORY!  God will never change:  it is mankind who must change in order to understand GOD’S STORY.  God is so simple; it is only we who make Him complicated.  For any person who accepts The Story into their heart, you can throw this pathetic author’s book away:  for you indeed belong to God and no longer need this author.

Any person who accepts the story of God into their hearts has found exactly that mustard seed’s worth of faith that Christ spoke of.  This is all any prophet of God ever taught.  Christ speaking:

John 14:11  Believe me that I am in the Father, and the Father in me:  or else believe me for the very works’ sake.

Think about the story of God in this world for a moment.  All God really has done is various works here and there, while presenting some simple truths.  There is nothing complicated about God.  Given this, God has left all of us to live our lives according to the free-will He gave us.

To all Christians, let the truth of Christ (the Word of God) as written by John silence your blasphemies against God by way of the words you speak toward Muslims.  Let the truth of Christ also silence your blasphemies against God by way of your thoughts and actions toward Muslims.  You need not speak (out loud) to be condemned by God:  Christ taught you this.  Leave the Muslims alone:  in your words and in your heart.  The Qur’an proves, beyond a shadow-of-doubt, that God’s Spirit (one of His Seven) has been given to Muslims.  The Qur’an proves, beyond a shadow-of-doubt that the Truth of God belongs to Muslims as much as any other people upon this earth.  There is but one God in Heaven and there is but one reward.  Your shadow-of-doubt has nothing to do with God and nothing to do with Muslims who believe.  (Muslim terrorists do not believe in God, but only follow their vanities which are controlled by Satan.)  Christians, your shadow-of-doubt is yours only; it resides in your heart and in your lives.  Any person, anywhere on this earth, who denies the Word of God which is found everywhere upon this earth, has denied God!  The Old Testament, New Testament, and the Qur’an clearly state this.  The Bible and the Qur’an also state clearly that God is not interested in our learning of His details.  If this were His wish, He would be here, amongst us, daily.  If this were His wish, He would have carved His face into the side of Mt. Everest.  It is only the life we live and our thoughts toward others that matter to God.

Regarding the Truth of God, He states this perfectly in the Qur’an:  it is only the Muslims who fail to see it perfectly (just as Jews and Christians fail in the Truth of God found in their Book).  The Qur’an implores Muhammad (and Muslims) to find God’s Truth in His Scripture given to the People of the Book (Bible).  God never tells Muslims to adopt the ways of Christians and Jews; but merely to find His Truth in their Book.  Naturally, Muslims are afraid of adopting the ways of Jews and Christians so they shy away from the Bible.  This is acceptable to God; fear can be good.  But God still commands Muslims to find His Word (and His works) in the Bible, when each Muslim becomes comfortable in their fears.

Muslims are absolutely correct in their assessments in the ways of Jews and particularly in the ways of Christians.  Follow the spread of Christianity across this earth and you fill find just prior to this, the spread of western culture.  Western culture is not a part of God:  rather it is just people being people.  Muslims are a people who want no part of western ways; and this is acceptable.

It is exactly the same for Jews and Christians regarding the Qur’an.  Just because you read the Qur’an, this does not make you a Muslim; it only makes you “one who seeks God.”  God never, but ever, tells Muslims to spread their ways across this world:  Muslims are merely to spread God’s Truth (His Word).

Think about what you have read thus far:  the Bible and the Qur’an do not differ, in the slightest, regarding God’s Truth.  These two books differ ONLY in the vanities that many people CLAIM to be present in each book.  Well, these people are wrong and these people, in no way, are believers of God!  These people might be believers of their own religion, but they are, in no way, believers of God.  God is far above any description that any religion might place upon Him.  This Truth can only be seen through humbleness; it can never be seen through pride.

Yes, the Qur’an will hurt your feelings:  it hurts the feelings of every believing Muslim who reads it.  So too, should the New Testament hurt the feelings of every Christian who reads it:  God is so perfect in this world, yet we (mankind) choose to pursue our vanities, leaving God to Himself.

Jews are no different.  The Jews have had more prophets sent to them than any other people who ever lived!  Maybe the Jews needed more prophets; only God knows.  The words of the prophets in the Old Testament will hurt every person’s feelings because it shows how mankind, including the Jews, has always failed regarding the Word of God.  Yes, all of mankind!

My friend, every person (of every faith) was put on this earth to grow:  to grow from their decisions, their mistakes, their religion (as taught by others, not by God), their vanities, and to then somehow grow into whatever type of person it takes to be written into the Book of Life.  The Qur’an teaches of this book; it just does not name this book.  Living the life that is required to find yourself written into this Book of Life is all that matters in this world.  The Bible says you only need a mustard seed’s worth of faith to find this way and then live this way.  The Qur’an says you merely need to believe and then allow these beliefs to guide your life.  NO DIFFERENCE!  There is no difference between these because there is only one God who has spoken this Truth.

The Qur’an 34:3  Disbelievers say, “The Last Hour will never fall upon us.”  Muhammad, tell them:  “No, it will come to all, by God, who sees everything.  Not one speck of dust, large or small, escapes God, in heaven or the earth.  All is recorded in a Book.  (The literal translation is “a Record.”)

By the way, this passage came from the book called Sheba:  the queen of Sheba from Solomon’s day.  Just one more book of the Qur’an referring to God’s Bible.

The Qur’an 36:12  Only God brings the dead back to life and God records every person’s life; to be reckoned in their second life.  All deeds are kept, by God, in a clear Book.  (Again, the literal translation is “a clear Record”).
While we are on the subject of God bringing people back, consider the truth of Elijah, the greatest prophet who was ever born of women:

The Qur’an 37:123  Elias was a prophet sent to warn.

The Qur’an 37:124  He said to the Hebrews, “Will you not live righteous lives?”

The Qur’an 37:125  Will you call upon Baal (the false god of the northern Ten Tribes) and forsake God,

The Qur’an 37:126  your God and the God of your forefathers?

The Qur’an 37:127  But his people rejected him.  They will surely be judged harshly because of this.

The Qur’an 37:128  But not so, any true believer of God.

The Qur’an 37:129  God assigned for Elias the praise of a later generation:

The Qur’an 37:130  Peace be upon Elias!

Well, Elijah became John the Baptist!  (Almost eight-hundred years after Elijah was swept up through the atmosphere by a chariot of fire.)  Christ’s disciples speaking to Christ:

Mark 9:11  And they asked him, saying, Why say the scribes that Elias must first come?  (meaning before Christ)
Mark 9:12  And he answered and told them, Elias verily cometh first, and restoreth all things; and how it is written of the Son of man, that he must suffer many things, and be set at naught.

Mark 9:13  But I say unto you, That Elias is indeed come, and they have done unto him whatsoever they listed, as it is written of him.

What this means is that Elijah did come before Christ, as John the Baptist, and restored all things (God’s Truth tying the Old Testament to the New Testament), including how God would come here Himself and mankind would count this as nothing (set at naught).  Again, Christ speaking:

Matthew 11:13  For all the prophets and the law prophesied until John.

Matthew 11:14  And if ye will receive it, this is Elias, which was for to come.

Oh, how the Qur’an only proves the Bible and oh, how the Bible only proves the Qur’an.  It is only we people who have not yet found God’s Truth in this world.  This Truth is everywhere!

One more Truth of God is that regarding His elect, found in the Revelation of John, the final book of the Bible.

The Qur’an 38:45  Remember God’s servants:  Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob all were people of strength and vision.  (Read this to mean the line of Israel);
The Qur’an 38:46  Behold, we gave them a single thought:  that thought being their belief in the Hereafter (God’s Kingdom).
The Qur’an 38:47  With God, they shall be counted among the elect, the most excellent of mankind.

References of God’s elect will be found in many places of the Qur’an, but only one more example shall be given here.  Muslims will not appreciate this translation, but Muslims do not know everything of God:  know that this translation is correct as described in this author’s second book of Wisdom – Concerning the Kingdom of Heaven.  The eighty-third book of the Qur’an is called Those Who Cheat Others and is entirely about the mark of the beast (found in Revelation).

The Qur’an 83:1  Woe unto those who cheat others.

The Qur’an 83:2  Those who demand full measure, from others, for themselves.

The Qur’an 83:3  Yet they cheat all others when they do the measuring or weighing.

(This is exactly, the mark of the beast, as found in the hand!)

The Qur’an 83:4  Do not such people remember that they will be raised by God

The Qur’an 83:5  to an awful reward,

The Qur’an 83:6  the day when all of mankind will stand before the Lord of all the Worlds?

The Qur’an 83:7  No, they do not remember!  The record of the evil is found in Hell. (Sijjin)

The Qur’an 83:8  How does one explain Hell? 

The Qur’an 83:9  It is a numbered list.

(It is 6-6-6, a numbered list of people, who lived their life and then judged all others by their number, or numerical value of their wealth, in this world).

The Qur’an 83:10  Woe unto the guilty on that day.

The Qur’an 83:11  Those who deny the Day of Judgement.

The Qur’an 83:18  The book of the righteous is kept in the Kingdom of Heaven! (Illiyyin)

The Qur’an 83:19  How does one explain the Kingdom of Heaven?

The Qur’an 83:20  It is a written book
(the Book of Life, found in the book of Revelation)

The Qur’an 83:21  witnessed by those brought near to God.

(According to the words Jesus spoke in the Gospel, this can only be Christ.  According to the words of the Qur’an, on this world, this can only be Christ).
To all Muslims, only two words were changed here:  everything else translates correctly.  The Kingdom of Heaven was never fully taught to you in the Qur’an:  Jesus explained all of this while He was here.  Even Christians fail to understand the Kingdom of Heaven which Christ described in detail.  Illiyyin is the Kingdom of God, or God’s own height.  Sijjin is the opposite of this:  meaning Hell, or the lake of fire.  Please accept this author’s apologies for the translation:  should you ever decide to pick up a Bible and read Christ’s Word regarding God’s Kingdom of Heaven, you will understand this translation.

The plain truth of God is that His Truth stands, equally, upon all four corners of this earth; just as we find His seven Spirits being sent to all four corners of the earth!  God is no respecter of persons (an individual’s position, a nation’s position, or a religion’s position on this earth).

In the book of Revelation, the story of God’s elect and the mark of the beast go hand-in-hand.  The mark of the beast is found in many places of the Qur’an.  Only a few of them will be discussed here.  Indeed, the book of Those Who Cheat Others already showed how many, who are guilty, are placed on a “numbered list.”  In other books we find:

The Qur’an 55:41  The guilty shall be known by their mark and will be taken away by their forehead and their feet.

The seventh book of the Qur’an is called The Heights and describes the heights of Heaven and Hell where folks will be able to speak to each other, but not cross over:

The Qur’an 7:46  Between the good and the evil is a great divide.  On the Heights (of each side) are people recognizing the other side by their marks.
The Qur’an 7:48  And the people of the Heights call out to those they recognize by their marks, “What did your great numbers and all that which you took pride in, gain you?”

Next, is a description of those bearing the mark, better than anything found in the Bible which reflects God’s true disgust for any person bearing this mark:

The Qur’an 47:29  Do those with a corrupt heart think that God will not show the world of their hidden hatreds?

The Qur’an 47:30  If We desired, We could show them to you (Muhammad), so you would know them by their marks.  But you will always know them by the way they speak.

This mark is not new!  Understand this now!  It has always been here (and will always be here).  Regarding this mark, people are only looking for something new:  like a computer chip or some other thing besides the obvious truth.

And finally, God’s description of exactly how mankind has failed in this world (during our entire six-thousand years here).  The mark of the beast is not mentioned, but since this mark is the only guaranteed way of finding Hell (other than REJECTING God’s Word), God expects us to be able to see the errors of our ways regarding this mark:

The Qur’an 102:1  Striving for worldly increase distracts mankind

The Qur’an 102:2  until you find your graves.

The Qur’an 102:3  No, but you will come to understand.

The Qur’an 102:4  You will surely come to understand.

The Qur’an 102:5  If you could only know now, for sure.

The Qur’an 102:6  That you will indeed behold the fires of Hell,

The Qur’an 102:7  your eyes will make you understand.

The Qur’an 102:8  Then, on that Day, you will be questioned regarding your pleasures.

My dear friend, please read the Mark of the Beast placed at the end of this author’s second book of Wisdom – Concerning the Kingdom of Heaven.  This book is free!  It will cost you nothing and you can learn the truth regarding the mark of the beast in about fifteen minutes.  The Qur’an absolutely teaches this truth regarding the mark of the beast.  Your heart already understands this truth so learn the particulars so that you may guard your life from this mark; or, if you already have this mark, so that you may shed yourself of it!

The Qur’an teaches mankind a great deal about religions:  they are not kind words, but they are true words:

The Qur’an 30:31  Mankind, turn only to God; and be mindful of your duty to Him.  Always pray and do not be among those who make partners of Him.

The Qur’an 30:32  Do not be among those who divide their religion into sects, rejecting others, with each sect exalting their beliefs above others.

This, exactly describes the Jewish, Christian, AND Muslim religions of today!  God did not call any of this faith:  He called it religion!  And He finds it disgusting!

Did you read anything here that instructs you to turn your heart to any religion?  Did God say that any religion could save you?  The two greatest failures of Islam is that Muslims first divided themselves into sects shortly after Muhammad’s death.  This is forbidden.  Then, Muslims put away all Scripture of God that existed before the Qur’an.  This too is forbidden.  Their first mistake caused them to forget who God is; they forgot God because they started to place importance in their vanities.  Remember, vanities are nothing.  Their second mistake caused them to forget where the whole Truth of God shall be found.  The Truth of God can only be found in all the works He has done here since the day He created this universe.

The wisdom of God is that the combination of these mistakes was enough to deal the Muslim faith a fatal blow.  Consider the following:

There is an old adage among hunters that a deer should never see you, hear you, or smell you.  Upon one of these, a deer will become curious, cease moving, and its level of awareness will increase.  Upon the second, a deer will flee every time.

The point of this story is that we, like the deer, need to guard our lives.  Muslims are no exception; and this wisdom applies equally to all people; everywhere upon this earth.  Many Jews and Christians were already taught this lesson in this author’s final book of Wisdom – of God and Man.

Mankind does not survive using the same senses as the deer.  Satan (the source of our vanities) is not hiding in a tree with a weapon to kill us.  Our most important defense in this world is the life we choose to live:  how we treat others, how we treat ourselves, and how we grow-up by way of our mistakes and lessons learned.  This is the most excellent defense against life, but it is not enough.  Oh, there undoubtedly are a few cases of folks succeeding in life, never having given in to the vanities of Satan’s ways, but this is fleeting and rare.

No, God’s Truth requires one more sense by which any person can virtually assure success in life, along with hard work.  To be sure, all three senses are best; just as a young healthy deer, with an acute perception of its senses, will always survive.  The failure of the Muslim “religion” provides mankind its greatest lesson of life in this world.  The first sense Muslims lost was that of who God is.  They lost this sense they day they divided themselves into sects:  Jews and Christians, count yourselves equal to Muslims in this lesson.  The second sense Muslims lost was when they forgot where the whole Truth of God is found.  The Truth of God shall be found everywhere upon this earth; it shall not be found in one single Book:  Jews and Christians, count yourselves equal to Muslims in this lesson.

And this author shall prove this to the world right now.

Our first sense of who God is, is described many times in the Gospel as a mustard seed:  just a simple belief that God exists.  The mustard seed is a tiny seed, barely visible to the human eye.  But read what God says about this mustard seed:

Luke 17:6  And the Lord said, If ye had faith as a grain of mustard seed, ye might say unto this sycamine tree, Be thou plucked up by the root, and be thou planted in the sea; and it should obey you.

Our first defense against life is but a simple acknowledgement of who God is.  There is nothing complicated about this.  It is as simple as a deer hearing noises in the woods.

LESSON 1 – God meant exactly what He said!  God always means what He says!  If you have never had an event similar to the sycamine tree, then you have failed to obtain even that mustard seed’s worth of faith which God desires.

Our second sense of where to find God is described in the Gospel:

John 14:11  Believe me that I am in the Father and the Father in me:  or else believe me for the very works’ sake.

Never mind who Christians think Christ is.  Christ was that part of God (Elohim) which made this world, made mankind, and spoke to mankind (as His part of Elohim).  God just said here that all we need to believe is His works here since the beginning of time:  we do not have to understand Christ’s relationship with God, the Father.  Well, the Qur’an teaches us that He has worked among the Jews, Muslims, the people of Ad, the people of Thamud, the Forest Dwellers, the Sabeans, the Christians, and countless others!  God has never, but ever, stated that we must understand Him (or His works in this world).

LESSON 2 – If you do not believe that God has worked amongst all of the various peoples (who ever lived) and then sent all seven of His Spirits to this world, then you have failed to believe in the very works God has performed in this world.

LESSON 3 – The truth of Lessons 1 and 2 can be found in the Torah, the Gospel, and the Qur’an.  Every Jew, Christian, and Muslim knows this!

Exodus 3:13  And Moses said unto God, Behold, when I come to the children of Israel, and shall say unto them, The God of your fathers hath sent me unto you:  and they shall say to me, What is his name?  What shall I say to them?

Exodus 3:14  And God said unto Moses, I AM THAT I AM:  and he said, Thus shalt thou say unto the children of Israel, I AM hath sent me unto you.

Exodus 3:15  And God said moreover unto Moses, Thus shalt thou say unto the children of Israel . . . This is my name for ever, and this is my memorial unto all generations.
John 8:56 (Christ speaking)  Your father Abraham rejoiced to see my day:  and he saw it, and was glad.

John 8:57  Then said the Jews unto him, Thou art not yet fifty years old, and hast seen Abraham?

John 8:58  Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Before Abraham was, I am.
(Italics added by this author for emphasis)

The Qur’an 3:45  Remember when the angel said, “Mary, God gives you good news of a Word from Him (meaning God) whose name (still talking about God!) will be The Messiah, Jesus, son of Mary, who will be honored in this world and the Hereafter, who will be one of those brought near to God.

The Qur’an 3:55  Remember that God said to Jesus, “I will bring you back (to Heaven) and raise you up to Me.

My dearest friend, no matter who you are, only you can decide how much of God’s Truth you will allow into your life.

Returning to these three lessons:  what an excellent defense in this life that God has given us.  Never mind that Muslims, Jews, Christians, and all other faiths have failed in the two main senses that God has provided us with; and this is why God will soon return to this world.  No, God will come soon because mankind has failed to protect itself from evil:  all of mankind.  Regarding mankind’s failure in this world, God gives other truths in the Qur’an which exactly match the Bible.

The Qur’an 32:2  There can be no doubt that the Qur’an has come from the Lord of all the Worlds.

(Here we have multiple worlds again, as found all through the Qur’an.  This author answered this “multiple worlds” question in his second book of Wisdom – Concerning the Kingdom of Heaven, but will use God to settle this issue, for all time, in the Qur’an.)

The Qur’an 65:12  It is God who created seven heavens and many earths.  God’s law comes to them all slowly, that mankind may realize that all power belongs to God and that His knowledge is everywhere.

The Qur’an 32:4  God created the heavens and this earth and everything between them in six days.  After this, He established Himself on the Throne.

If this has anything to do with Christ, it had better be found in the Bible.  Christ made this world with His own hands (as Elohim).  The first three pages of Genesis, in the Bible, teaches us how God, or Christ, made this earth in six days.  THERE IS NO THRONE MENTIONED IN GENESIS!  No, this establishing Himself on the Throne came later (in the Gospel).  This story starts with the Torah, finishes in the Gospel, and is confirmed in the Qur’an!  All this . . . because God is perfect and we are not.  Christ, who made this world, earned His place on the Throne only after He lived “our life as Jesus” and then died because of His life.

John 14:7  If ye had known me, ye should have known my Father also:  and FROM HENCEFORTH, YE KNOW HIM, AND HAVE SEEN HIM.

Obviously, for Christ, things changed upon His death.  He became the Father to this world, thereby receiving His place on the Throne.

The Qur’an now gives us more information about God and the end of this world.

The Qur’an 32:5  God made all laws, from the heavens to the earth.  All will ascend to Him in the end, on a Day that measures a thousand years to mankind.

More information about God’s Kingdom, yet there is no mention of a Throne for us yet.  Christ will rule this earth for one-thousand years.

Revelation 20:6  Blessed and holy is he that hath part in the first resurrection:  on such the second death (Hell) hath no power, but they shall be priests of God and of Christ, and shall reign with him a thousand years.

Oh, how the Bible and the Qur’an are perfect complements.  And oh, how each Book builds upon the Truth found in the other.  The thirty-second book of the Qur’an is called, Bowing to Worship.  This book, in no way, separates Muslims from the rest of the world.  It does not even mention Muslims!  Indeed, it shows only how we are all equal in this life.  It truly is a beautiful book.  

The fortieth book of the Qur’an is called, The Believers, and in what better place could God give the truth of the next billion years, or so, of our life?  God makes an incredible statement in this book that absolutely supports our final place in the Kingdom of Heaven (and upon the Throne).  It might be a billion years, or so, away, but the Throne has been promised to us in the Qur’an.

The Qur’an 40:40  Any person committing evil will be repaid with the same.  But any man or woman who does good and is a believer shall enter Paradise and shall be rewarded without measure (or restriction).

“Without measure” can only mean to be God someday.  Not just part of God or the Son of God, but God, the Father.  If it does not mean “to be God, the Father,” then there exists a measure!  God never lies.  “Without measure” would/could certainly include coming back as Christ (who made this world, as you will make yours someday).  You will NOT make your world as the Son of God:  you will make it as Elohim (or your part in being God, which does not yet include sitting on the Throne of God).

(As a side note, this is a second place that certain Muslim clerics use to promise terrorists that they will obtain seventy-two virgins if they kill innocent people.  Obviously seventy-two virgins means “rewards without restriction” to these evil people who cannot find satisfaction on earth.  Perhaps these people have set their standards a bit low regarding God.)

My friend, God teaches us a great deal about Jews and Christians in the Qur’an:  everything God says is the truth.  Consider the book called Kneeling and try to tell yourself that God is wrong here:

The Qur’an 45:16  We gave Scripture, Our laws, and major prophecy to the Children of Israel.  We gave them good things and favored them above all others.

The Qur’an 45:17  We gave them simple commandments.  They did not differ regarding Our commandments until after knowledge came to them.  This knowledge was their rivalry.  On the Day of Resurrection, God will judge between them concerning these differences.

Could God possibly be talking about SECTS here?  Well, this is all that God is talking about!  God always starts “a people” with His Truth.  When the first sect exists, lies have begun.  When the first sect exists, vanity has taken over.  When the first sect exists, look for the tracks of the Devil because they are as plain as any footsteps on a virgin beach!

Think about Christians for a moment.  Mormons are told in their Book of Mormon that any person who is not of their religion, will burn in Hell forever.  (Sorry, but that statement is as far as this author made it through their book; and it didn’t take long to reach that point.)  Seventh Day Adventists believe that any person who does not keep the Saturday Sabbath is going to Hell.  Baptists believe that any person who is not “born-again” is going to Hell.  Catholics believe that any person who is “born-again” is going to Hell because this person does not bow themselves and also pledge allegiance to their Holy Father in Rome.  Think about sects for a moment:  Muslims surely have been laughing at Christians for hundreds of years now:  honestly, this author would if he were a Muslim.

These two verses of the Qur’an are an accurate description of the history of Israel (since Moses).  The people of Israel (Jews and Christians) were a major promise to Abraham.  God says all through the Bible that He cared for the Tribes of Israel, not because they were a good people, but because of His promises to Abraham.  Abraham was the good person!  The Tribes of Israel were a lot of work for God.  God sent no less than twenty-five prophets to the nation of Israel:  and these were just the major prophets!  Even with this, the Children of Israel failed in God’s eyes.  With all due respect, there is not one Jew, believing the Old Testament, that does not see the failure of Israel (and all mankind) in the Old Testament.

God understands all people:  know this.  It does not matter who we are because we are all the same.

The Qur’an 41:49  Mankind never tires of asking for good (from God), but if evil even touches them, they lose all hope and become desperate.

The Qur’an 41:50  Should God show them a bit of His mercy at these times, they then say, “All goodness is my doing.  I do not believe that the final Hour will ever come, but even if it does, God will accept me.  But God shall show this person everything they did (and especially, thought).  This person shall taste a harsh punishment.”

Do you detect a certain exasperation (or tiredness) in God’s words here?  If these two little verses described you, in any form or fashion, then multiply yourself by billions upon billions of other people who ever lived and you will finally see how God views mankind.  We are a people consumed by our vanities and self-centeredness.  This author is absolutely guilty (as charged) in these two verses!

My beloved friend, no matter who you are, this book is finished.  What better way can a person conclude a book of Truth than with the two verses you just read here?  God did not address these two verses to the Muslims; God addressed them to all of mankind.

No matter who you are, burn these two verses into your memory and make them a part of your faith.  No, make them your way-of-life!  God is so simple that if any person can bring their faith back to His simple Truth of these two verses, then their faith will indeed stand before God!  Know that God is simple and expects very little from us regarding what we know (or do not know) about Him.

Ask yourself one question here.  What part of your life do you want standing before God before you stand there yourself?  Is it your vanities, your failures, your treasures, the name of your religion, or that pride you have developed by way of your efforts?  Well, let any pride in yourself wait until “after” God judges you; and know that all you really have here is your humility and honor.  Humility and honor go hand-in-hand in this life; pride has no part in either of these virtues.
Virtue . . . now this is a word that is an excellent description of God’s Plan for mankind.  Please excuse this author for just one paragraph, while he bores the world, teaching God’s Truth to Bible-thumping-you-know-whats.  In today’s world, the word “virtue” means “moral excellence.”  This book will conclude with a bit of wisdom which every common person can understand regarding “virtue” as found in the Qur’an, while leaving most Bible-thumpers in the dust (should they reject God’s Word as placed in the Qur’an).  In the English Bible, God uses the word “virtue” only once and it was Christ that spoke it.  The actual word translated from Greek was “dunamis” which means power or ability along with excellence of soul.  Christ uses this word to describe the powers He has been given in this world.  The root of this word, however, is “dunamai” which means “one’s ability and one’s strength, but only as used by permission.”  (The actual word relating to “dunamis” was used thirty-nine times in the Gospel and in every instance, it was God, the Father who used this word for “power,” or gave permission to Christ, or John the Baptist, to use it:  in every instance.)  Many things, of this world, get lost in translation.  This is because it is only human nature that we rely upon other peoples’ translations.  To all Bible scholars, Christ only used the word “virtue” once:  a woman touched Christ and virtue went out of Him.  This same story is told three times in the Bible!  In this story, Christ shows that His virtue is only by permission of God, the Father.  God chooses His words carefully, so every Bible scholar should examine these words closely:  should they choose this line of work in this world.

The Qur’an states over and over, that everything in this world happens by God’s permission:  including the life of Jesus.  This is something Christians fail to understand.  Jews know this and Muslims know this:  only Christians fail to understand God, the Father’s place in this world.  Well, Christians are the ONLY PEOPLE who grew up with the Word of God being from a tongue which was not theirs.  Christians must rely upon translations of God’s Word to find God’s Truth.  Perhaps this is why the Gospel was written in Greek, the primary root of the English language (and most other Christian languages).

As this author studied the Qur’an, he came to understand how everything in this world happens by God’s Design (other than Satan’s work:  which is still by God’s Permission).  This description does not mean minor affairs at the personal level, such as personal tragedies, but affairs at the worldly level.  Oh, Satan can appoint rulers and thereby remove leaders, but only God can make a nation great or small.  Great nations have come and gone, but only by God’s Design.  The nation of Israel, by way of its Ten Tribes, was scattered across this world by Nebuchadrezzar, king of Babylon.  Well, these Ten Tribes of Israel were absolutely bound by God’s Design to become the Christian nations of this world; as evidenced by the many wise men (not three) that came to bow down to Christ in the Bible.  By God’s Will, Nebuchadrezzar became a crazy person who began eating grass;  God states this in the Bible.  God did not have to cause this to happen!  Once Christians learn that they truly are the Children of Israel (Jacob), they will learn, by Nebuchadrezzar, that EVERYTHING in this world happens (and only happens) by God’s Design!  Once Nebuchadrezzar fulfilled God’s Design, God made Nebuchadrezzar pay for his evil ways.

The Qur’an is full of stories like this:  people-after-people given the Word of God and then being blessed by God, only to fail in this way or that.  Read the Bible:  you will find this same truth.  The New Testament of God took place in only a few years.  During this time, God taught us of our future with Him; should we decide to choose His ways.  It is only Christians who choose to ignore the other six-thousand years of mankind’s existence and the four-thousand years of God’s work (and Word) upon this earth.  Well, Christians are wrong by only believing in thirty-years of God’s work here upon this earth, thereby ignoring the rest of God’s work.  The Qur’an says this.  (Yes, it hurts; it hurts this author too, but it is still the truth.  The Qur’an, in a large way, taught this author to grow-up and get rid of a few silly ideas.)

God came here (as Christ) to teach mankind about virtue!  While here, Christ only said that all power and all glory belonged to God, the Father.

Christ speaking:  Our Father which art in Heaven . . . For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, for ever.
Never mind that Christ was to become the Father upon His death because this was a heavenly matter, not an earthly matter.  God, the Father, knows who we pray to and God, the Father, could care less regarding that name we pray to.  But before any person prays, God absolutely knows the heart of that person by way of the virtue which He has given them permission to possess.  The Bible and the Qur’an show that this permission is only given by way of the lives we live here:  and by our having but a simple belief in God (that mustard seed again).

“Virtue” is a word from God, should you choose to find the origin of this word.  In today’s world, “virtue” means “moral excellence” and this is acceptable to God.  Never mind the rest of the definition which states that our moral excellence comes only with God’s permission.  If we can decide that moral excellence can only be judged by our past, this is acceptable to God.  You will find this in both the Bible and the Qur’an should you choose to seek.  Why?

The Bible and the Qur’an were written according to God’s Plan which includes a great famine (of God’s Word) in this world.  God’s Word truly ended with Christ’s life in this world.  Amos spoke clearly of this.

To all Muslims, know that your Word is perfect and by God’s Design.  God spoke the Qur’an, by way of Gabriel, the angel, because of His Plan.  Do you not realize that God could have spoken to Muhammad Himself, had He so chosen to do?  God used Gabriel for a reason!  That reason was a part of God’s Plan in this world.  The Word of God ended with Jesus’ death.  We killed God!  This only happened by God’s permission, but the fact remains:  we killed God!  God confirmed His Plan to the Muslims by way of Gabriel.  Think about this because this is God crying out to all Muslims to seek His Word.  In the Qur’an, God teaches that He spoke to Moses, He spoke to Abraham, and He spoke to Noah!  God never spoke directly to Muhammad because of His Plan.  God wants the Muslims to seek His Truth as given to Muhammad, Moses, and Christ, our Messiah.  Christians are wrong in believing that God is the third part of three; but Christ most assuredly, was the Messiah.  Jesus was not God:  Jesus died!  Christ (or the Logos, spokesperson, of God) was never a third part of three (and never claimed to be).  God said all of this through Gabriel!  Never, but ever, deny God of His full Glory!  Have you never wondered why God spoke to all earlier prophets, but never to Muhammad?  God wants you to wonder about this.  God wants you to go beyond your Book and seek His Word elsewhere in this world.  He tells you this all through the Qur’an.

The Qur’an teaches of God’s work in this world, culminating in the life of Christ, using the body of Jesus, the last person who truly spoke the Word of God.  In fact, Christ WAS the Word of God and the Gospel teaches this beyond a shadow-of-a-doubt.  The Qur’an teaches that Christ had no father, just as Adam had no father.  As far as mankind is concerned, Adam was a new creation by God on this earth.  Christ was a new creation by God on this earth.  Both of these were examples of Life according to God’s Plan.  Adam was “us” in this life; Christ, however, was something different.  As taught in this author’s second book of Wisdom – Concerning the Kingdom of Heaven, Christ truly was an example of Life (sometime in our future), according to God’s Plan, but for Christ, it was His “second time around” at earthly life.  By way of His “second time around,” Christ earned His place upon the Throne (in Heaven).  This “second time around” was called “born again” by Christ.  It means born again by way of a virgin mother (and God’s Holy Spirit):  something Christians completely fail to understand (in their own Gospel).

Regarding virtue, God wants us to learn about virtue using our 20/20 hindsight.  We, here today, have six-thousand years of mankind’s successes and failures by which to learn “virtue.”  Remember, virtue is moral excellence.

In the Old Testament (of mankind), God sent no less than twenty-five prophets to the Hebrews (and Jews).  For the most part, these prophets taught few details about God.  The Word of God, as found in the Old Testament is mainly about the lives we live and the errors of our ways (our virtues).  These prophets (and God) only beseeched the Hebrews to find moral excellence in the day-to-day affairs of their lives.  These prophets brought promises and warnings to the Hebrews:  “find moral excellence and God will bless you in this way,” or “fail in moral excellence and God will punish you in this way or that.”  Read God’s Bible:  it is all there in the words of the ancient prophets.  For every blessing Israel received, they had to get their lives right FIRST.  Sometimes they did; more often than not, they failed.  (Truly, there were a few blessings that came Israel’s way which they did not deserve, but this is because God made the original promise to Abraham:  Israel received these only because Abraham was such a good person).

The New Testament is no different regarding promises!  So many Christians get lost in Christ’s amazing promises assuming these promises are there for the taking.  In this, they fail to learn the whole lesson of Christ.  This is easy to do if a person only reads one or two verses, rather than the entire conversation.  Christ absolutely stated that His promises only applied to those who found virtue, or moral excellence, in their lives.  Consider, as an example, the Roman Centurion who asked Christ to heal his dying servant.  The Centurion recognized Christ’s authority with God and told Christ not to journey to his home, but rather just speak the word, and the nature of this world would obey.  So many Christians today look upon this as “true faith.”  No, it was much more than this.  This Centurion knew nothing of God!  He was a Roman!  This Centurion was an officer of a conquering government which treated all people as slaves of the empire.  A Centurion is the same as a Captain in the U.S. Army (commanding one-hundred below him).  This Captain of the Roman Army humbled and submitted himself to one of a conquered people.  Now this is moral excellence.  This is virtue; not faith.  This Centurion lived this virtue before he ever asked Christ for help in that he helped the Jews build a synagogue.  (This story states nothing about this Centurion being part of the Jewish faith:  indeed, had he done this, Roman law would require his death.)  What we have in this story is merely a person who at least pondered the possibility of there being a God besides the Roman god.  We have a person who showed virtue to a people he never had to do this for.  And we have a person who sought help for someone other than himself.  Read what you want into this story, but this is all the Bible says.  So what did Christ say about this Centurion?

Luke 7:9  When Jesus heard these things, he marveled at him, and turned him about, and said unto the people that followed him, I say unto you, I have not found so great a faith, no, not in Israel.

So . . . this was faith after all; a mustard seed’s worth of faith found in a person who never went to church, never belonged to a religion, and never knew God:  but couple this mustard seed with a great amount of virtue (moral excellence) and see how Christ marveled and placed this man’s tiny faith above all that existed in Israel!  If you did not know, this is the only time in the Bible that Christ marveled at anything!

Yes, this story was about faith, but not the faith of a Christian, Jew, or Muslim.  It was the faith of a person who knew nothing about God, but understood moral excellence in their personal life.  Had this story been about faith, God would have seen to it that every Centurion on the sub-continent had bowed themselves to Christ (God).  God is not about faith.  God is about virtue (moral excellence) in our lives and common sense regarding those traits we find in others:  ALL OTHERS.  “All others” includes Muslims, Jews, Hindu, Shinto, Buddhists, every native person of these six populated continents, and every once in a while, a good soldier who knows nothing about God.  God wants us to use 20/20 hindsight.  God wants us to learn from our ancestors’ mistakes.  God wants us to learn why He blessed some of our ancestors.  God wants Muslims to learn why He blessed Jews and Christians.  God wants Jews and Christians to learn why He blessed Muslims.  So be this truth with every other faith found upon this earth!  God is “all about” our past so we can learn from our mistakes and work toward our future with Him.  Regarding faith, God is about our being able to find exactly as much faith as that Roman soldier had:  and God marveled at that faith!  Oh, virtue must come first:  for faith, by itself, is nothing but dust which follows the wind, wherever it wills the dust to go.

The religions of today have become this very dust, which follows the wind (or vanities) of mankind, wherever mankind wills the dust to go.  One wind blows this way; another wind blows that way:  the proof being found among the various hatreds and vanities of all nations upon this earth.  Muslim nations hating Christian nations and visa versa.  Democratic nations hating Communist nations and visa versa.  Black people hating white people and white people hating all others.  Rich people hating the poor for the lives they live.  Poor people hating the rich because rich people will not let go of what they have.  The source of these winds are the myths that all societies have created since the beginning of time.  (This is exactly how Joseph Campbell had everything upside down.  Joseph Campbell looked for truths in these winds; sadly, there was, and is, no truth to be found in the wind.)

Had religion chose to stand against these winds (as God commanded them to do), this world would not have failed and God would not be coming to this world (soon) to make an end of mankind.  Had religion stood only for God (and against mankind’s vanities), this world would be a very different place:  a place where there is only one God, one faith, many different children, and these children would agree more than they have disagreed.  This author has just described the thousand-year rule of God (Christ) upon this earth, and did so using the words of the Torah, the Gospel, the Qur’an, and the words of every true faith upon this earth.

Can you now see how the Will of God goes far beyond any religion’s description of Him?  Can you now see how the Will of God has nothing to do with our false beliefs in Him?  Because of God’s Will, every people has received the Word of God in their own tongue.  It is only after this Truth of God was given, that all peoples (of this earth) then chose to associate their various vanities with this One Truth of God!

God created us from the dust and we will return to the dust.  For the short time we are given in this world, we are to stand against the wind and determine, for ourselves, the outcome of our eternal life.  This . . . is God’s Plan for mankind.  This . . . is the only true understanding of God’s Will in Heaven or upon this earth.  Understand now, the Will of God upon this earth:  that every work He has worked upon this earth has only been performed so as to enable each person to stand against the winds of mankind.  Know that the Will of God started with Adam:  it was acceptable for Eve to desire the tree of the knowledge of good and evil (Adam probably did too), but Adam did not stand against the wind.  This, truly, was Adam’s only sin, for the tree was already here and Adam knew the Will of God regarding this tree.

It is NOT the Will of God that every person, born in this world, finds their place with God, in His Kingdom.  Rather, it is the Will of God that every person, born anywhere in this world, possesses the ability to find that life which God desires us to live, IF THEY SO CHOOSE TO DO!

Regarding our decisions, virtue (by definition) cannot be found in our future.  Virtue can only be found by examining our past and learning from the best of our best.  This . . . is the story of the Qur’an and this is the truth of the Qur’an:  the final Word of God, until the last two prophets come.  God did not have to use all of the examples (of our past) in His Qur’an.  This author has been very hard on Muslims for not learning the old stories God spoke of in the Qur’an.  These stories are particularly detailed in the Old Testament and New Testament and are freely available to any Muslim who seeks them.  All Muslims will one day explain their differences to God in this (a particular truth spoken by God in many places of the Qur’an).

Jews and Christians, likewise, will one day explain to God their failures also.  My friend, this author has shown but a fraction of God’s Truth that has been placed in the Qur’an.  Know that Muhammad placed no truth or wisdom in the Qur’an:  this is a leading misconception of all Jews, Christians, and others.  God, Himself, placed His Truth in the Qur’an and He did so by way of Gabriel, His chief angel regarding this world.  Muhammad was an amazing man.  He lived the life that God desires us all to live:  and this is why God chose Muhammad (just as God chose Abraham and Moses).  Muhammad was the good person long before he was blessed by God!  Muhammad was an uneducated person, but had the tenacity to memorize every word God spoke to him.

To be honest, this author, who was raised a Christian and later learned (and loved) the Hebrew ways, could care less about Muhammad.  Muhammad was nothing!  As was Noah, Abraham, and Moses.  Yes, they were wonderful examples, but compared to God, our Father, they were nothing!

Seek God.  Seek the Word of God everywhere in this world, seek the Truth of God everywhere in this world, and seek the Wisdom of God that is found everywhere in this world.  Know that wherever, in this world, that you find any of this, you have found God.  And you have found faith.  Muslims are no better than Christians, Christians are no better than Jews, and no part of mankind is better than God.  No matter who you are, make YOURSELF an example to this entire world.  Make yourself an example that even Noah, Abraham, Moses, and Muhammad would look up to; for there is no limit to what we can accomplish here, in our life!

Total devotion to God is our goal here in this life.  God’s own Word shows that total devotion to our way-of-life (virtue) comes before any understanding of His Word.  We must get our lives right before God will accept us.  We can only show total devotion through the life we live.  This is why God is so patient and merciful.  (This is why God commanded Muhammad, and Muslims, to allow all unbelievers their peace in this world.)  God will wait, for a very long time, for each person to find this Truth.  But God will not wait forever.  God has a timeline for this world and this universe; even God obeys His laws.  The time of this world is rapidly approaching its end.  Do not allow the word “faith” or “religion” to deter you from God’s Truth:  for the Word of God states (through all of His Books) that once you get your life right, finding His Truth is but a minor affair.

Indeed, once you have your life right, you have already found His Ways, His Word, His Truth, and YOUR FAITH.  This, and this exactly, is the Glory and the Mercy of God.  (Remember the Centurion.  Did Christ tell the Centurion to follow Him?  Did Christ tell the Centurion to give up his pagan days and start observing Hebrew ways?  No!  Christ only marveled at the Centurion and his way of life:  virtue.  Now, be that Centurion and God shall marvel at your ways.)
Regarding the Truth of God put forth in this book, any Jew could have told you this from their Book.  Any Christian could have told you this from their Book.  Any Muslim could have told you this from their Book.  Now, why can’t they all get together (in the Truth of God) to proclaim this?

Vanity my friend . . . vanity!  All is vanity!

Guardian Angels

One Truth of God described fully, using both the Qur’an and the Bible, is the truth of guardian angels (and how people can lose their guardian angels).

The Qur’an 13:10  It does not matter if a person hides the truth or screams the truth, just as one might lurk in the night or walk freely in the daytime,

The Qur’an 13:11  because each person has guardian angels in front of them and behind them; these angels being commanded by God.  God does not lessen the condition of a people until they first change what is in their heart, but if God wills misfortune upon people, no person can avoid it.  Nor will they have any to defend them, but God.

Most Christians believe in guardian angels, but they do not know the foundation of these beliefs.  Well, know now that these beliefs come from Christ Himself, as spoken in the Gospel.  Before you can understand guardian angels, you need to learn what a child means to God because when Christ teaches us about guardian angels, He does so only in the context of God and His children.  The conversation is always so important:

Matthew 18:1  At the same time came the disciples unto Jesus, saying, Who is the greatest in the kingdom of heaven?

Matthew 18:2  And Jesus called a little child unto him, and set him in the midst of them, 

Matthew 18:3  And said, Verily I say unto you, Except ye be converted, and become as little children, ye shall not enter into the kingdom of heaven.

(Read this last verse again, but do so removing all the commas.  The “comma” was not invented until the Middle Ages in Europe.  The original text of the Bible contains no commas.  Remove the commas, and this verse takes on a whole new meaning:  the meaning that Christ intended!  Christ did not mean “converted to Christianity” because Christians did not yet exist.  Follow the conversation to see what we are supposed to be converted to:)

Matthew 18:4  Whosoever therefore shall humble himself as this little child, the same is greatest in the kingdom of heaven.

(Little children understand nothing about the Christian faith or any other faith:  God knows this.)

Matthew 18:5  And whoso shall receive one such little child in my name receiveth me.

Matthew 18:6  But whoso shall offend one of these little ones which believe in me, it were better for him that a millstone were hanged about his neck, and that he were drowned in the depth of the sea.

Matthew 18:7  Woe unto the world because of offences! for it must needs be that offences come; but woe to that man by whom the offence cometh!

Matthew 18:8  Wherefore if thy hand or thy foot offend thee, cut them off, and cast them from thee: it is better for thee to enter into life halt or maimed, rather than having two hands or two feet to be cast into everlasting fire.

Matthew 18:9  And if thine eye offend thee, pluck it out, and cast it from thee:  it is better for thee to enter into life with one eye, rather than having two eyes to be cast into hell fire.

Every person who ever took a breath should take just sixty-seconds to read Christ’s words again here because He just described the best and most efficient way for any person to enter the Kingdom of Heaven.  These words are in the Bible, but no Christian faith teaches this way toward Heaven:  it is too simple and requires little faith (just a simple belief, really).  The Qur’an teaches Muslims that the words of Christ are God’s Truth, but this author guesses that not one single Muslim ever accepted these words of Christ into their heart:  it is too complicated and not of the Qur’an.

Regarding guardian angels, we now find the truth that Christ spoke:

Matthew 18:10  Take heed that ye despise not one of these little ones; for I say unto you, That in heaven their angels do always behold the face of my Father which is in heaven.
Matthew 18:11  For . . . 

Wait a minute!  The word “For” means that what Christ is about to say is a DIRECT RESULT of what He just finished teaching:  Christ is concluding His conversation.  Follow the conversation, my friend, for this is where you will find wisdom:

Matthew 18:11  For the Son of man is come to save that which was lost.

My friend, we have been talking about guardian angels here and the simple truth regarding these angels has just been confirmed in the Qur’an and the Bible.  

 

Guardian angels are nothing . . . everybody gets one!  Really?  Then how do you lose your guardian angel?  God just told you how this happens in the Qur’an.  Examine what you just read a bit closer.  Christ just said that every little child has an angel (possibly many).  The Qur’an said they (and some others) have more than two angels.  Guardian angels are not important:  God’s Word here is what is important because God is trying to teach us something.  Guardian angels are not important because everybody gets one!  But only some people keep them; AND THIS IS WHAT IS IMPORTANT.

 

Start with the words of Christ regarding this.  Christ chose the child (in Matthew 18:2) at random from a small crowd.  It was a Jewish child because there were no Christians in that day:  Christ came to the Jews.  Christ gave a beautiful summation of exactly how we should live our lives, and in fact, the easiest way for us to enter the Kingdom of God.  Regarding life (and God), if we can stay as children, then we will be as great as anyone who is in the Kingdom of Heaven.  Only as we grow-up, do we lose our childish ways and start seeking the vanities of this world:  power, corruption, wealth, religious sects, and shades-of-gray.  These are all grown-up vanities and are disgusting to God.

 

Well, Christ came here to teach us this very message.  His conclusion to this entire Truth was as follows:  “For this, the Son of man is come to save that which was lost.”  Please excuse this paraphrase, but your common sense understands the passage.  Christ came to us when He did because the world was nearly lost (to Satan and vanity).  This world had reached a point to where even children had no chance of growing up to live decent lives.  The Jewish faith had become so corrupt in its rules that a decent person was no longer able to separate the laws of God from the laws of man.  You will find this all through Christ’s messages.  If you need help, you will find this in this author’s four books of Wisdom.

 

Christ never actually stated how it is that adults can lose God’s angels, but the words are truly there in His message of Matthew, Chapter 18.  All you have to do is pay attention to Christ’s words:  if you cannot see the difference (to God) between a child and a grown-up (devoured by vanities), then you just are not trying.  If you cannot see this difference, then ask a child and allow them to teach you the difference.
 

The Qur’an, if you care to observe, spells this out in detail!  Regarding these angels, “God does not lessen the condition of people until they first change what is in their heart.”  (The Qur’an 13:11)  So, it is we who leave God’s ways and we who leave God’s angels!
 

My dearest friend, you just learned a very simple Truth of God here that has existed for all of time.  This Truth is as simple as 2+2=4 and you could have found this any time you wanted.  But now, learn the Wisdom of God and part of God’s Plan for this world:  to do this, you will have to rely upon the common sense you were born with.  Using both the Bible and the Qur’an, we have two simple facts here:

FACT – Every person enters this world with a guardian angel, which receives their commands from God.

FACT – It is possible for us to lose our guardian angels as we grow if we change the ways that are found in our hearts.  This is a normal part of growth in this world, but is not by God’s design; rather it is by our design.

Using these two facts, there can be only one conclusion (if we always remember that angels take their commands from God, and not from us).  So what do angels do for us?

 

Angels are not here to assure that we live long, prosperous, and disease-free lives:  this is obvious and any belief contrary to this truth is only our vanities speaking.  Angels are here to protect us from Satan and this is what they do for God.  Every little child is absolutely protected from the ways of Satan and this is by God’s Plan!  Any person with common sense can see the difference between children and adults.  By way of these differences, God is describing the work of His angels (if you allow your common sense to see God’s Truth).  We can keep this protection of His angels, or we can lose it:  it is only our acts that can lose this protection.  The choice is clearly ours.

 

If you are a parent who’s child has suffered a severe illness or horrible accident, please allow this wisdom to comfort you just a bit.  God’s angels are not in this world to assure a long life, free from all accidents or sickness:  this is not God’s Plan.  God’s angels are commanded to keep Satan’s ways from all children and God’s angels perform His work magnificently.  Angels are given all that is necessary to fulfill God’s Will.  If your child has suffered a great tragedy, this author truly feels for you.  But your great loss is God’s gain for He will accept your child, in Heaven, as one who never failed.  This life we live truly is such a short existence, but know that the Kingdom of God is forever:  God has always taught this to mankind.  Your child is a great joy to God, the Father; and your child shall be blessed by seeing God’s face before the rest of us.  Remember that the worst portion of a tragedy falls upon those left behind.  Life is about moving forward and your child has done (or will do) just that, having led a life we should all aspire to live.  Know that every child who leaves this world, does so without blemish; and leaves in the company of angels:  the Word of God promises this.
To all parents, know that your child will never lose their guardian angels until they cease caring about and caring for others in this world.  Raise your children with this truth ringing in their ears and know that if you succeed, you have shown them the straight path to God.  This is the best beginning any person can have in this world.

 

Returning to those remaining in this world, what then is God teaching us here regarding His angels?  Read the Bible or read the Qur’an, but God is teaching us that we can always return to His ways.  God is teaching us that we can get His angels back if we just return to His simple ways that even children understand.  Indeed, God is teaching us that we MUST return to these ways of living a simple life, leaving behind any vanities that cause us to hate (or injure) others.  None of this is new:  this Truth of God has been with us for a very long time.  It is only we that pursue our vanities thereby leaving the life God desires us to live.  Hence, the mark of the beast; hence, the failure of mankind; and hence, our making God desolate in this world by way of our abominations.

 

My friend, all this Truth of God shown here . . . is but a simple lesson regarding the work of God’s angels.  The Wisdom of God available in this world is far beyond human understanding:  only because the Glory of God is far beyond human reckoning.  But if we can have just a simple belief in God (as a child has), then the truth and understanding available to us is limitless:  IF, IF, IF we do not reject the Truth of God.

 

All this . . . knowing that the name of our faith matters not, the name by which we call God matters not, and the nation in which we were born matters not:  for the Glory of God came long before our knowledge of these vanities.

Ornaments of Gold
 

The 43rd book of the Qur’an is called “Ornaments of Gold.”  It is named this because of mankind’s vanities (which are detailed) and have been found in mankind since the beginning of time.  It reaffirms the fact that the mark of the beast is our pursuit of vanity (wealth, to be exact), but in doing so, this so-called Muslim book absolutely reaffirms who Christ was and what message Christ carried!  It also teaches us what Christians say about Christ.  There is a big difference between who Christ truly was and what Christians say about Him.  “Ornaments of Gold” teaches Muslims to set aside that which Christians preach; but rather, to seek the message Christ actually brought to this world.

Remember; the Qur’an was not spoken until some six-hundred years after Christ died.  Every author of the New Testament (after the Gospel) warned about the evil teachings that were developing (in their church) regarding Christ.  John, Peter, and Paul cautioned us to return to the actual words Christ spoke, rather than the teachings of Christians in that day (who did not understand).  This is all the Qur’an says!
 
Christians read the Qur’an and see all the bad things they believe it says about Christ.  The Qur’an never says a bad word regarding Christ:  it only warns of the vanities Christians preach about Christ (such as having to pay for miracles, prayers, or otherwise talking to God for you).  It only warns of the evils Christians brought to the Arabs (such as unclean meats, graven images, and Holy Days never prescribed by God).  It only warns of the lies that Christians and Jews brought to the Arabs regarding Abraham, Moses, some ridiculous trinity, and how the Holy Spirit was NOT for the Arabs and/or Muslims.
 
Of course the Qur’an taught this; because in 600 AD, the Jews and Christians brought only lies to the Arabs.  God loves the Arabs as much as any people on this earth and God proved this through His Word found in the Qur’an.
 
When reading the Qur’an, most Christians are unable to separate the truth of Christ from the vanities Christians preach.  Well, God is able to distinguish between these (and clarifies all of this in the 43rd book of the Qur’an).  This author could be wrong, but to this author, the 43rd book of the Qur’an was written for Christians more than it was for Muslims.  As you read the following, please note that there is a big difference between what Christians think, what Muslims think, and the actual Truth of God spoken in this world.  (Oh, Muslims can be wrong too; know that!)  Also, please remember that God truly is a “We, or Us.”  God is plural and has many parts:  this has always been the truth.  Jews completely understand this:  Christians have forgotten.
Genesis 1:26  And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness.
John 17:5  And now, O Father, glorify thou me with thine own self with the glory which I had with thee before the world was.
Now, please, set aside your Christian or Jewish vanities for a moment; and consider the Truth of God as found elsewhere in this world and how this Truth, in no way, disagrees with the very words found in the Bible.

 
In the 43rd book of the Qur’an, after teaching about the vanities of mankind’s pursuits, God brings us to His own Truth (which is all that matters really).  (Words in italics have been added by this author for emphasis.)
The Qur’an 43:57  When the son of Mary is taught as being an example of God (by Christians), Muslims laugh
The Qur’an 43:58  saying, Are our gods (angels) better, or is Christ (as described by Christians in that day)?  Christians object only to argue:  Christians are an argumentative people.  (Meaning “exclusive” toward all others, rather than “inclusive”).
The Qur’an 43:59  The son of Mary was a servant We (God) favored and made him an example for the Children of Israel.  (The New Testament teaches that Christ came here to be our example! The literal Arab translation here was a “pattern.”  Is any of this wrong so far?)
The Qur’an 43:60  And had God willed it, He could have made angels (who, like Christ, have no father) as leaders, succeeding one another on earth (in a lineage).
Author’s note:  Could it be that Christians of that day preached a certain lineage of God that could only be attained through the following of Christ?  Christians of that day knew so little because the words of the Bible were not available, but to a special few.  The next four verses will contain no emphasis by this author:  they come straight from The Qur’an:

The Qur’an 43:61  Behold, in Christ, there is knowledge of the last Hour, do not doubt that!  Christ said, Follow Me for this is the right path.
The Qur’an 43:62  Christ said, Do not let Satan turn your life, for Satan is your obvious enemy.
The Qur’an 43:63  Jesus came with proof of God’s Glory, he said:  I have come to you with wisdom and to clarify some things in which you are wrong.  Worship God and obey me.
The Qur’an 43:64  God is my Lord and your Lord.  Worship God for this is the right path.
In the Gospel, Christ never denied God, the Father, His place in Heaven (or on this earth).  Christ never even hinted of our placing Himself before the Father:

John 20:17  Jesus saith unto her (Mary), Touch me not; for I am not yet ascended to my Father:  but go to my brethren, and say unto them, I ascend unto my Father, and your Father; and to my God, and your God.
Was any of this wrong regarding Christ and the words He spoke?  Remember, you are reading the Qur’an.  If it is the Qur’an, it must be wrong!  Well, that might be what we Christians believe, but this is not enough to make the Qur’an (or God) wrong.  Read on for the truth:

The Qur’an 43:65  But the different factions of Christians disagreed.  Woe to those who do wrong:  they will suffer the doom on the Day of Resurrection.

The Qur’an 43:66  Christians wait only for that Hour of God, which will come upon this world suddenly and they will not be ready.
The Qur’an 43:67  On that Day, friends will become each other’s enemies, except those who obeyed God.
 
In the next two verses, we come to the absolute truth of Christ in this world.  The Bible (and this author’s four books of Wisdom) clearly show that Christ, indeed, was God!  When Christians rank Christ as the only Son of God, this diminishes God and also diminishes Christ.  Christ made this world and made mankind.  The Old Testament and New Testament teach this; the Qur’an never says otherwise!  All this, because Christ was part of God; part of the Elohim (or the “We”) found in the Bible (and the Qur’an).  Know that there are only a handful of places in the Bible where Christ is called the Son of God.  Most times, it was not Christ who said it; rather it was others claiming this.  There are dozens upon dozens of places where Christ is called (and calls Himself) the Son of man.  What is the difference?  God never explains this; so the best that any person can do (including Jews, Christians, and Muslims) is to read the Word of God, found in the Bible, and believe that Christ was that part of God (Elohim) who made this earth, made mankind, and spoke to mankind.  Christ then came here (as one of us, but without an earthly father) and died for our sins:  showing us the Resurrection, the Kingdom of Heaven, and our future.  If God wanted us to know the exact nature of Christ, God would have written it in stone for the whole world to see.  It is only people who exclude others from God’s Truth.  God only includes all people in His Truth.
 
Regarding Christian claims that Christ is the only Son of God, the Qur’an continues (and now explains the true glory of Christ, as God):
The Qur’an 43:81  If God truly had a son on this earth, prophet (Muhammad), tell the world that you would be the first to worship this son.
The Qur’an 43:82  All glory belongs to God:  God is far above their false description of Christ as His son.  (Meaning that Christ was real:  only our descriptions of Christ are wrong.  God is clearly speaking to all Christians here in The Qur’an!)

Well, now we have the truth of this world.  In the year 600 AD, Christians did not understand that Christ was part of Elohim:  indeed, that part of Elohim which made this world with His own hands.  Jews had forgotten that Elohim was comprised of many parts and that one of these parts of God might just visit this world sometime.  In the year 600 AD, Christians did not understand that it was Christ who made this world, Christ who made mankind, and it was Christ who spoke to Abraham, Moses, and all prophets (including Muhammad, by way of Gabriel, the angel).  So, was God wrong in what you just read here in the Qur’an?  Have Christians truly favored Christ over the Father, thereby belittling the Father, Christ, and His message to us?  This author cannot answer that question, but this author knows one truth.
 
God is NEVER wrong.
 
It is only we people (who seek to “exclude” others from God’s Truth) that are wrong.  God only seeks to “include” all people in His Truth.  God just taught you this and He did so by way of The Qur’an and The Bible!  It is only we people who belittle God (and Christ) by what we preach to this world.  Obviously, God does not care about what we understand regarding Him.  God only cares about what we do with the life we are given here.  This simple truth comprises over 90 percent of what God has ever spoken to this world.  It is only we (and Satan) who attempt to magnify this other 10 percent regarding God Himself, thereby burying God’s Truth of Life within the vanities we have chosen to preach.
 
Know this . . . that any time you seek to “exclude” one single of child of God from His Truth that is available in this world, then you have denied the Glory of God and you have belittled Christ (and God).  This Truth applies to every person on this earth, regardless of where they live, when they lived, what they believe (or do not believe), the color of their skin, or the language they speak.  God knows His place in this world:  and God knows the ways we choose here.
 
This 43rd book of the Qur’an begs all Christians to return to the Word of God found in their own Book (Christ speaking):
John 10:15  As the Father knoweth me, even so I knoweth the Father: and I lay down my life for the sheep.
John 10:16  And other sheep I have, which are not of this fold:  them also I must bring, and they shall hear my voice; and there shall be one fold, and one shepherd.

Every Christian needs to ask their self one question here:  “Was Christ inclusive here (meaning all children of the one God) or was Christ exclusive (meaning this truth only applied to this youngest of all religions called Christianity)?  How you answer this question will tell you a lot about yourself.  Did Christ state that He would cross His fingers and merely “hope” that the Christian faith would eventually take in every human being on the face of this earth?  Or did Christ say that He had work to perform elsewhere in this world (by way of His teaching this world) and that He was going to assure that every human being would have the opportunity of joining God's fold?  Any Jew, Muslim, Hindu, Buddhist, atheist, or agnostic can read John 10:16 and know what the message meant when it was first spoken.  God’s truth is simple; it is only we people who try to make it complicated.
 
Once again, God is NEVER wrong.
 
My dearest friend, in the year 600 AD, it was not the fault of Christians and Jews for attempting to bring a false (and vain) Word of God to the Arabs (and to the rest of the world).  God never said anything contrary to this in His Qur’an.  The truth of the matter is, that in that day, of long ago, people just did not have the information we now have here today.  In that time, the New Testament had barely been written and was hardly available to anyone, except church leaders (who distorted it toward their own gain).  If you, here today, have allowed any amount of God’s Truth to settle into your heart, then please understand the errors made by those people of long ago.
 
Learn from their errors and make these a part of your life.  What is your life?  It is how you live and how you treat others:  period.  How do you find simple guidance for your life?  It is best found using the Word of God (Truth of God) that is in this world and then simply making this Word a part of your daily decisions, mistakes, and lessons learned in your life.  Oh, it is entirely possible to live a good life having never known the Word of God.  There are many examples of this.  However, the truth of this world is that the Designer of this life has made sure that His Word is the most excellent defense in this life.  Any time you encourage others to do better in this world, you have done right in the sight of God.  Any time you encourage yourself to do better in this world, you have done right in the sight of God.  This includes helping others:  those without parents, the elderly or widowed, the sick, the poor; and anyone who genuinely needs the help of others.  Any time you preach your vanities regarding the Truth of God; well, you are just wrong!  The Truth of God is simple:  teach His simple Truth ten percent of the time and spend the rest of your time teaching and showing others the actual life God desires us to live.  In this, you will be helping yourself, you will be helping others, and you will be living the whole Truth of God found in this life.
 
All this . . . from one of the littlest books of the Qur’an, some help from the Bible, and a great deal of your common sense which God has given you.  Go with what God gave you the day you were born; and you cannot fail!

God’s Pilgrimage to Mecca

(a very special letter from this author)

God’s pilgrimage to Mecca!  This has nothing to do with Jews or Christians.  Or does it?  The Qur’an says it does (in a very large way).  The twenty-second book of the Qur’an teaches Muslims about God’s House with His children called the Muslims.  It is a house that Abraham built and that God told Abraham to build.  Forget the Muslim faith of today because this story goes way back before Muslims even existed.  This story goes back about five-hundred years before Moses was born.

Two-thousand years before any Muslim existed, God told Abraham to build a House of God in the wilderness.  This probably took place before the city of Mecca even existed.  (Jews and Christians, set aside your vanities for a moment and learn the Truth of God here).  In Abraham’s day, there were no Arabs, Hebrews, or any other people known today.  In fact, all of these people later sprung from Abraham’s seed.  According to the Torah (spoken by God), Abraham was born sixty-years before Noah died.  Abraham was chosen by God to become the father of nearly every nation upon this earth and this started with Ishmael, Abraham’s eldest son.  (Jews and Christians, you might not like this, but it is the truth:  just read your Bible and see if this is not true!  And know that this is your story, as much as any other person’s.)

God begins this twenty-second book of the Qur’an with His main Truth regarding all believers in this world:

The Qur’an 22:17  Behold, regarding those believers of this Qur’an, and those who are Jews, the Sabeans, the Christians, the Magians, and the idolaters:  God shall judge between them on the Day of Resurrection.

So God has a place, in His Kingdom, for all believers!  Muslims are just one people upon God’s earth and God states this all through His Qur’an.

Now, given this Truth of God (first!), God then teaches Muslims about the sacred place in Mecca which God had Abraham build (more than two-thousand years before any Muslim existed):

The Qur’an 22:26  Remember that We prepared the site of the House for Abraham saying:  Assign nothing as partners (other gods) to Me.  Purify My House for those who make the pilgrimage, for those who bow, and for those who pray.

The Qur’an 22:27  Muhammad, proclaim this Pilgrimage to all of mankind!

Here we have the truth of God’s Sacred House to the Muslims.  God called this place His Sacred Mosque in 22:25, if you care to read this.  God made Abraham many promises in the Bible regarding Isaac, Jacob, and let us not forget, Ishmael.  Abraham fulfilled this promise regarding Ishmael (the Arabs) here in the Qur’an.  There is only one Sacred Mosque ever mentioned in the Qur’an and it is this very House that Abraham built.  And here, with this Sacred Mosque, we find God’s Truth of this world.

Before anyone (of any faith) speaks against God regarding this, remember that God placed His House in Israel for the Tribes of Israel also.  God commanded Solomon to build His Temple and gave Solomon’s father (King David) the exact dimensions and specifications, just as He gave to Abraham.  There is only one God and God built His House for Abraham and the Muslims; God also built His House for the Tribes of Israel (meaning Jews and Christians).

Before any Muslim speaks against God, consider God’s Truth found in the Qur’an 22:25 regarding God building the Sacred Mosque for Himself.  This truly is the only House of God found anywhere in the Qur’an and it is for Muslims (and the world, should they accept this House).  But Muslims have denied the Children of Israel their House of God as God commanded Israel to build for Him.  Rather, you Muslims put your own mosque there in celebration of Abraham and Muhammad.  God never, but ever, commanded this!  God had 114 books of the Qur’an in which He could have commanded the Prophet to build this mosque.  God had 175 years in which He could have commanded Abraham to build this mosque in Jerusalem.  Islam means total devotion to God:  it does not mean total devotion to Abraham or Muhammad.  This mosque (and Al Aqsa) are an abomination to God.  They were built by the Caliphs after Muhammad’s death.  Every word of the Qur’an ended with Muhammad!  God never commanded these sites be built:  only to deter from the Holiness of His Sacred Mosque.  (God only commanded one House!)  These sites may have been well intended and certainly came from tender notions regarding Abraham and Muhammad, but God never made these sites Holy:  only Muslim vanities made them holy (to man).  Remember, only God can make something Holy and only God can Bless:  mankind has no authority to designate anything of this world regarding Holy or Blessed.  These mosques in Jerusalem are an abomination to God and border on idolatry.  Any Muslim who worships in a mosque dedicated to Abraham or Muhammad has assigned partners to God.  God warns Muslims against partners!  The Qur’an never instructed Muslims to build mosques in Jerusalem, Abraham never instructed anyone to build mosques toward himself, and Muhammad never instructed anyone to build mosques toward himself.  Rather, the politicians of your Muslim religion decided to do this, but only many years after the Revelation of God, to Muhammad was complete.

To all Muslims, know now, that if it was not revealed to Muhammad in the Qur’an, then it is an abomination to God.  God never, through any Book, commanded mankind to build monuments to other men!  This is the beginning of any abomination to God.

Give back, to the Tribes of Israel, their House of God.  God gave Solomon and David the exact dimensions and specifications of this House of God (for the Tribes).  God gave the exact location for this House also!  What God did for Abraham (regarding the Sacred Mosque), He did also for the Tribes of Israel.  Your Qur’an (the Truth of God) teaches you that their Book (and God’s Command) is His Word also.  Your Qur’an teaches you that the site of their Temple was Blessed by God.  No, you say to this?

The Qur’an 21:81  Unto Solomon, we quieted the strong winds.  The winds followed his command toward the land which We Blessed for him.  Only God has understanding of all things.

In the Bible, God stated that there would be no blood upon the hands of Solomon (the blood of war).  In fact, God told David that he would not be allowed to build God’s House for Israel because David had the blood of war upon his hands.  God blesses very little in this world!  The land that God blessed for Solomon (in the Qur’an 21:81) was that speck of land which would be God’s House in Israel; the Temple.  God gave Solomon specific instructions for this piece of land, and in doing so, blessed the speck of land.
2 Chronicles 7:12  And the LORD appeared to Solomon by night, and said unto him, I have heard thy prayer, and have chosen this place to myself for an house of sacrifice.

2 Chronicles 7:16  For now I have chosen and sanctified this house, that my name may be there forever:  and mine eyes and mine heart shall be there perpetually (forever).
No where else in the Bible, did God ever bless any speck of land for the Tribes.  Few people realize this, but Solomon was the last king to rule all of the Tribes of Israel (meaning Christians and Jews).  But there, today, on that blessed piece of land, we find what God considers to be an abomination:  a monument to Abraham, a mere man, and a monument to one night of Muhammad’s life.  (Remember again, only God can make something Holy and only God can Bless:  mankind has no authority to designate anything of this world regarding Holy or Blessed.)  Any place of worship built in memory of a person, or their deeds, is the same as a partner of God.  Regarding God’s second Commandment to the Tribes; making any graven image (of anything), and then bowing down in the presence of these images, is the same as a partner of God.  There is no difference!  The Tribes are not perfect either.  Muslims understand Abraham as well as any other people on this earth.  Abraham was a quiet man, a humble man; affected by God’s Mercy.  Abraham would never, but ever, wish a monument built to Himself!  This would stand against everything Abraham was taught and against everything Abraham believed.

My dearest Muslim friends, give back, to the Tribes, their Blessed speck of land:  it was Blessed by God for them in their Book, the same Book Muhammad told you to seek and then believe.  Remember always that this speck of land is not a matter for the Muslim children of God.  It is God’s speck of land where He commanded the Tribes of Israel to build His House (for them).  He did this for THEIR worship and THEIR sacrifice.

Muslims, more than any other people of this world, have always known that God’s term for “Children of the Book” equals the “Tribes of Israel” equals “Jews and Christians; scattered all over this world.”  If your Arab hatred for that little country currently called “Israel” prevents you from giving back this speck of land, then do this for the Tribes of Israel who have been scattered over five continents for almost three-thousand years:  and have had no House of God to call their own for two-thousand years.  My dearest Muslim friend, do this for Islam:  allow them to make THEIR PILGRIMAGE AND THEIR SACRIFICE to the one God who knows all and sees all.  Redeem yourselves with God:  and show your faith in God, to this world, by respecting the Truth of God and the Word of God found in His Qur’an!

The Qur’an 21:81  Unto Solomon, we quieted the strong winds.  The winds followed his command toward the land which We Blessed for him.  Only God has understanding of all things.

(God truly has a purpose for the speck of land He blessed for the Tribes of Israel:  only God understands this purpose.  It is quite possible that on Judgment Day, all Muslims will return to the Sacred Mosque that God instructed Abraham to build.  It is quite possible that all of the Tribes, scattered across this earth will return to the Sacred House that God instructed the Tribes to build.  Only God has understanding of all things.)

To all Jews and Christians, this author knows you:  indeed, this author is one of you.  Regarding the Muslim ritual of facing God’s House (in Mecca) during their prayer, you think they are fools.  In this, you are ignorant of their Word of God because this is their House of God.  This makes you the fool because you are ignorant of your own Word of God which teaches you to do the same!  No, you say to this?

Solomon was the last king to rule all of the Tribes of Israel.  Solomon was also a prophet, though few realize this (even though Gabriel teaches this in the Qur’an).  Solomon foretold of the Northern Ten Tribes being scattered all over this earth.  (These same Ten Tribes to become the Christians of this world.)  Solomon taught that these lost Tribes should face Jerusalem in their prayer and that the Lord would then hear them.  The following is from Solomon’s dedication speech for the just-finished House of God (Temple) in Jerusalem.

2 Chronicles 6:37  Yet if they bethink themselves in the land whither they are carried captive, and turn and pray unto thee in the land of their captivity, saying, We have sinned, we have done amiss, and have dealt wickedly;

2 Chronicles 6:38  If they return to thee with all their heart and with all their soul in the land of their captivity, whither they have carried them captives, and pray toward their land, which thou gavest unto their fathers, and toward the city which thou hast chosen, and toward the house which I have built for thy name:

2 Chronicles 6:39  Then hear thou from the heavens, even from thy dwelling place, their prayer and their supplications, and maintain their cause, and forgive thy people which have sinned against thee.

Jews, all over the world, are not excluded from any of this (Jews and Christians are one in the same, family-wise):

2 Chronicles 6:21  Hearken therefore unto the supplications of thy servant, and of thy people Israel, which they shall make toward this place:  hear thou from thy dwelling place, even from heaven; and when thou hearest, forgive.

Yet again, in Solomon’s dedication to the House of God:

2 Chronicles 6:26  When the heaven is shut up, and there is no rain, because they have sinned against thee; yet if they pray toward this place, and confess thy name, and confess their sin, when thou dost afflict them;

2 Chronicles 6:27  Then hear thou from heaven, and forgive the sin of thy servants, and of thy people Israel, when thou hast taught them the good way, wherein they should walk; and send rain upon thy land, which thou hast given unto thy people for an inheritance.

In the Qur’an, Muslims are taught to allow any person, of any faith, their pilgrimage to the House of God in Mecca.  Solomon taught the same to all Tribes of Israel (Jews and Christians):

2 Chronicles 6:32  Moreover concerning the stranger, which is not of thy people Israel, but is come from a far country for thy great name’s sake, and thy mighty hand, and thy stretched out arm; if they come and pray in this house;

What?  Could this be a pilgrimage?  Here, Solomon is ONLY talking about a pilgrimage!  In fact, Solomon, and God, is inviting people from all over the world, of any race or religion, of any color or stature-in-life, their right to come to God’s House, in peace:  to pray, worship, or in any other way, to somehow “find” God in this world.  This matches, exactly, God’s Word found in the Qur’an, spoken by the most precious words found anywhere in the Qur’an:

The Qur’an 22:25  Behold, regarding all who disbelieve and bar any from God’s Way and their peaceful rights toward the Holy Mosque which We made for all of mankind, residents and foreigners being equal:  any who try to violate this with evil, We shall give them the taste of a truly painful end.
(Returning to the Second Book of Chronicles)

2 Chronicles 6:32  Moreover concerning the stranger, which is not of thy people Israel, but is come from a far country for thy great name’s sake, and thy mighty hand, and thy stretched out arm; if they come and pray in this house;

2 Chronicles 6:33  then hear thou from the heavens, even from thy dwelling place, and do according to all that the stranger calleth to thee for; that all people of the earth may know thy name, and fear thee, as doth thy people Israel, and may know that this house which I have built is called by thy name.

Some people today might say, “Well, this was just Solomon making a speech:  it doesn’t really count.”  Well, some people today are fools because Solomon did not write the Chronicles.  Read on:

2 Chronicles 7:1  Now when Solomon had made an end of praying, the fire came down from heaven, and consumed the burnt offering and the sacrifices; and the glory of the LORD filled the house.

2 Chronicles 7:2  And the priests could not enter into the house of the LORD, because the glory of the LORD had filled the LORD’S house.

God accepted Solomon’s prayer and made it the Truth for eternity!  This House of God that will be built, again, in Jerusalem is not to be a Jewish or Christian place.  It is to be a House of God for all of mankind, exactly as the Holy Mosque in Mecca is for all of mankind.  It is only religions that seek to exclude others.  God only wants every person to turn their face toward their House of God!  Are you “too proud” to turn your face toward God’s designated Holy Place on this earth?  Do not answer this author (or yourself), rather, say it to God loudly so He can hear you.

People, hear the LORD.
All that My prophets have taught

(since the beginning of time!)

is that this, your religion, is but

one religion and I am the author of it;

so serve Me.

Mankind has divided this one religion

into different pieces:  and declared unto all,

“A piece for every people!”

It is truly wondrous; how they have cut

Me asunder.  Oh, My beloved prophets!

Do your work well; and teach My children

that all will return to Me . . . 

in the end.
